MARTY HENRIE

Mrs. Henrie said when Kevin Worlton was the officer he was doing something about it, but the City Attorney will not follow through with the case. City Attorney Huntington said it’s not fair to say I have ignored the complaints, because I have had two bench trials in which, he was ordered to build kennels for the dogs and do something with his horse trailer. City Attorney Huntington told Mrs. Henrie that since the neighbor’s attorney threatened to sue them, he has not received any complaints from her or her husband. Mrs. Henrie said there is a complaint in the City office from someone else, but not them.    

JESSIE WARNER
Ms. Warner would like to use the race track and do some Cowboy Mounted Shooting. Ms. Warner said the ammo used in this sport is a .45 caliber brass cartridge loaded with black powder. LIBRARY
Ray Christian presented information to run the library with volunteers (attached). Council member Torgersen has contacted South Central about the City getting public internet access which will cost around $130.00 a month. Council member Torgersen thinks it is important for the City to provide this service and would like it in the Council Chambers with computers and a printer. Council member Barnes asked what it would cost for volunteers to run the library and have public internet access at the City. Mayor Taylor said with both, maybe $3,000.00 a year. Council member Barnes would like to proceed with volunteers running the library, the public internet access and look at it again in six months. This item was discussed at length. Council member Allen made a motion to keep the Library open with volunteers and provide public internet access in the City Council Chambers starting July 01, 2015 and review it next January. Council member Barnes seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Torgersen, Barnes and Stowe voting aye. 

ANNEXATION
Mayor Taylor said he would like to annex property from the Escalante Home Center out to the Heritage Center. Mayor Taylor has contacted most of the private land owners and they are all in favor of being annexed. Mayor Taylor has not been able to contact the LDS Church at this time. City Attorney Huntington explained it would be best for the land owners to send the City a petition to be annexed. City Attorney Huntington explained the Annexation process. This item was discussed at length.

COUNCIL MEMBER GREG ALLEN
