REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
April 1, 2015

7:00 pm Regular Meeting

COUNCIL MEMBERS PRESENT:  Mayor Bruce Anderson, Council Members Tyler Barnes, Bruce R. Blake, Jared N. Holmgren, and Trisha Wurtz.   Town Clerk Sue Ann Holmgren, Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Carol Andreasen. Council Member Kendall Julander was absent.

BUSINESS
1.  MINUTES-      Council Member Holmgren motioned to approve the March 4, 2015 minutes as written.  Council Member Blake seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

2.  NEXT MEETING- The next regular scheduled meeting is May 6, 2015.  

3.  BILLS – Department heads reviewed and initialed bills to be paid or which have been paid.  The bills were read aloud.  Council Member Holmgren motioned the bills be approved, second by Council Member Barnes.  Council Members Barnes, Blake, Holmgren, and Wurtz all voted in approval.

4.  DEPUTY REPORT – Deputy Palmer reported they have stepped up patrols in our City.  There has been no crime to report.  He has a speed trailer that we can put on the main road to slow people down, if we would like to use it.

5.  KEEGAN ANDERSON EAGLE SCOUT PROJECT – Keegan is on the Youth Council and has noticed that the Cook Shack at the Park has nowhere to hang a poster board to show prices of what they are trying to sell. The tape will not stick to the brick.  He would like to make 3 pressure treated boxes with a plexy glass door with cork/white board on the inside to hang on the West, North and East sides of the building.  Keegan asked the council if the City would be willing to pay for this project.  He figures it would cost about $100 per box, so $300 total.  The council suggested to Keegan to ask companies for donations or discounts, but will pay the difference.  The Mayor suggested instead of permanently mounting it to the wall maybe make it so it can be removed to prevent weathering and vandalism.  Council Member Blake will be Keegan's contact person for the project.
 
6.  REVIEW 1ST QUARTER FINANCIALS – Receipts and disbursements for the fourth quarter were reviewed by department heads, initialed, and dated.

7.  BUDGET WORK SESSION – The City Council at this time does not have any projects (not in the Capital Improvement Plan) planned in their departments from now to June 30, 2016.  We will bring this up at the next meeting in case someone thinks of something and to include Council Member Julander who was absent for this meeting.

8.  SET BUDGET HEARING DATE – The Budget Hearing Date is set for June 3, 2015.

9.  ADOPT ORDINANCE 2015-04-03 AMENDMENT #11 TO BEAR RIVER CITY LAND MANAGEMENT AND DEVELOPMENT – Mayor Anderson read aloud Ordinance No. 2015-04-03:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015 - 04 - 03

Amendment #11 to the
Bear River City Land Management and Development Code 2012 Revised Edition

WHEREAS, the Bear River City Council finds it necessary to amend the Bear River City Land Management and Development Code 2012 Revised Edition from time to time;

WHEREAS, the Bear River City Planning Commission has recommended changes in the following chapters of the Bear River City Land Management and Development Code 2012 Revised Edition:

	Chapter 2 Definitions:  add a definition for simple-minor subdivision;
	Chapter 4 Planning Commission:  change the Planning Commission from a seven 	member commission to a five member commission and include their rules of procedures;
	Chapter 5 Board of Adjustment:  Replace the Board of Adjustment with an Appeal 	Authority;
	Chapter 8 Subdivision Ordinance:  Add a new classification, simple-minor subdivision, along 	with the application procedure and approval process for it.

WHEREAS, a Public Hearing was held by the Bear River City Council on February 4, 2015 to receive public input on the proposed amendments.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of Bear River City, Utah that Amendment #11 to the Bear River City Land Management and Development Code 2012 Revised Edition is hereby adopted and becomes effective immediately upon passage.

Council Member Blake motioned to adopt Ordinance No. 2015-04-03 Amendment #11 to the Bear River City Land Management and Development Code 2012 Revised Edition.  Council Member Holmgren Seconded the motion.  All council members present voted in favor.


10.  TEMPORARY CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR ZENON CALDERON – Zenon Calderon would like to apply for a temporary conditional use permit for a Mother's Day Party to be held on May 9, 2015 from 3:00 pm to 11:30 pm.  Activities taking place will be dinner and music.  Council Member Barnes motioned to approve the temporary conditional use permit for Zenon Calderon.  Council Member Wurtz seconded the motion.  All council members present voted in favor.

11.  COOK SHACK FEE – Non-profit organizations can use the Park for no charge.  We have a non-profit organization wanting to use the Park and Cook Shack.  They would also like to use the grills in the Cook Shack.  Do we charge them the $25 fee to use the Cook Shack?  Council Members agreed we should charge the $25 to use the Cook Shack when grills are being used.

12.  DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION STATE PEDESTRIAN SAFETY SIDEWALK FUND – The Utah Department of Transportation anticipates that the Utah Legislature will provide State Pedestrian Safety Sidewalk funds for pedestrian projects on state highways where no sidewalk currently exists.  For Region One, they invite our community to request funding for Safety Sidewalk Projects that meet the program criteria.  They anticipate $122,000 will be funded for Region One's needs.  Council Member Holmgren stated Region One is pretty big.  He doesn't think the small City of Bear River will receive enough money to do anything.  Mayor Anderson does not believe we have enough daily school-age pedestrian traffic.  Council Member Blake stated there will probably be other communities that will qualify more than we do.  The deadline for our response is Thursday April 10, 2015.  Mayor and Council Members decided this is probably not worth pursing at this time.  

