	Richard Ziebarth reviewed the proposed budget recommendations for the Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) which includes funding 99+ law enforcement agencies around the state and $1,000,000 for the Justice Reinvestment County Performance Incentive Program.  He reported CCJJ will receive a ten percent penalty for not fully complying with the federal sex offender registry requirements.  Every year CCJJ has the opportunity to apply for these penalty funds and when they apply they make it clear these funds will not be used to come into compliance with the federal requirements, they will be used to improve the overall effectiveness of the sex offender registry.  Richard noted the penalty will be approximately $88,000 and if awarded back to them will be used for the sex offender registry record automation project through the Department of Corrections.

Motion:  Sheriff Jim Tracy made a motion to approve the JAG budget recommendations.  The motion was seconded by James Swink and passed unanimously.

	Mary Lou Emerson asked the Commission three questions, 1) should the RSAT funds be integrated into the Justice Reinvestment Initiative?, 2) there is currently $17,064 in FFY 2014 RSAT funds that is unallocated, and an unexpended balance of approximately $3,300 in FY 2012 administrative funds that must be spent by September 30th, does CCJJ want to award these funds to the Utah County Jail RSAT program?, and 3) Does CCJJ want to award FFY 2015 RSAT funds (application due May 5th) to jail-based programs only? If yes, should a competitive grant application process be conducted, or does CCJJ want to provide an additional year of funding for the current RSAT program in the Utah County Jail?  Discussion followed.    

Motion:  Doug Thomas made a motion to 1) award unobligated FY 2012 and FY 2014 RSAT funds to the Utah County RSAT program, 2) release FY 2015 RSAT funds on a competitive RFP for jail-based programs and 3) integrate the RSAT funds into the Justice Reinvestment Initiative. 	Chief Steve Anjewierden reviewed the Disproportionate Minority Contact Evidence-Based, Best Practices Intervention Report, which included eight recommendations:  1) written agreement between police departments and school districts, 2) create School Resource Officers (SRO) job descriptions, 3) include school administrators in SRO selection process, 4) require SRO training for SROs and school administrators, 5) seek alternatives to Juvenile Justice System, 6) target three sites, 7) create “Policy-Making” workgroup, and 8) create “SRO Curriculum” workgroup.

	Ron Gordon reviewed the bill summary for H.B. 348 and the penalty changes that will occur due to the passage of the bill.  Doreen reviewed the timeline for the County Performance Incentives Program (CPIP) and who will be serving on the review committee for these grants.  Doug Thomas suggested adding the Courts as a standing member of the review committee.  Doreen noted they are in the process of developing the application for the CPIP grants and will have it completed in a month.  She said treatment programs need to be evidenced based and must include screening and assessment and treatment standards and certification must be incorporated after July 2016.  Dan Becker said it was his understanding these grant funds were predicated on the fact of putting in place a good risk and needs assessment tool upfront.  Discussion on the need for a standardized statewide screening and risk and needs assessment tool followed. 

Motion:  James Swink made a motion to have Ron and Doreen work with the Division of Substance Abuse and Mental Health to assess the cost of implementing a statewide screening and risk and needs assessment tool and report back to Commission.  The motion was seconded by Angela Micklos and passed unanimously.

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Jenn Oxborrow and Derrik Tollefson gave a presentation on a proposed plan for the development of a Utah Domestic Violence Offender Management Board.  This Board would develop standards for the evaluation, treatment and monitoring of convicted domestic violence offenders, establish an application and review process for approved providers who provide services to convicted domestic violence offenders, and provide ongoing evaluation of offender programming to inform the advancement of services.  

Motion:  Susan Burke made a motion to support the Domestic Violence Planning and Advisory Council creating a Domestic Violence Offender Management Board.  The motion was seconded by Angela Micklos and passed with two opposed (Paul Boyden and Rollin Cook) and three abstentions (Doug Thomas, Sheriff Jim Tracy, and Representative Eric Hutchings).

	2015 Study Items

	Ron Gordon reported in the JRI report they identified areas which could be drivers of the prison population.  These items didn’t seem appropriate for the Justice Reinvestment report that was issued in November of last year but are possible study items for CCJJ.  These included, 1) aging prisoners and mentally ill prisoners, 2) sex offender sentencing and length of stay, and 3) prison release decision making process.  Items that have also come to Ron’s attention include 1) a discussion on establishing a diagnostic unit and 2) study of the death penalty.  These five items are potential study items for the coming year.  Discussion followed.  

Motion:  Sheriff Jim Tracy made a motion to remove the study of the death penalty as a study item.  The motion was seconded by Paul Boyden and passed unanimously. 

Motion:  Doug Thomas made a motion that the following be study items for CCJJ 1) aging prisoners and mentally ill prisoners, 2) sex offender sentencing and release, which would include the diagnostic unit and good landlord and 3) the entire continuum of all groups identified.  The motion was seconded by Representative Eric Hutchings and passed unanimously.  

Susan Burke suggested adding community service in the juvenile justice system to the list of study items.  She reported they have juveniles who come into the system with hundreds of hours of court ordered community service, which keeps them in the system longer.  There are certain offenses that require mandatory community service hours; these offenses should be studied to determine what kind of impact and what kind of return they are getting.   

Motion:  Representative Eric Hutchings made a motion to add mandatory community service hours as a study item and to continue to work with the juvenile justice system as a whole on other incremental changes to this system.  The motion was seconded by Doug Thomas and passed unanimously.
