	Reg Garff reviewed the JABG proposed project concepts, which includes funding four projects for a total of $278,801.
Motion:  Sim Gill made a motion to approve the JABG project concepts.  The motion was seconded by Karen Crompton and passed unanimously.

Reg also reviewed the proposed budget recommendation for the Title V Delinquency Prevention grant, which includes funding one project for a total of $80,689.

Motion:  Reed Richards made a motion to approve the Title V grant budget recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Sim Gill and passed unanimously.

	Richard Ziebarth reviewed three programming options for the Evidence Based Competitive and Continuation grant program, which has $550,000 available.  These programming options include a) Correctional Programming Checklist (CPC) – Evaluation of Evidence Based Practices in Adult Correctional Programing, b) 4th Year Continuation of “Use Only as Directed” Prescription Drug Awareness Campaign (beyond three year JAG limit), and c) Evidence Based Projects in Juvenile Justice System.  Ron Gordon reported they have invested some resources over the years in evaluating programs in our juvenile justice system to see which juvenile justice programs produce good results, which produce limited results and which are counterproductive; this has been a very helpful process.  Ron noted they have invested money not just in the evaluation but have spent time with the providers of these programs over a period of 2 or 3 years to help them understand the principles that make a program effective and how to incorporate these principles into their programming.  He said they have not had the chance to invest that kind of effort and those resources in evaluating programs in the adult system and it would be worth considering.  Discussion followed.  The Commission decided they would like to have a presentation at the annual meeting on the “Use Only as Directed” Prescription Drug Awareness Campaign before they decide whether or not to award them a 4th year of funding.    
Motion:  Sim Gill made a motion to approve the general direction and setting aside $550,000 for Evidence Based programs, the allocation of that within these areas to be defined at a later date. The motion was seconded by Clark Harms and passed unanimously.
