	Jennifer Hemenway reported the cost benefit analysis is broken down into three components 1) gather cost data together to find out how much the criminal justice system is costing right now so when you bend the cost curve you know what the savings are, 2) take the cost data collected and put it into a model, and 3) look at the programming involved and how to measure the effectiveness of a program by doing a meta-analysis on the data.  Sofia Nystrom reviewed the cost data sources used in the analysis and reviewed how funding is spent throughout the state.  Dr. Richard Fowles reported one of the reasons for doing a cost benefit analysis is to understand the welfare benefits that are rising from this massive shift in the infrastructure of the United States.  Dr. Fowles reviewed costs of crime, benefits of crime reduction and tools for making managerial decisions.  Dr. Ben Peterson reviewed the process of gathering data and the categories for the cost benefit analysis project which include specialty courts, intensive supervision, juvenile diversion programming, sex offender treatment, in-prison/institution-based therapeutic communities (substance abuse), job training and education programs, and cognitive behavioral therapy.

	Richard Ziebarth reviewed the Byrne/Justice Assistance grant award history.  He also reviewed the seven Byrne/JAG purpose areas and how much money was spent in each purpose area between 1994 and 2011.  He reported the FY 2011 JAG plan is underway and includes two very large projects, the Utah Pharmaceutical Drug Crime Project and the Offender Employment Project which will be concluding.  As a result there will be more funds available in FY 2012 that could be used for evidence based/evidence generating projects or budget reduction relief.  He noted the Commission will need to decide how to utilize these funds and if they want to continue using the same priorities or revise the priorities.  This item will be discussed at the next Executive Committee meeting and will be placed on the June Commission meeting agenda.

	Dr. Laura Hunter gave a presentation on the Netsafe program.  Accomplishments included 1) developed a comprehensive and popular website, 2) created six lesson plans for grades 7-8 Health Education and five lesson plans for grades 9-12, 3) conducted research studies with NetSafe videos, 4) produced a one-hour Cybersafe Your Teens program, fourteen public service announcements, and eighteen Planet Nutshell videos, 5) translated eighteen videos into ten different languages, and 6) received formal requests for permission to use translated videos from law enforcement and education agencies in Australia, Belgium, Peru, and Qatar, making the reach of this project truly international.

	Gang Grant Presentation – CROSS

	Dr. Matt Davis gave a presentation on the Ogden CROSS program.  Recommendations for the CROSS program included 1) the program director should provide some direct service and be familiar with each intervention to ensure all services are provided as designed, 2) the degree to which the staff is implementing each curriculum as it was designed should be assessed, 3) procedures for minimizing the contact that program participants have while coming and going from the program should be implemented, and 4) family members should be trained to support offenders for prosocial behavior.

	Youth Outpatient Substance Abuse Treatment

	Ayelet Engelman gave a presentation on the Hi-Risk Substance Abuse Treatment Program at Salt Lake County Youth Services.  This is a 90-day program that provides standard outpatient substance abuse services, including individual, family and group therapy, as well as substance abuse assessments in some cases.  She said specific needs of youth are assessed utilizing six ASAM dimensions and an individualized treatment plan is developed with significant input by youth and family. The overall approach is cognitive-behavioral to correct dysfunctional thinking and behavior related to substance abuse and delinquency.  The program has served 107 clients to date.

	Juvenile Justice Budget Discussion

	Susan Burke reported they have seen an evolution of juvenile justice and how they approach the issue of juvenile crime and delinquency.  They started out with a rehabilitation focus, where juveniles were being taken out of their homes and being moved to houses of refuge.  Then they evolved into approaching juvenile justice from a juvenile court perspective and started looking at juveniles as developmentally different.  They then moved into another phase identifying that not only are juveniles different and should be treated differently, but wanted to make sure they had due process rights.  She noted they then realized there are some serious delinquents, violent offenders, and predators that needed to be moved to the adult system.  A system was set-up where they moved juveniles quickly into the adult system and in some cases bypassed opportunities for treatment and rehabilitation in the juvenile system.  Susan believes they have now moved into a new era of what works and they have a better sense now of what juveniles need by using validated risk assessment tools and matching their needs to intervention programs.  The economy has really affected juvenile justice services; she reviewed program impacts to the juvenile justice system as a result of budget cuts.  Discussion followed.  It was suggested that they need to educate the Legislative Branch on how cutting juvenile justice programs now will impact the adult system later.  Susan will put a workgroup together to speak to legislators, Ray Wahl, Kirk Torgensen, Stan Parrish, Tom Patterson, Jacey Skinner, and Reg Garff volunteered to help with this effort.  An update will be given at the next Commission meeting.

	Corrections Issues Working Group

	Motion:  Representative Eric Hutchings made a motion to establish a Corrections Issues Working Group.  The motion was seconded by Tom Patterson and passed unanimously.

Mike Haddon reported the purpose of the Corrections Issues Working Group is to develop a long-term strategy that would look at issues surrounding the prison, including capacity, design of the facilities, what levels of offender treatment do they need both inside and outside of the facilities and what are the appropriate placement and uses of these treatment resources.  He said the working group can also develop agreed upon standards for appropriate inmate placement into contract county jails, develop an accountability structure to ensure the treatment and programming provided to offenders is effective, and examine the type of offenders currently being sentenced to prison.  The plan needs to be dynamic and regularly updated with an ongoing timeframe and responsibility should be tied to this plan to ensure it is regularly reviewed and updated.  Mike noted the structure of the plan should be simple and consistent in order to maximize its use, but it needs to be comprehensive.
