
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JUNE 15, 2015 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Mike Casper with Public Works Department, and Commissioner Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works/Landfill Update
Mr. Casper reported that the Road Department finished graveling in Mountain Home.  They have been working at the fairgrounds and on Mortensen Lane.  Mortensen Lane is now ready to be paved, it’s being prepped today.  They also patched holes in Wells Draw.
Consideration Of Funding For The Bluebell Park
Brad Draper joined the meeting at 9:18 A.M…
Mr. Draper stated that Bluebell Park has a voluntary board and they heard that there is money for the centennial.  They have received private donations and volunteers have made the park usable.  It has been used regularly and they would like to do a few more improvements such as a flag pole with a large American flag and do a seal coat on the walking path.  He will call around for quotes.  Chairman Winterton stated that we have allocated all of our centennial funds for municipality projects in the county, but we may have funds in discretionary.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve twelve thousand dollars ($12,000) for Bluebell’s Park as part of our centennial.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the vouchers as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of A Business License Application For Second Chance Intervention

Consideration Of A Cooperative Agreement With Utah State University
Chairman Winterton stated that USU Extension Agent Troy Cooper came in during the budget session and presented this to us regarding employees that are hired through the state.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the Cooperative Agreement with USU. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Discussion Of Housing In Myton
Chairman Winterton stated that we were going to put in a duplex in Myton through UBAOG.  Aubrey Whiting is selling her house right next door and wanted to know if the county would be interested in purchasing it.
Update And Presentation From The Forest Service Regarding Range Conditions And Noxious Weeds

Weed Department Supervisor Ron Johnson & Sandy Kaminski & Christy Groves with the Forest Service joined the meeting at 10:03 A.M…
Ms. Kaminski gave a presentation on adaptive management strategy on ranges and stated that fire, drought, livestock use, floods and others can have a major impact on forage production.  Ms. Groves stated that they can’t burn in Yellowstone because of the cheat grass, so they need mechanical treatment.  Ms. Kaminski stated that we try to educate on this because people think that if it’s green, it’s good.  The stocking rate is 1.63 per acre in Right Fork Indian Canyon where is should be around 4.  We will talk to the permittees and try to get them to reduce their stock.  Ms. Groves stated that our options are reducing numbers or mechanical treatment to get recovery.  We could break it up in pastures and fence it then rotate.  Supervisor Johnson stated that Ed Maps is a program that you can use to see new species. Chairman Winterton told the Forest Service that if they need anything, please let him know.
Consideration Of Ordinance No. 15-343, An Ordinance To Correct Ordinance No. 14-330 And Establish A Special Service District To Be Known As The Upper Community Recreation District; Defining The Boundaries Of Said Special Service District And The Services To be Provided Therein
Attorney Allred stated that the boundaries in Ordinance No. 14-330 were wrong.  He told the Lt. Governor’s Office that we would have it corrected today, but there are errors on the plat and he can’t get a hold of Surveyor Jerry Allred and recommended postponing this.  Chairman Winterton stated that they will put some pressure on Surveyor Allred.  Agenda item was postponed by general consent. 
Consideration Of A Natural Gas Compressor Station
Chairman Winterton stated that he is waiting to hear back from the Lancer Auto Group who is working on what will best fit our needs.  Item was postponed by general consent.
