Commissioner Chair, Rick Blackwell, opened the County Commission meeting.  Milo Medley offered an opening prayer, followed by the pledge of allegiance.
Travis Kennedy presented the commission with his report.  Mayor Haaland would like to request a few things concerning the river project in Circleville.  Last year a permit was filed along the river from the diversion to Cory Sudweeks’s place called big bend, to fix the banks.  Circleville has obtained a state permit to do that and would like the county road on board. This mostly involves flattening sand bars and moving dirt.  Mayor Haaland informed the commission and Travis that the permit has to be on site when the work is being done. Ryan Savage is the engineer that did the write up to remove sand bars, and fix areas that need fixing.  Commissioner Bushman stated that it was put together as an emergency plan.  NRCS says they have no funding at this point.  Commissioner Bushman would prefer to rent equipment instead of potentially harming county equipment in the river.  Travis Kennedy, head of the road department, agreed with this.  However, the county does not have extra money at this time for this.  Mike Styler who is in charge of the division of water rights has been contacted to see if he could put up some funds from the state.  Northern landowners in Circleville have also obtained a 404 permit. Potentially this will clean along the river from diversion in town all the way to highway.  A substantial amount of time will be needed.  It was suggested for the mayor to get permission from landowners.  Timing is also an issue. The town needs to keep banks at the same elevation they are now.  Commissioner Bushman has a copy of the permit.  Commissioners will be checking into funding.
Land south of angle- Travis Kennedy wants to check into the county buying this  for a gravel pit.  
Glen, Karl, and Scott Allen presented to the commission a plan to put in a cemetery up at Angle.  It would be on Allen land.  It will be a private Cemetery for family only. The commissioners suggested getting with planning and zoning.  The Commission also said that they would not protest it.  Shane was brought into the discussion.  He said as long as the Allen’s contact the health department, after getting the ok from commission, they should be alright
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion that, contingent upon health department approval, we approve the cemetery on Allen’s private ground for a private family cemetery.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded.

Dale Bagley informed the commission that he received a refund request from a citizen who had paid a vehicle registration and then sold his vehicle.  The county received $110 so Dale would prorate it to $88.50.  Dale stated that he doesn’t usually do refunds as aa standard.  The Commission thinks we should stick with our standard and not issue it.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion that we stick with our current standard and not issue a refund.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded.

Virginia Tyree approached the commission with securing a vehicle for meals on wheels program.  She thinks the program will maintain, however, employees do not have a vehicle.  They deliver meals twice a week two hours a day.  She wants a vehicle to borrow twice a week.  She showed the commission the equipment used to distribute the wheels.  Meals on wheels falls under six counties, and a mileage chart is kept.  Commissioner Bushman has talked to six counties and they have purchased vehicles in the past.  This request should fall to six counties, not the county.  Employees who drive their own vehicle get a 55 cent reimbursement per mile for mileage.  If six counties provides the vehicle the mileage would divert to six counties.  County is not required to do this and Virginia was informed she should pursue thru six counties.
Kristy Fautin with EMS issued another write off request for a woman who has paid faithfully   20 to 25 dollars a month.  Kristy wants to cut off $1000 and have her continue paying the $20-25 faithfully.  She owes about $1900.00.  
MOTION:	Commissioner Will Talbot made the motion to reduce the bill by $1000.00.  Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kristy commented on another case.  County Attorney Scott Burns will issue a letter to this person.  Kristy also commented about a grant that she got in last month.  She put in for CME training for $5500.  She also applied for a grant to possibly obtain Deputy Whitakers’ Durango for the EMS. 
John Keeler and Tim Westwood with Farm Bureau were present.  John Keeler handed the commission an annual report on Farm Bureau.  He is giving a brief report of the bills that they followed at the legislature.  Piute County Farm Bureau president is Tim Westwood.  Teresa Morgan is our women’s chair.  Trevor Barnson is our young farmer.  Stanton Gleave was also present as well as Verl Bagley.  They discussed the letter received from the forest service stating they discontinued the forest service grazing assessment changes.  Everyone was pleased with this turn of events.  Commissioner Bushman was very hands on concerning this issue.  They also mentioned that there were a couple of meetings held in Wayne County concerning Capitol Reef.  Doing an EIS for grazing and trail permits.  John suggested responding with comments.  John went over his handout with the commission.  He also went into a little more detail concerning the Utah prairie dog plan.  John feels they did have one defeat in the legislature, which was HB 43.  Commissioner Bushman asked John what the Farm Bureaus stance on HGR10 from Rob Bishop is.  Farm Bureau supported this at the beginning but things have not gone the direction they thought and they are now reviewing.  There is a RAC meeting tomorrow in Beaver at 5:30.  Piute County Ranchers are represented by Stanton Gleave.  He is concerned that there is no representation on the RAC board.  
Steve with Central Utah was present.  He represents the six counties area concerning arts, culture, and heritage that might bring tourism into the area.  They are building three visitors centers.  One will most likely be in Richfield.  They would like to place three to five kiosks in each county, and increase the number of venues.  He is asking for a letter of endorsement saying Piute County is in support of these venues.  
Darin Swalberg was present to ask the commission to renew Storm Ridge Ranch’s Conditional Use Permit.  This is supposed to be done annually.  He gave a quick run down to the commission, stating that they have went to an online school called Alta Independent.  They are an accredited school.  Currently they have 29 kids in both facilities.  Sheriff Gleave feels like they have a good staff and stated that there haven’t been any problems.  Storm Ridge Ranch is licensed for 40 kids
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to continue the Storm Ridge Ranch Conditional Use Permit. Commissioner Will Talbot seconded.

Commissioner Bushman mentioned a Summer Intern.  He would like to offer it to a junior or senior of high school to help on content of website and Go Ed and Bear survey funded by Go Ed.  They would also help with the county resource plan.  He suggested 12 weeks at $10 an hour, 5 days a week, 8 hours a day
MOTION:	Commissioner Will Talbot made the motion to hire 2 people for 30 hours a week to work on the county website and other county duties as seen fit.  Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded.

Commissioner Bushman also mentioned that the logo for Piute County is 50 years old and not progressive.  Darin would like to redesign the county logo.  He would like to enter it in a Logo tournament with prize being $450
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to develop a new county logo thru a Logo Tournament with $450 as prize money.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Piute County needs a Sage Grouse Plan.  We now have one in place  we just need to approve it.  The Fish and Wildlife department have until August to approve it.  The commission needs to approve Piute Counties plan in the next commission meeting.
Morgan Ranches Road  Piute county getting class b road money on 470 north going to cemetery in Circleville.  Mckay Morgan would like to take that money and improve his roads by the barn.  Commission has no knowledge of any agreement between Circleville and the county. Should we put mag chloride on it.  See if it does need to be raised in spots.  Bushman thinks the county has an obligation to up keep it.  Darin will get with Travis to discuss.
Forestry and Fire Land Project was brought up. It would consist of  Title three money  which is around $24000.00 a year.  Travis Kennedy could over see this crew.  Travis’s recommendation would be to buy a low deck trailer to haul a bobcat.  The County might have to rent a bigger chipper.  The project would pay Piute County to employ people to do work in our forests.  It would probably consist of a 4 man crew.  Commissioner Bushman will look into the insurance aspect of this.  Materials, such as chips, could potentially be sold or used by local business.  It was suggested that if we do it this year it will fall under the county road department.  Travis wants to buy a trailer and a snowplow for the front of a bobcat.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to buy a bobcat trailer.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded.
