
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JUNE 15, 2015 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, Mike Casper with Public Works, Chad Booth with The County Seat TV Series, and Commissioner Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works/Landfill Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department is working at the fairgrounds on both sides of the river.  They are also filling pot holes in Red Creek.
Update On “The County Seat” TV Series
Mr. Booth stated that the program is doing very well.  Audience wise and recognition has increased 40 % within the last year.  They do a run track that will track the performance.  There are around 60,000 viewers each week.  The program runs 19 additional times during the week throughout Utah.   Chairman Winterton stated that he feels that the program has covered all of our needs.  Mr. Booth stated that “At Your Leisure” television series is the #1 outdoor show right now.  He would like any ideas that the commission has for either program. 
Update On Pinion Forest Special Service District
Jason Broome with Forsgren & Pinion Forest Special Service District Board Members Linda Northington, Vernon Hooper & Rick Northington joined the meeting at 9:57 A.M…
Discussion was held concerning property within the Pinion Forest Special Service District boundaries that is owned by the county off of Highway 40 between mile marker 72 and 74.  Mrs. Northington stated that they are going to lease the property from the county, but the land is very dry and it needs to be cleared out.  Chairman Winterton stated that we need to work out the details with the bond council.  We could ask Surveyor Jerry Allred to survey the property.  Mr. Broome stated that he will put together a proposal for the commission to review and consider.  Chairman Winterton stated that this is on the record so that the public is aware that we are trying to get the district a building to hold meetings.
Utah State University (USU) Extension Update

USU Extension Employees Troy Cooper, Michelle Simmons, Suzie Prevedel, Melissa Bristol & Emily Smith joined the meeting at 10:10 A.M…
Mr. Cooper stated that they have been doing exciting things and he hopes that the commissioners are hearing good things about them.  There will be grasshopper spraying done by Lee Carter in Mountain Home and Neola.  They will spray them through the state contract which is 50 %.  Mrs. Prevedel stated that they are doing a heritage foods project on what people survived on in the past.  The two interns have been interviewing people and learning a lot about food cellars.  Roosevelt Farmers Market is going on every Thursday afternoon.  Mrs. Simmons stated that she received a grant for $5,000 for supplies.  Ms. Smith stated that she attended a sewing camp last week and made a hooded bath towel.
Update From Uintah Basin Association Of Governments (UBAOG)

Sheriff Dave Boren, Deputy Sheriff Travis Tucker, Jeremy Curry, Jason Curry, Uintah Basin Association of Governments Director Laurie Brummond, Ken Pugh with UBATC, Christine Twiss & Jeannie Powell with UBAOG joined the meeting at 10:20 A.M…
Discussion was held concerning a duplex in Myton.  Director Brummond presented that attached budget sheet for the associated costs to build the duplex along with a floor plan and stated that they appreciate Sheriff Boren for all of his support.  We will use the $130,000 that we received from the county that was reimbursed on the last house.  Chairman Winterton suggested taking the remaining balance out of fund 41 and use inmates for landscaping.  Director Brummond stated that they are very appreciative of the commissioners.
Consideration Of A Contract With The State Of Utah For The Children’s Justice Center Program

Children’s Justice Center Director Cheryl Boren joined the meeting at 10:45 A.M…
Mrs. Boren stated that the contract is for 5 years with an amendment each year.  The amount is $131,312.00, which is $300 less than last year’s allocation.  The CJC golf tournament was held last week and it went very well. Chairman Winterton stated that he appreciates this program.
Consideration Of Appointment Of GRAMA Administrative Officer And Records Officer And IS Department Update

IS Department Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 10:55 A.M…
Director Ogletree stated that there have been a lot of changes in personnel and that is the reason for this.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to accept the list of Records Officers as presented.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Building and Grounds Supervisor Shane Jenkins, Weed Department Supervisor Ron Johnson, Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat, & Jerry Lisonbee with Public Works joined the meeting at 11:03 A.M…
Chairman Winterton stated that we discussed this in last week’s meeting.  The equipment is purchased with tax payer money and it should be used by each department.  We aren’t going to purchase another skid steer that will only be used a few times out of the year; we should share what we have. Mr. Lisonbee stated that the problem is that the equipment comes back with issues such as flat tires and out of fuel.  Deputy Clerk Sweat stated that there is a sign out sheet for vehicles here at the Administration Building; they could do something like that to keep track of who is using it and make people accountable. Commissioner Burdick stated that he likes the check-out idea.  Chairman Winterton stated that at the end of the day, we are all on the same team so let’s work together.

Chairman Winterton stated that we would like legislators to come out here so we can educate them on our public lands issues.  The money would help pay for air fare, room and board.  Commissioner Todd motioned to give five hundred dollars ($500) to help with costs for education legislators.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
