GUESTS IN ATTENDANCE:  Richard Scott, David Kunzler, Stoney Shugart, Bob Platt, Gail Politica
1.  CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Ward calls the June 5th, 2015 Planning & Zoning meeting to order and welcomes the Planners and guests.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Led by Chairman Ward.
3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM May 1, 2015 PLANNING & ZONING MEETING.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the minutes from May 1, 2015 Planning & Zoning meeting.  Bret Allred moves to approve the minutes from May 1, 2015 meeting.  Chris Archibald seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
4.  GAIL POLITICA-PITCHED ROOF ON LAUNDRY ROOM AT CAMP GROUND.
Chairman Ward asks Gail Politica to present her request.  Politica states that she would like to put a pitched roof on the laundry room of her campground because it leaks so badly.  Richard Scott who is her builder states the old roof has been patched over too many times. He said Gail was told she didn’t need a building permit and then she was told she did need one and that is why they already started.    It is a typical deal, he has moved it to 32 inches and set it on the existing joyce to lighten it up and support in the middle.  Chris Archibald asks what are the center supports sitting on, the joyce?  Scott said they are running with the existing joyce.  They are sitting on it.  Archibald asks if there is a wall that carries through the center of that.  Scott and Politica say yes.  It runs across the load baring center wall.  It is all anchored.  Chairman Ward asks about the pitch.  Scott said it is 2/12.  Chairman Ward states that our ordinance is 4/12.  Scott said you can’t do that on there.  She would have to tear the building down to do that.  He can’t put that kind of weight on it.  If he has to raise that up then the longest he can get is 20 feet above, 2/6.  Then he has to start scabbing them together to get the length.  Archibald asks if they considered doing some engineered trusses across there.  Scott said if he did that he would have to get back to the sixteen inches.  Archibald said it would be two feet on center.  Scott said if you are talking engineered trusses, you are talking a major operation.  This is just meant to be something to get the weight off.  It is a flat roof already and it doesn’t drain.  Politica said it isn’t supposed to be an actual roof.  Archibald said it’s going to carry the snow.  As soon as you sheet that and put roofing on it, it is now load bearing.  Politica said it has leaked since she bought it and she has to get the water off.  Nobody wants to get up there and scrape off what is there.  She has put drainages which doesn’t work, so her only alternative was to put a pitch on the roof.  Scott said there was left over metal sheeting out there and that is what she was going to use.  Archibald said you are going to slide across the top and put that metal roofing right over it.  Scott said yes.  That is basically it.  If you want me to add another center support, with the metal roof, everything is set up to where it all catches the existing gutters, everything is there.  It is toughy, but it is the only way to save that building.  Chairman Ward asks for questions.  Scott said the whole thing could be lifted off in two pieces with a fork lift or a crane.  Archibald said the pitch is the only issue he can see with the project.  Scott said with the metal roof it shouldn’t matter.  Chairman Ward said we are trying to have people build according to the ordinance and pay attention to what is going on.  
Chairman Ward asks for a motion.  Chris Archibald moves to approve the roof on the Landry room at the campground.  Bret Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  Chairman Ward signs the plans.
4.  DAVID KUNZLER- QUESTIONS ABOUT HAROLD JENSON PROPERTY FOR SALE AT 155 N. 200 W.  
Bob Platt who is here with David Kunzler and brings the plat map to the Planners for the Kunzler purchase.  It turns out that Kunzler is actually looking to buy a water hook-up to the town water system.  Platt said it is an existing parcel, so it doesn’t need a lot split.  Kunzler said he won’t buy the lot if it isn’t recognized as a legal lot in Kanarraville.  There is an irrigation ditch and pipe that runs down to the fields.  There is an eight foot easement on both sides of that.  The agreement right now with Bud Jenson is to move this line this way to broaden the lot so he could have a more room to build.  Bob Platt said he hasn’t finished the survey, and if we have to move the line slightly to accommodate an irrigation line, we can make that happen.  It is .46 of an acre right now.  It is a legal size lot for Kanarraville.  Kunzler said the adjustment would be about 16 feet if they decide to do that.  He doesn’t want to buy a pipeline.  Jensen told Kunzler once you get approval for the water they can talk about adjusting the line.  Bret Allred asks what we are approving.  The clerk said he listed it as questions about the property on the agenda when it was really about approving a water hook-up.  David Kunzler agrees and said he is looking to buy a water hook-up, but he is not planning on building for five years or so.  But he would like to get the approval for the water then buy it when he builds.  The clerk states that if he does buy the lot, it would behoove him to buy the water hook-up as soon as possible.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the water hook-up for David Kunzler.  Bret Allred moves to approve a water hook-up for David Kunzler on Harold Jenson’s property.  Chris Archibald seconds the motion.  All are in favor.    The clerk reminds David Kunzler and Bob Platt about the Town Board meeting next week where the final approval will be given.
6.  SOLAR PANELS AT THE FULLMAN RESIDENCE AT 171 N. 200 W. 
The Fullmans are not present so the clerk takes over.  He states this is the second time solar panels have come up for approval before the Planners.  He shows Town Board the documents pertaining to the specifications and placement of the panels.  There are no questions or concerns.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the solar panels.  Chris Archibald moves to approve the solar panels for the Fullman residence.  Bret Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
7.  NEW BUSINESS.
There is no new business.
8.  ADJOURN.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to adjourn.  Bret Allred moves to adjourn the meeting.  Chris Archibald seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
