AGENDA, MINUTES, CONSENT AGENDA:  Mr. Timothy moved and Mr. Wheeler seconded to approve the 

agenda, the minutes of the regular meeting held Thursday, August 14, 2014, and the list of bills paid for the month of 

August 2014; voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

1.  Late Open Enrollment – Bruce Guymon noted Con Amore was full.  Mr. Thacker moved to approve the 

kindergarten student but not the pre-school at Con Amore, Mr. Harding seconded; passed unanimously. 

2.  Over Night or over 150 Mile Trips – Trips over 150 miles and overnight were reviewed.  Ken Lym reviewed a 

proposed trip for FFA.  Mr. Harding moved to approve as long as they took at charter bus and only students with 

a 2.5 GPA and no “F’s”, Mr. Thacker seconded, passed unanimously.  After review of the other requests, Mr. 

Harding moved to approve, Mr. Thacker seconded; passed unanimously. 

3.  Open Enrollment Policy 1st Reading – Bruce Guymon reviewed the requirements of state code and a proposed 

additional option for parents who work for the District.  Mr. Timothy moved to approved and Mr. Thacker 

seconded; motion passed unanimously. 

4.  Board Policy 2nd Reading – There being no changes to the policies, Mr. Thacker moved to approve, Mr. Harding 

seconded, motion passed unanimously. 

5.  UHS Beverage contract – After review, Mr. Harding moved to approve and Mr. Thacker seconded; motion 

passed unanimously. 

6.  Building Projects – Progress on Duchesne and Centennial Elementary Schools was proceeding well.
