 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held April 7, 2015 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Ted Mcaleer and Jeff Jones (from Summit County) Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Richard N. Butler, Joyce R. Housley, Kay H. Richins, Earleen Paskett, Pamela Robbins, Beverly Mair, Kitty Young, Robert P. Richins, Orlene Snyder, and Tyler Jensen (from Western Timber Frame).
Mayor Ovard called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and the opening prayer was given by Kay H. Richins.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Joyce R. Housley.
Minutes of the March 3, 2015 Council Meeting were reviewed and approved.  No corrections were suggested.  A motion was made by Richard N. Butler to accept the minutes of March 3, 2015 as read.  Brent G. Ovard seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Richard N. Butler, Kay H. Richins  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  Joyce R. Housley (she did not attend the meeting) ABSENT:  none
The next item on the Agenda was the repair of the sewer pump station near the river bridge on Center Street.  Mayor Ovard explained that Kory Richins has replaced the valve in the back flow at Kevin Well’s home.  He changed the pipe to 36 inches so that the valve would be more accessible if it needed to be changed in the future.  This repair had to be done because of the problem with the pump station which keeps shutting down and could cause the sewer to back up into the Well’s basement.  Mayor Ovard explained to the Council that he has sent flyers, and even gone house to house to let people know that baby wipes, commercial wipes and etc. cannot be flushed into the sewer system, but the problem still exists.  Mayor Ovard and Arlin Ovard have talked with Pump Repair Service and they felt that it would cost approximately $10,000 to fix the problem.  Brent G. Ovard, and Richard N. Butler will try to meet with Dub from Pump Repair and get a bid for this repair.  
The next item on the agenda was a discussion for a Ragnar like race planned by Kerry Dee Stephens and Justin Hemingway.  After researching the activity Kerry and Justin felt that the cost of insurance and other expenditures would be too high, so they have dropped their plans for this activity.
Mayor Ovard disclosed to the Council that the CDBG grant has been denied.  Mayor Ovard felt that the reason for the denial was that Henefer utility rates were too low and they felt that the rates should be raised.  In order to make the decision to raise rates a public hearing would have to be held and public input received.  No public hearing was scheduled. The Council did not discuss setting up a new category until they decide whether to adopt a new rate schedule. The Council felt that at this time some restrictions should be put on the water because of the drought conditions.  Earleen Paskett was asked to place a poster at the Post Office outlining the restrictions.  (1) Watering only between the hours of 6:00 AM and 10:00 AM – 6:00 PM and 10:00 PM  (2) Those with sprinkler systems are asked to water at night.  (3) No watering on Sundays.  Brent G. Ovard and Richard N. Butler will check with other towns around the state to see what they have in place for water rates and will report back to the Council.
The Henefer DUP attended the meeting to discuss the progress of the landscaping for the new park on Main Street.  Kory Richins has hauled in the gravel and leveled along the side and the back part of the building.  The gravel was not brought out to Main Street as everyone was worried that kids on ATV’s would think it was a driveway and would cause problems throwing gravel everywhere as they drove around the building.  That area will need to be sprayed with Roundup every year.  Kory Richins flattened and also sloped the topsoil that had been stacked to make a berm at the back of the property.  It will be covered with landscaping fabric and shrubs.  The representative from Western Timber Frame attended the meeting and explained to the Council the preparation work that would need to be done before the pergola was placed.  Mayor Ovard will arrange for Ernie Durrant Cement to pour a slab for placement of the pergola.  The people from Western Timber Frame will place the pergola and wire one post for electricity.  If the town would like more wiring they can extend what will already be done.  The pergola will be placed in about three (3) weeks.  The total cost for the pergola with power will be $11,347.10.  The town made a down payment of $7660.90 leaving a balance of $3,686.20.  Mayor Ovard told the DUP that everything needing to be done in the back should be done immediately because once the wagon wheel was completed it could not be driven over.  Orlene Snyder discussed the topics for the five monuments that will be placed around the wagon wheel.  The topics chosen were; Native Americans, Pioneer Campground and Trail, The Fort that once existed there and the Pony Express, and the three (3) churches that have been on the site.  The monuments and flag poles will be illuminated so power will have to be run to that area.  The Town of Henefer received a donation of $5,000 for the five (5) monuments, but the DUP expects the monuments to cost $7355.00 for the anodized aluminum.  The town will see if there is enough money to cover the over-run and if not that expense can be written into the new budget.  Mayor Ovard thanked the DUP for all of the work they have done for the new park.
The last item on the agenda was whether or not to bring in dumpsters for a town cleanup.  Mayor Ovard felt that there were too many problems with people who do not live in town bringing their garbage to put in the dumpsters.  There have been people from Morgan, Coalville, Croydon and even Ogden who have taken advantage of the town.  Mayor Ovard has spent a lot of time cleaning up around the dumpsters because if they are full people just stack trash around them.  The Mayor has looked at other options that might work to encourage town cleanup but could not come up with another plan.  He felt that the Dumpsters should be eliminated.  The Council felt that there should be some kind of an incentive to encourage the spring cleanup.  
Mayor Ovard explained to the Council that the State has taken away the alcohol tax and removed the high school graduation parties from the list of approved projects that the tax can be used for.  Even though the Mayor and Council feel that it is a worthy project the town will no longer be able to donate to the North Summit Graduation Party as the funding is no longer available.
Joyce R. Housley reported on the parks.  She told the Council that the Easter Egg Hunt was a great success.  She also explained that the Preator’s will not need Kory’s backhoe at John’s Park to place the new playground equipment they have donated.  That placement should be done sometime in May.
Kay H. Richins told the Council that there will be some roads that will be chipped this year.  They will also probably have to haul some rocks around the base of the river bridge on Center Street to keep it from scouring.  The road going to Thelma Steven’s house needs to be leveled.  Kay will contact Kory Richins, unless Travis Rowser takes care of it.  Kay H.  Richins also explained to the Council that the 4th of July entertainment he had arranged for has backed out, so he will try to get Charlie Jenkins.
Brent G. Ovard told that Council that the town should probably apply again next year for a CDBG grants and maybe also a CIB grant.  They will look into it again next year.  Councilman Ovard wondered if there was some kind of an event that could be done in conjunction with the 4th of July celebration for an ATV safety training.  The County will be giving away 100 free helmets at such an event, but no activity was discussed.
Brent G. Ovard explained to the Council that there was some fencing that needed to be done around the water tanks, also thistles that will need to be cut down.  Kory Richins will be tying in the shut-off valve for the water tank in Franklin’s Canyon.
The Council felt that the town needed to hire another person for part time summer help.  This person could help with work at the water tanks, perhaps mow Main Street, and help around the park whenever needed. The summer hire could also help to prepare the park for the 4th of July celebration. The position would require about 20 hours a week.  Earleen Paskett was asked to place an ad for this position.
Tyler Rowser does not want to run the concession stand this year so an ad will be posted to see if anyone is interested in taking over.
During the Public Comment time, Jeff Jones, the Economic Director for Summit County told the Council that on May 11th the County is offering an entrepreneur class and would like the Council to encourage anyone interested to attend.  The County will offer some incentives to new businesses that might want to start up in town.  Jeff Macleer from the Angel Accredited Investors would be willing to mentor anyone interested in new business.  Mayor Ovard thanked Jeff Jones and Ted Macleer for attending the meeting and their interest in the community.
Kay H. Richins made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Richard N. Butler seconded the motion.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
