BUDGET FOR 2015 to 2016 & BUDGET RESOLUTION 15-1:

ADJOURNMENT OF PUBLIC HEARING: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to adjourn the public hearing and enter into the regular meeting for the Town Council.; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. The public hearing was adjourned at 7:10 PM

REGULAR MEETING

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Dennis Long, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Burl Twitchell, Council Member Lenita Steinaker; Council Member Ruby Hoover, Town Clerk Lynette Asay.

GUESTS: Dave Hoover, Drew Housley

MINUTES: Council Member Greg Scott made motion to approve the May 14, 2015 minutes; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried. 

BILLS TO BE APPROVED: Council Member Greg Scott made motion to approve the warrant list dated 05/14/2015 – 06/11/2015; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 

TRANSACTION REGISTER: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made motion to approve the Transaction Register dated 05/14/2015 – 06/11/2015, seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 
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PLANNING & ZONING: The Planning & Zoning sent a letter to the Council in regards to taking ownership of the road Ashley Way. It is the recommendation of the Planning & Zoning that the Council not take ownership of the road. Council Member Lenita Steinaker says why take on something that doesn’t benefit the town but that we would have to keep up maintenance on. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to not take ownership of the road Ashley Way; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried.  The Building Inspector was requesting that the Town buy him a motel room and provide him money for meals for one night to try to catch up with people on a weekend. The Council discussed the purchasing of a motel room and meals. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to approve the purchasing of a motel stay of one night for the price limit of $63.00 and no money for meals; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker. Council Member Lenita Steinaker wanted to let the Planning & Zoning to know that the Council is more than willing to get with them and discuss any issues that they may have. 

EMPLOYEE RAISES: The Council discussed the possibility of giving a 3% pay raise to the employees at the tentative budget hearing. Mayor Dennis Long says that he believes that we need to have a public hearing for specifically pay roll raises before we can give raises to the employees. So it will need to be looked at again at a public hearing in July. Council Member Lenita Steinaker says that if that is the case then I believe the raise should be retroactive it should start on July 1st as approved. Council Member Lenita made a motion to approve the payroll raise of 3% and make it start on the 1st of July and not after the meeting in July; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

RETIREMENT ELECTION: The Town received notice from the Utah Retirement Systems that starting on July 1, 2015 the Town will have the opportunity to switch to the non contributory system instead of the contributory. The Town will have six months to decide what they want to do and will have to hold a public hearing if they are interested in switching to the other system. The Council discussed the item and they wanted the Clerk to find out more information and they want what is the best benefit to the employees. 

BUDGET 2015-2016 and BUDGET RESOLUTION 15-1: Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to approve the fiscal budget for the 2015-2016 year and the Resolution 15-1; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried.

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ELECTION JUDGES: Town Clerk Lynette Asay informed the Council that there will be an election this year for two Council seats. She is planning on doing a by mail election again. She wanted to inform the Council that she is also using the same election judges that she used during the last election. 

CLEAN UP: The Council discussed the possibility of cancelling the clean up as the room at the landfill is getting scarce. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to cancel this years clean up; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 

RYAN AND ROSEMARY WOOD UTILITY BILLING: Rosemary Wood had contacted the office looking to find a way to get their water turned back on. Ryan and Rosemary came in the year prior and wanted their water turned on and said that they would pay $100 that day and bring in $500 in a couple of days and they would sign up for auto withdrawal in the amount of $250 per month. Their water was at that time turned on. Since then they never paid the $500 and only one of the auto withdrawal payments were taken. The water meter was again turned off and locked. Now she wants to know if there is some way that they can have their water turned on if she will make two payments a month through auto withdrawal. The Council discussed the request. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to not accept the turning on of the water meter unless the bill is paid in full; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 

PAUL LITTLEFIELD UTILITY BILLING: Paul Littlefield had a leak which led to a billing of $647.17. He would like to see if the Council could write off the overage amount for the months that he didn’t even use the allotted amounts. The Council discussed the request. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to not write off the amounts and require full payment of the overage; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 

JED HARRIS COMPLAINT: A complaint was received from Jed Harris in regards to his neighbor at the East Ridge Estates Subdivision. The complaint is that the owners are living in the garage which is against Town Ordinances. They have not been given an occupancy permit and no inspections were done. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that she believes that he has a legitimate complaint and that maybe the Town should have the attorney draft a letter to the owners about the complaint to remedy the situation. Council Member Greg Scott said some action needs to be taken. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Drew Housley wanted to update the Council on the happenings of the Fire Department. There are approximately 15 people on the volunteer Fire Department and about 6 or 7 of those are active members that attend meetings. There has been no word from the Fire Chief in months and so Drew Housley has been the acting Fire Chief. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to appoint Drew Housley as the 
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new Fire Chief since he has been doing the job for months and no one has heard from the prior one; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 

RECYCLING PROGRAM DONATION: The recycling program has been cancelled for the time being due to a couple of the volunteers coming down with Q fever. It is suspected that the barn that was being used to store the recycled material was an old 
covered barn that use to house sheep. The bacteria were in the ground and the use of the building had stirred up the dirt.  The recycling program is looking for other remedies to house the materials. It is important to recycle materials and the citizens wanted the program to keep running. It also helps to save room at the landfill which is nearing its current capacity. They have put in a grant for funding of a building. The County Commissioners said that they would give them some property out by the County Road Shed to put the building on. They would like to ask the Town Council for a donation to help with the grant match costs if they get the grant. 

ROURISIM:  Brian Raymond wanted to invite the Town Council to a meeting on July 2nd from 10:30 AM to about 11:30 PM. There is also a paper in the Council packs that shows you how to look at the videos that explain the process of the branding and promoting of your community. 

CORRESPONDENCE: A request from the Manila High School Cheerleaders for the Town to put an ad on the sports calendar for the upcoming year. There are two prices either $75 or $100. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to deny the purchase of an ad in the Manila High School Sports Calendar; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 

ADJOURNMENT: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made motion to adjourn Town Council Meeting; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried. Town Council Meeting was adjourned at 8:40 P.M.
