Welcome, Roll Call, Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Wilson welcomed everyone and noted that all Council members were present except Councilor Condie who is excused.  Bronson Bass led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Presentations and Reports

a.
Lehi Employee of the Month: Kim Beck and Officer Brian Cullen
Jason Walker and Rick Howard presented Kim Beck with the Lehi Employee of the Month Award.  Jason Walker and Darren Paul presented Officer Brian Cullen with the Lehi Employee of the Month award.
b.
Local First Utah’s Independents Week Proclamation

Mayor Wilson reported that this proclamation encourages residents to support local businesses.

c.
Round-up Committee

Lisa Lewis, Chairman of the Round-up Committee, invited everyone to attend the upcoming Round-up Celebrations.

d.
Eagle Scout Awards

Mayor Wilson presented the Eagle Scout Awards.

Mayor Wilson reported that Wade Allred will give an update on the removal of stop signs on 2300 West.  

Wade Allred reported that they have removed the stop signs at 2300 West and 1775 North.  He gave a brief history of the intersection and stated that the stop signs should never been installed at that intersection as per the MUTCD guidelines.  He stated that the stop signs were removed after a traffic study was done and that he waited until school was out before removing them so the children can get used to the new traffic pattern.  He received a letter from Jason and Angie and used it as a format to answer their questions regarding school crossing guards, routes to walk to school, and following the MUTCD guidelines.  He reported that the current crossing guards will remain and that there will be permanent electronic signs to tell drivers what their speed is on that road.  He reported that the City has to follow the MUTCD guidelines.  Ryan Wood reported that the City has to follow those guidelines or it is open to liability.  Mr. Allred stated that there are multiple schools in town with similar intersections and road widths.  He reported that he has contacted an engineering firm to run counts and validate the traffic study that was done earlier to ensure the traffic numbers both with school in and out of session.  He stated that this road will continue to change and be evaluated.  Councilor Revill stated that his only concern is when a stop sign has been there for so long that gives a level of comfort.  He understands the concerns from the neighborhood and feels the change will take education on their part.  

3.
Citizen Input (for public comments on items not listed on the agenda)

Lisa Jones reported that she represents the neighborhoods affected by the stop sign.  She feels that they didn’t take into consideration the human element and that they worked hard to get the stop signs in when North Pointe Elementary went in.  She stated that they went to Channel 4 and got the stop signs put in.  They understand that 2300 West will get busier but she feels their children are in danger as there are bus stops for the junior and high school students and they have to cross 2300 West.  The stop signs have been there for six years.  She feels that the charter school will also increase traffic and wonders if the traffic study was done at all hours of the day.  She stated that traffic backups only happen when school begins and ends and that she has never had a traffic backup at the stop sign during normal school hours.  She reported that the MUTCD guidelines states that they also need to take into consideration the ages of children.  She stated that last August a neighborhood came in regarding soccer and she feels they will be taking that corner at a faster speed if the stop sign is taken out.  She stated that there is also a line of sight issue and she has seen kids almost hit because of the narrow road.  She feels that turning left will also be a problem.  She went onto mountianland.org and found out 2300 West will be a four lane road.  They want something to protect their children.  She understands that tests are done but the human aspect has to be taken into account.  

Amy Clifton stated that she is frustrating listening to Wade Allred and appreciates the information he has given them.  She stated that with the increase of traffic they see people speeding.  They appreciate the electronic signs, but people still speed and will go as fast as they possibly can.  There are 300 children in that area.  She wonders if they took into consideration 1200 feet going across that road and if parents take them to school, then that is more cars.  The third party did a good job of giving those facts.  It is the responsibility of the City Council to take into account the needs of the community.  The best people to talk to are the people in the area as they see the traffic.  She reported that a Willow Creek Junior High Administrator helps traffic at 300 North to help traffic go through and help kids cross the street.  She invited the City Council to be the crossing guard there to see the kids crossing and see what is going on and the dangers.  She wonders what happens when kids are going back and forth to Olympic Park when school is out.  What has to happen to have them heard and protect the children?  She urged them to consider the neighborhood and not a third party.

Angie Lovebridge reported that she wrote the letter.  She recognizes it is not where they need a four-way stop down the road, but questions if it is necessary at this moment.  It was news tonight that the crossing guard is staying at 1500 North as she was told he was moving to a new crossing guard position.  She feels it is a good thing if that stays and they need to be informed of the walking route.  The only other thing she is concerned about is she has watched crossing guards almost get hit as it is congested during school even with the four-way stop.  She worries that they will still be pretty compacted without the stop sign and wonders how the crossing guard will stop the traffic.  Another solution might be to have a crossing guard on both sides of the road for a time period.  She stated that she loves Mr. Allred and that she appreciates him.  

Dusty Hugh stated that she agrees and her back yard is 2300 West.  Her additional point is that there are six different times that kindergarten is going to that school and that the kindergartners start at 8 a.m.  Her pleading is to consider the kindergartners are there all the time and to please take them into consideration.

Mary Meacham stated that Mr. Allred stated within 15 years they might have to do something to improve the safety of the intersection.  She bets if they polled the residents, they would support putting their resources there now, or in the near future.  She stated that there is lots of foot traffic across the street when school is not in session.  She requested that if they are removing the stop signs, then put something in place now.  

Mayor Wilson reported that their thoughts and opinions will be considered.  He stated that they are looked at from all the angles and that they have rules and regulations to follow.  He thinks they can all do better with speeding.

