
  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, MAY 20, 2015
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 20th of May, 2015 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

1. Opening Remarks given by Becky Bastian. Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting called to order and roll call. Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting. He asked Aaron Richards to introduce himself to the council. Aaron represents the Sevier County Sheriff's Office and has been assigned to Central Valley. Aaron invited the council to contact him for dog and other violations. They will be working on enforcing the new seat belt law. 
2. Approval of minutes of previous meeting. The minutes of the April 15th Town Council meeting were presented for approval. All members had reviewed the minutes. Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes. The minutes were approved upon the motion of Becky Bastian and seconded by Bryan Brown. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

3. Comments from Residents. 
Wilma Ames asked about the handicapped accessibility for the playground, pavilion and park. She said that we need a cement walk way from the pavilion to the restrooms and that grass is not compliant. Becky Bastian stated that the chips on the playground were handicapped compliant because they pack down and allow wheel chair access. Mayor Peterson stated that the council would take the comments under advisement.
4. Discuss and Approve Brandon Gifford Eagle Scout Project.

Mayor Peterson said that Brandon is out of town today. He has talked with Charles Evans and Mayor Peterson about his proposed Eagle Project. He is proposing to install siding on the Meacham Springs well house. The well house is currently a wood structure with plywood siding. The town is willing to provide the materials. The scout council will need to approve the project. A middle school honors project has poured cement in front of the building. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the Brandon Gifford Eagle Scout Project. Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

5. Park update. Splash Pad. Discuss Splash Pad Rules and Regulations. Approve final payments. 

Becky Bastian reported that the weather has caused delays in getting the landscaping for the splash pad completed. The sprinkling system has been completed. Fill dirt is being brought in and the area is being leveled for the sod. The concrete curbs were poured today. The area will be ready for the sod in about a week. The sod will be $0.30 per square foot and we will need about 11,000 square feet. Becky has tried to get the inmate crew to help install the sod. They are not available in May or June. Becky will try to get some community involvement to help install the sod. The soffit and fascia has been installed on the building. Becky said she thought they were installing the roof as well. Becky reported that Rob Larsen had recommended that we stucco the building. Stucco is being installed on the building. Splash Zone will be here on May 26th to replace some buckets on the splash pad and finalize it. The sod will need about two weeks to get established. The splash pad opening is planned for mid to late June. Some of the trees at the playground were replaced. Becky is working with Sign Central to make a splash pad rules sign that will be placed on the building. Bryan Brown suggested a walk be added from the splash pad to the restrooms. The rules for the splash pad were discussed by the council. Mayor Peterson suggested that the splash pad needs to be closed prior to the rental time on Friday evenings. David Nielson suggested something be added about the parents being liable for their children's actions. David asked about how the splash pad use would be controlled on Sunday's. Becky reported that the controls are in the building. Becky reported that Monroe City's fund raising for their splash pad was going well. They expect their splash pad to be ready by July which will decrease the use at the Central splash pad. A splash pad is also being planned for Annabella. Bryan Brown made a motion to pay for the rest of the splash pad expenses as they are completed. Expenditures need to stay within our budget. Becky Bastian seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Mayor Peterson stated that we received an $8,000.00 donation for the splash pad from Garrett Ekker which completed our fund raising efforts. 

6. Update on Public Nuisance complaints near park.
Mayor Peterson reported that he and David Nielson had taken some pictures of the Foot property. He reported that the Foot's have made some efforts at cleaning up the front and north sides of their yard. Bryan has checked on the parking requirements in our ordinances. Some changes need to be made to make the requirements clear. Bryan stated that each residence should have two vehicle parking spaces within their yard. Trailers are not allowed in front of a dwelling. There are non-working vehicles. Mayor Peterson and David plan to meet with the county attorney regarding the complaint. They are working on a letter for the Foots. The complaint will be reviewed again in the next meeting. 

7. Land Use Ordinance Violation, West Center Street, discussion and resolution. 
Mayor Peterson reported that he had intended to call Luxury Homes regarding the status of Don Maxfield's loan application for a home on the property. Mayor Peterson stated that he will approach Don and let him know what our ordinance requirements are. A travel trailer may only be lived in for up to 30 days with a 30 extension if approved by the town council. (Land Use Ordinance 5-500). The Land Use Ordinance 6-500 states that a mobile home can be occupied as a residence for up to 90 days while a permanent structure is being completed. The complaint will be reviewed again in the next meeting. 

