5.2 Discussion and Action: HOMESTEADS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT MODIFICATION FOR THE SHORES SUBDIVISION; NET FLOOR AREA – The Vineyard Town Council will discuss and possibly move to approve the proposed modification of Section 21, Paragraph 1 regarding the net floor area of the Homesteads Development Agreement exclusive to The Shores subdivision.


Background:  The Planning Commission recommended 3-0 approval of the proposed modification on November 3, 2010.  
The proposed modification would include the elimination of a minimum net floor area footprint requirement and set the net floor area of homes constructed at The Shores at not less than 1,500 square feet above grade, exclusive of open porches and garages.  The agreement currently requires a minimum net area footprint of not less than 1,800 square feet with a total net floor area of not less than 2,500 square feet above grade.

5.3 Discussion and Action: HOMESTEADS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT MODIFICATION FOR THE SHORES SUBDIVISION; EXTERIOR DWELLING DESIGN – The Vineyard Town Council will discuss and possibly move to approve the proposed modification of Exhibit I, Section II – Architectural Design Requirements regarding exterior dwelling design of the Homesteads Development Agreement exclusive to The Shores subdivision.


Background: The Planning Commission recommended 3-0 approval of the proposed modification on November 3, 2010.  
The proposed modification would expressly allow for limited repetition of the exterior of dwelling designs at The Shores by stating that exterior color schemes shall differ on directly adjacent lots.  The proposed modification would further provide that no dwelling constructed on a directly adjacent lot shall have the same exterior elevation.  The Architectural Design Requirements are intended to foster and promote good design that complements the project goals and overall goals of the Town’s General Plan and Land Use Ordinances.

5.4 Discussion and Action: HOMESTEADS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT MODIFICATION FOR THE SHORES SUBDIVISION; FRONT ELEVATION COVERAGE – The Vineyard Town Council will discuss and possibly move to approve the proposed modification of Exhibit I, Section II – Architectural Design Requirements regarding front elevation coverage of the Homesteads Development Agreement exclusive to The Shores Subdivision.


Background:  The Planning Commission recommended 3-0 approval of the proposed modification on November 3, 2010.  
The proposed modification would permit cultured and manufactured stone as well as brick and natural stone coverage in 40% of the front elevation.  The agreement currently requires that “[A] consistent level of detail and finish on all sides of buildings shall be provided.” The proposed modification would clarify that the current requirement was not intended to necessitate that the entire dwelling must meet the 40% front elevation brick and stone coverage requirement.
