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The Hyde Park City Planning Commission meeting began at 7:00 p.m. conducted by Chairman Mark Lynne.

Reed Elder made a motion to approve the Minutes, as is, from the Planning Commission meeting held June 3, 2015.  David Zook seconded the motion. Mark Lynne, David Zook, Reed Elder and Melinda Lee voted in favor.

CITY COUNCIL REPORT
Sharidean reported of meeting held June 24, 2015:
· Urban Deer Management – Three residents came.  Hyde Park needs to decide if they want to relocate the deer or kill harvest them.
· Approved Reed Elder’s final plat of Phase 3, Co-Ax Commercial development
· Discussed the boundary line adjustment between Hyde Park and North Logan
· Craig Wright, Logan City Transit District Board, explained new structure.  LCTD did away with bonuses.  Council questions that being a permanent change.

URBAN DEER MANAGEMENT 
Nolan Krebs, North Park Police Animal Control, cannot do anything regarding deer without an ordinance.  Reviewed North Logan’s ordinance. Commission wants to see the “Regulating Document” referred to in North Logan’s ordinance, approved by the Forest Service.  Reed said the State of Utah prefers “harvesting” over relocating deer.  Reed believes we need to add to the ordinance a penalty for releasing trapped deer.  Reed wants to add a fourth option of “harvesting” deer.  David is against killing of any kind.  He asked about other repellents such as odor or sound.

MODERATE INCOME HOUSING PLAN
Reviewed charts and graphs from Brian Carver of BRAG.  Is our data for Cache County or strictly Hyde Park?  We believe Hyde Park.  Reed said our only concern is the group below 80% of AMI (Area Median Income).  Right now, Hyde Park is in compliance because of PUDs, later maybe not.  Less expensive options include flag lots and smaller lots (both currently not allowed).
If the loan amount is $135,739 (80%), the home price can be up to $169,674.  (See “Summary of Affordability”)
Mark Lynne will create a first draft of a Moderate Incoming Housing Plan for Hyde Park City for our review next meeting. David said Richmond City’s looks good, fairly simple:  four goals, 1 ½ pages, a few charts and numbers.  Mark Lynne did not like Providence City’s.  Reed did not like Wellsville City’s.  

Sharidean noted we need a plan before a developer comes in and forces the issue.  Reed believes the developer would win because we have no allowance for apartments.  Sharidean and Mark Lynne prefer sporadic placement instead of one area of town.  We discussed the possibility of having PUDs (like the ones we have for senior citizens) for younger families.  Reed said they require HOA fees which younger people do not understand and cannot afford to, thus do not, pay.

SECONDARY WATER TRANSFER
Councilmember Bret Randall asked us to edit our Subdivision/Property Development ordinance to require extra water shares to be first offered to Hyde Park City.  Once enough shares are owned we can dig a well and provide secondary above the upper canal.  (Three sites above town look promising.)  One resident recently sold their water shares privately.  The city needs shares and is willing to pay market value.  

David Zook said developers in Nibley City must turn over (free) any shares above ¼ share per acre to the city.  Nibley City then transfers them into culinary water rights, selling water back to the residents.  Currently they own about 1/3 to ½ of each canal company.  Eventually they will own all canal companies.  David does not know if that is good or bad.
