PUBLIC HEARING BUDGET HEARING FISCAL YEAR 2015
                                                           MINUTES

The PUBLIC HEARING was called to order at 6:40 pm By Mayor Dan Spencer. Present were Mayor Dan Spencer, council members: Jarad Brinkerhoff, Paul Haynie, Deon Baird, and Karen Williams. The Mayor stated there was a quorum so the meeting could proceed.
First Item:  Repayment of intra fund money transfers from general fund to water fund
Balance owed from GTC general fund to water fund is approx $55,000.00. Review budget page 3:
1. We are taking $20,000.00 from water fund and giving it to the general fund to pay general fund for employee salary reimbursement. The concept on this transfer is that we should have been paying employees a percentage of their salaries from the water fund and we have only paid wages from the general fund.
General fund expenditures, 2nd to the last page of budget:
1. We are taking $20,000.00 from the GTC general fund and putting it into the Water Fund to pay back a portion of the accrued deficit. This $20,000 will reduce the $43000 that we owe by $20000. This deficit amount will be discussed and verified with Chad at Hinton Burdick, when he meets with clerk. 
2. Transfers are not physically necessary with bank but Journal entries are required.
3. Ellen will make these entries. We reduce the$43000. bal owed to water fund. Mayor stated this was a correct and legal practice.

Budget Review:
Karen stated that this years’ budget form is changed. There are new line item break outs. The line items for employees are different. Instead of all employee wages being under administration, the maintenance employee as well as the clerk and other employees are pulled out separately but the dollar amount is the same as if they were under old line.
Discussion on class C road fund;  for road repair and maintenance. All the money is from class C. We will move dollar amount up a line to construction line. The PTIF B&C road fund has $48,000.  The Mayor will decide how he wants to use this money and what projects he will pursue.
BERRYVILLE roads, SIDE WALK projects were discussed.  Jarad does not think the roads in Berryville should be a priority at this time. Projects using GRANT MONEY were discussed. Mayor Spencer is against using grants. Discussion followed.  The Mayor’s opinion was given about Grant money. Jarad Brinkerhoff would like to improve the road   in the Bill Cox neighborhood. We do not collect road fund money, the curve is bad, Jarad says there are some quit claim deed issues that need to be resolved. The  original requirements pertaining to the Bill Cox road are in the minutes. Dan will talk to Mr. Cox regarding the original responsibilities on both sides. Maybe some improvement can be done if all the issues are resolved.
No further review or discussion.
Jarad Brinkerhoff moved to ADOPT and ACCEPT the budget as AMMENDED
Seconded:  Karen Williams. Roll call vote: Jarad Brinkerhoff, aye, Deon Baird, aye, Paul Haynie, aye, Dan Spencer, aye, Karen Williams, aye.  
Budget for the Fiscal year 2015 PASSED  unanimously.
