Pledge of Allegiance
Review of County Bills with Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor.  Motion to approve bills by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was unanimous.
Discussion on State Institutional Trust Lands Grazing Program.   Present were Rodney Carter, Mark Winch and Dean Eyre.  Discussion with some Beaver County Cattleman and their strong concerns with their grazing rights and the permitting process with SITLA lands.   
Eagle Scout Projects.  Represented by Ruger Carter and Brody Polman.  Discussion around projects at the Children’s Justice Center.  Ruger’s project will be a landscape project for the facility.  Brody will be designing and placing signage in front of the Children’s Justice Center.  A motion to authorize funds for the improvement on the Children’s Justice Center by way of additional sprinklers and replacement parts Ruger may have to change.  Vote was made unanimous.