13.  BRAG 2015 PRE-DISATER MITIGATION PLAN COMMUNITY SURVEY – Bear River Association of Governments (BRAG) has been working with emergency managers, planning staff, elected officials, and others to update the regional Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan.  The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) requires that those jurisdictions that would like to be eligible for certain types of federal pre and post natural disaster funding, participate in a pre-disaster mitigation planning process and adopt a FEMA-approved plan.  As part of that process, BRAG staff is collecting a list of mitigation strategies for each participating city, town, county, and interested special service district.  They have sent a survey for the City to fill out which will help us create strategies to reduce potential damage for natural hazards.  Mayor Anderson suggests setting up a meeting with FEMA, the Emergency Preparedness person from each LDS Church Ward, Century Elementary and City Council Member Julander and any resident that would be interested in discussing Emergency Plans and Goals and finish filling out the survey.   Carol Andreasen mentioned Jerry Iverson in the past has represented Bear River City.  It would be best if this could be taken care of this month so the survey could be finished as soon as possible.  

14.  LAND USE TRAINING – Honeyville City has invited Brent Bateman to come and issue land use training.  He will be at Honeyville City Hall on Wednesday, April 29th, 2015 at 6:30 pm.  RSVP is requested.  Mayor Anderson and Council Members Holmgren and Barnes would like to attend.

15.  BRAG TRAINING WORKSHOP – On Thursday, April 9th, 2015, the Bear River Association of Governments will host a training workshop and presentation regarding an important potential funding source for capital projects in our jurisdiction.  Each Council Member was given a copy of this invitation.

16.  BACKHOE AND DUMP TRUCK – Mayor Anderson stated last year we did not use all the hours we were allowed on the backhoe lease.  Mayor Anderson was asked if he, using the town backhoe, could pull out some tree stumps for a resident.  He did this and this resident will make a donation to the cemetery to pay for the work done.  We don't want to go into the backhoe service, but simple things could earn the City some money.  Carol Andreasen suggests asking the insurance company first.  Council Member Holmgren states someone from the City should be the operator and we need to ask about liability insurance.  Council Members would like to see City Council Members run the backhoe and set a fee to cover the fuel.   A suggestion was made to have a waiver signed.  Same goes with the dump truck.  Mayor Anderson states the dump truck is better off being used than sitting.  Check with insurance first and maybe take it on case by case.  Fee at $25/hr

Council Member Barnes suggests hanging on to the backhoe lease check and not mailing it yet.  The State rebid the contract and it was just awarded and starts in May, Honnen Equipment was the low bidder and they got it for $78/month for a John Deere backhoe and Century went up to over $400/mo.  Council Member Barnes will check in to seeing if the City can get out of the lease contract and lease a John Deere backhoe instead.

17.  IRRIGATION – Council Member Holmgren has some bridges on the State road that need to be cleaned in order to get irrigation water down the ditch.  The State says that this is not their problem.  Council Member Holmgren says he is not up to shoveling them out.  In a past irrigation meeting it was suggested to get a high powered hose and flush it out with water.  Council Member Holmgren said maybe he would contact the fire department and see if they would be willing to do this.  The mud still has to go somewhere and will still need to be shoveled out.  Council Member Holmgren does not want to use the temp service again.  It did not work out very well.  Riggin Holmgren is checking on hiring the people that hoe onions to do it.   Council Members suggested having someone that owes the City money work off their debt.  The insurance company said no.  If something happened and they got hurt it would end up costing the Town.  Council Member Barnes suggested maybe the Youth Council might want to do this.  If anyone is available Council Member Holmgren would like the help.

Rhodes Welding fixed #3's headgate.  The City will be receiving a bill for this.  

18.  UPDATE ON COMPLAINTS AND ACTIONS TAKEN – Mayor Anderson received a complaint about JD and Jalyn Huggins having too many animals in their yard.  He asked Council Member Blake to speak to them.  

19.  VACANCIES IN COMMISSIONS, BOARDS, & COMMITTEES – Need one person for the Planning Commission.

20.  DEPARTMENTS – Mayor Anderson spoke with Vicki Chidester on being the City's animal control.  Vicki declined the offer.  Council Member Wurtz suggested posting it in the newsletter.  The Mayor would like to just have someone on call and not necessarily part time.

Council Member Blake reported that the Webpage is ready to go.  It just needs information and pictures inserted and it can go public.  Council Member Blake can give anyone administrative rights to enter information and pictures.  Mayor Anderson would like this up and going as soon as possible so we can start getting information and announcements on it for upcoming events.  

Mayor Anderson would like to serve refreshments at the Town Meeting.  He will donate the ice cream and toppings if the Town will rent the soft serve machine. It would cost $100 to rent a soft serve machine.  Council Member Wurtz is thinking about using the soft serve machine for the July 24th Celebration instead of the ice cream we have been selling.

Brigham Implement will be leasing the Town a tractor to mow the roads with again this year.  They will also be taking the mower in to be serviced.

April 18th at 8:00 am the National Honor Society is coming to clean the cemetery for a service project.  Last year they shoveled ditch, raked and shoveled dirt etc.  Whatever needs to be done.  Last year the Mayor also bought them donuts and chocolate milk.

Mayor Anderson will try to put together a service project to help clean up the cemetery before Memorial Day.  Crosses are done and just need to be reinstalled.

Mayor Anderson would like to see the puncher weeds sprayed.

Council Member Blake would like an updated list for Eagle Scout Projects.  If each Council Member would like to submit their suggestions to the office it will be added to the list.

Council Member Barnes wife is helping with a 5k fundraiser.  They would like to use the money received from the 5k to buy benches for the cemetery.  

Mayor Anderson would like to name the July 24th Celebration Dance the Kathy Taylor Memorial Dance.  Mayor Anderson will ask Nathan to make sure he is ok with it.  Council Member Blake suggested other people in town who have lost a loved one might feel slighted by this.

Council Member Wurtz is starting to plan for the July 24th Celebration.  Council Member Barnes suggested booking Spencer Jones band for entertainment.