Dave Sanderson reported that this is an adjustment to true up the books at the end of the year.  He stated that with the warm weather the Public Works Department was able to do more projects and he felt it was better to spend the money in resources.  Councilor Revill inquired if departments were going to be over budget then this balances it out.  Mr. Sanderson replied that is correct and that the State Auditor requires that each department be in budget.  He reported that he is making a cash infusion to the Garbage Fund to ensure it is positive until the new contract takes effect.

6. 
Citizen input for potential projects for the 2015 FY CDBG program.

Christie Hutchings stated that this is for next year’s projects and that Lehi has been allocated $25,000 more than last year.  She explained that there has to be a 30 day public hearing time to submit projects and after that time, she will present the projects for approval.

Councilor Revill asked Ms. Hutchings to explain the projects that the funds could go toward.  Ms. Hutchings replied that the projects are specifically for low income or disadvantaged.  They can be used for the Senior Center or for low income homes.  She stated that Lehi is an exception community and that they have 12 block groups in town that will qualify.  In the past the City has used the funds for infrastructure projects.  

Councilor Southwick inquired as to how the public submits projects.  Ms. Hutchings replied that they submit it in writing to her office.  Lorin Powell reported that they worked on downtown areas last year and would like to continue that project this next year.

Greg Roberts stated that he wants to build a home on this property.  Councilor Southwick inquired if he wants to build just one home.  Mr. Roberts replied yes.

Consideration of Resolution #2015-50, a resolution of intent to annex the Hans Follie Annexation, approximately 12.02 acres of property located at 2900 North 1200 West to a proposed TH-5 zoning.
Councilor Revill inquired as to what will happen to the Mike Miller home as it is very close to the street and doesn’t have curb, gutter and sidewalk.   He thought there had been drainage issues with this home.  Kim Struthers replied that is already in the City but is zoned TH-5.  He stated that Mr. Miller wasn’t required to dedicate road and widen it as he was an existing home.  He stated that eventually they would like to widen that road.  Lorin Powell stated that he has had a lot of discussion and solved the irrigation problem.  He stated that his home is very close to the road and they may be able to look at it again with this new development.  Mr. Struthers reported that he hasn’t seen any development proposals on this property.

Councilor Southwick moved to approve Resolution #2015-50, a resolution of intent to annex the Hans Follie Annexation, approximately 12.02 acres of property located at 2900 North 1200 West to a proposed TH-5 zoning.  Councilor Hancock seconded the motion.

Councilor Johnson seconded the motion.

Consideration of Resolution #2015-44 approving a Contract Extension with Landmark Design.
Jason Walker reported that the City worked with Landmark Design on the Parks Master Plan and that they did a great job being on time and on budget.  He felt their proposal was reasonable and is asking the City Council to extend their contract to design Peck Park and Forrest-Mellor Park.  Councilor Revill inquired if the grand total for the contract extension is $37,810.  Mr. Walker replied that is correct.  Councilor Johnson stated that he feels this is a good price.  Councilor Hancock inquired as to the time frame.  Mr. Walker replied that he not sure as it will depend on revisions.

Councilor Johnson moved to approve Resolution #2015-44 approving a Contract Extension with Landmark Design.  Councilor Southwick seconded the motion.

12. Consideration of Resolution #2015-43 appointing Board Members to the John Hutchings Museum Board of Trustees.

Mayor Wilson reported that this Resolution will appoint members to the John Hutchings Museum Board of Trustees.
The Board members and terms are as follows:

Ester Sumsion (heir), Robyn Stanley (heir), Daniela Larsen, and Don Southworth (Veteran) as Board Members which will begin immediately and will expire June 30, 2019.

Keith Rose (heir), Neldon Bullock, and Mike Southwick (City council) as Board Members beginning immediately and will expire June 30, 2017.

Councilor Southwick moved to approve Resolution #2015-43 appointing Board Members to the John Hutchings Museum Board of Trustees.  Councilor Hancock seconded the motion.

13. Consideration of Resolution #2015-46 supporting HB362 which authorizes 0.25% Local Option General Sales Tax dedicated to Transportation.
Jason Walker reported that this Resolution shows Lehi’s support for the bill and encourages the Utah County Commissioners to put it on the ballot this November.  The Utah League of Cities and Towns and other towns have rallied other cities to put it on the ballot to let the voters decide.  He stated that by passing this the City Council is saying they are in favor of it.  He estimates that this tax will help Lehi stay ahead of the cost to maintain roads.

Motion: 
Councilor Southwick moved to approve Resolution #2015-46 supporting HB362 which authorizes 0.25% Local Option General Sales Tax dedicated to Transportation.  Councilor Hancock seconded the motion.

Roll Call Vote:
Councilor Revill, Yes; Councilor Hancock, Yes; Councilor Southwick, Yes; and Councilor Johnson, Yes.  The motion passed unanimously.
14.
Consideration of adjourning into a Closed Executive Session to discuss the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual.

This item was heard during Pre-Council.
Councilor Johnson reported that he has received a couple of complaints regarding the brightness of the electronic sign in front of the Museum at night.  Erin Wells reported that she received complaints regarding the brightness of the Vets Ballpark electronic sign and dimmed that down, but she hadn’t heard of complaints regarding the Museum sign.  She stated that she will get the Museum sign dimmed also.  

Councilor Revill inquired if they had heard anything about American Fork Canyon preservation.  Mayor Wilson replied that Lehi has not been a part of that.  Councilor Revill stated that he is against the gondola on a personal level and that he would like to be involved with that.