8. Street Planning and Improvement Project. Review and discuss results of study, consider future options. Approve Jones & DeMille Invoice. David Nielson
David reported that Jones and DeMille Engineering will provide an executive summary for our street improvements study that they are completing. They have studied the main routes in town. We need to make decisions on how to proceed and consider options for loans for a future road project. Kayde Roberts of Jones and DeMille reviewed the executive summary with the council. He reported that the Sevier River Road is in the best shape. The rest of our roads are long past just needing maintenance. They are 30-40 years old and need to be replaced. The summary reports how the roads were initially constructed with recycled material that is failing. Kayde stated that the current CIB application deadline is June 1st. A 3.5 million dollar project is being proposed that would reconstruct North Main and the Central Boulevard with some reconstruction on Center Street and paving of 400 North. Discussions on the best strategy for the application were presented. The town should be willing to provide some up front money and accept a 2.5% interest rate. Roosevelt was able to obtain a 90% grant recently. Another strategy may be to pay off our existing $20,000.00 road loan. Brian Barton has suggested not paying off the loan and using those funds to put towards the project to show the town's commitment. David would like the loan paid off. The old loan is 0% interest. David stated that the major part of the project needs to be financed through a grant to make the project feasible for the town. The project could also be separated into smaller parts. The town could not service a major loan. The new roads would need sealing and maintenance in two years. We also need to consider the maintenance needs of our side streets. The CIB typically gives larger grants with higher interest loans. Geogrid options were discussed to add strength to the road surface. 
Bryan Brown asked why we were considering paving 400 North. David reported that in our initial road project the road right of way had been widened to fix the ditch. The property owners had donated the property in anticipation of getting the road paved. David feels the town had promised that the road would be paved. North Main has the most traffic. Paving 400 North would reduce traffic volume for North Main. We would need to request a turn lane on Highway 118 for 400 North if the road is paved. Once we have the complete report we will look at the numbers and decide how much of a loan the town can take on. A public hearing is needed for the application to the CIB. The application for funds should be submitted to the CIB by June 1st. The CIB has provided funds for the planning process so they will be more committed to the project. David Nielson made a motion to submit the application for the project to the CIB by June 1st and set a public hearing for June 17, 2015 to accept comments on the application for funds. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
Jones and DeMille Engineering has submitted another invoice for the planning project. It is for $6,500.00 or 25% of the project. A total of 75% of the project is now completed. Bryan Brown made a motion to pay the $6,500.00 payment. Becky Bastian seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

9. Consider paying off existing CIB road loan. David Nielson 
This item was reviewed and discussed along with item 8. The proposal was tabled for now based on the recommendation by Jones and DeMille Engineering.
10. House Bill 362, Transportation Infrastructure Funding. Local Option Sales Tax. Adopt Resolution supporting the Local Option Sales Tax.

Mayor Peterson reported that the county has a Council of Governments meeting scheduled for May 28th at 7 p.m. to discuss the local option sales tax proposal. Mayor Ogden will also discuss a county wide recreational center/swimming pool proposal. The sales tax increase would need to be voted on in this years November election. A resolution has been prepared supporting the local option sales tax. Bryan Brown made a motion to adopt the resolution supporting the local option sales tax. Becky Bastian seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Becky Bastian stated that Sevier County is one of the toughest places to get a tax increase passed. David Nielson said that we will receive an additional $6,598.00 from the new gas tax passed by the legislature. We could potentially receive an additional $4,730.00 if the local option sales tax were implemented. Future total class C road receipts would be between $40,000.00 to $50,000.00 and would be available to pay for our loan payment for the proposed 3.5 million dollar road project.
11. Appoint and approve an Appeal Authority.

Mayor Peterson reported that we had discussed the need to appoint an appeal authority in our last meeting. John Hicks is willing to act as our appeal authority. David Nielson does not think the council should give up the appeal authority duties. Mayor Peterson explained a situation in Monroe regarding a mother-in-law trailer where a decision was appealed to the appeal authority. He explained the appeal process that the appeal authority must go through. He must make a decision based on what is in our current ordinance. Becky Bastian said the decision should not be left up to one person. David, Charles and Becky do not think the council should give up the appeal authority duties. Bryan Brown stated that we have never had an appeal but the planning commission has been considering a lot of new items recently. We may need an appeal authority for appeals to the town council. The town council could not be it's own appeal authority. John Hicks is the appeal authority for all the other municipalities in the county. John would receive compensation for his work. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the appointment of John Hicks as our appeal authority. There were no seconds to the motion. The motion died for lack of a second.
12. Adopt Electronic Meetings Ordinance.

Mayor Peterson explained the need for the electronic meeting ordinance. The planning commission has had some members that were unable to attend meetings but wanted to participate electronically. The planning commission has asked for the ability to have electronic meetings. There are requirements set by state code for electronic meetings. There must be an ordinance in place to conduct an electronic meeting. A quorum needs to be in attendance at the meeting site. All participants need to see or hear all discussions. The ordinance allows for participation thru speaker phone or computer program such as skype. The electronic meeting would need to be scheduled on the agenda in advance of the meeting. Mayor Peterson showed the council a speaker phone system that he would loan to the town to use for an electronic meeting. David Nielson made a motion to adopt the Electronic Meeting Ordinance number 2015-003 as discussed. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Town Clerk Allen Henningson will record and post the Electronic Meeting Ordinance number 2015-003.
13. Municipal Elections.

Allen Henningson explained that we have two council members that are up for election this year. David Nielson's and Becky Bastian's positions will be on the ballot this year. Candidates for the positions can file a declaration of candidacy form with the town clerk between June 1, 2015 and June 8, 2015. If we have five or more file for candidacy we would hold a primary election on August 11, 2015. If there are four or less filing we would have the election on November 3, 2015. If the county decided to proceed with the local option sales tax, it would need to be placed on the ballot as well.

14. Adopt Tentative Fiscal Year 2015/2016 Budget. Set Public Hearing to adopt final budget.

Allen Henningson reviewed the tentative budget with the council. The $302,000.00 general fund and $181,000 water department budgets are unchanged from the version discussed last month. Changes that may need to occur in the final budget include adjusting the current figures for the budgets to be carried over from the current year. The tentative budget show $100,000.00 for the general fund and $80,000.00 for the water department to be carried over. The actual figure for property tax (certified tax rate) will be determined the first part of June by the county clerk. We need to adopt the tentative budget in May with the final budget being adopted in our June meeting. We may also need to amend our current year budget in our June meeting. A public hearing needs to be set to accept comments on the final budget and amendments. David Nielson made a motion to adopt the tentative budget as reviewed and discussed. Also to set a public hearing for June 17, 2015 to accept comments on the final budget and possible amendment to the current year budget. Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
15. Approval of monthly expenditures. Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the April expenditures. David Nielson made a motion to approve the April expenditures as described. Charles Evans seconded it. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 
16. Council Members Reports.
David Nielson reported that the road in the cemetery has been damaged. He will have Scott Thomsen go and fix the road.

Bryan Brown reported that the planning commission is working on changes to the conditional use requirements and other changes to the land use ordinance. Mayor Peterson reported that Ryan Savage has the water source protection maps about completed.

Becky Bastion reported that the town cleanup was very successful. A lot of work was completed. We did not make a lot on our metal recycling bin. Someone removed some of the metal from the bin. The Fourth of July celebration is coming up. Brad Duffin has rented a water slide for the celebration. Becky will not be able to attend next months meeting. Several youth projects were completed at the snack shack.
Charles Evans reported that the water samples were good for the month. He fixed a water leak at Ron Kings.

Mayor Peterson reported that Robert Farnsworth had requested a list of the registered ditches in town. We do not have a list of registered ditches. Shelley provided a copy of section 1500 of the Land Use Ordinance that describes the requirements for water way preservation along with the penalty for violations and adoption date.
Mayor Peterson reminded the council that they were invited to the county Council of Governments meeting on Thursday, May 28, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. They will be discussing the local option sales tax.
Mayor Peterson said that a thank you card would be sent to Hawley Rock Products for the gravel that they donated to the cemetery. Two loads of gravel will be ordered to be stored at the maintenance yard. The cost will be split with the road and water departments.
17. Adjournment. Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn. David Nielson made a motion to adjourn, Charles Evans seconded it. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Becky Bastian voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The meeting was adjourned at 9:40 p.m.
