The Board of County Commissioners met on June 1, 2015, 2015 10:00 a.m. for its regular Commission
Meeting.   Attending were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner; Tammy Pearson; Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant and Leo Kanell, Assistant County Attorney.

Pledge of Allegiance
Approval of previous minutes, by Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor.  With minor adjustments and edits, motion to authorize minutes made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was unanimous.
Review and Approval of County Bills, Debbie Smith, Deputy Clerk/Auditor present.  Motion to approve bills by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was unanimous.
 Review and consider the approval of lease agreement for the Beaver County Administrative services located in Milford.  Mr. Albrecht discussed the terms of the lease agreement with the Commission. Tabled for further ammending.
Consideration and approval of Ordinance 2015-07 an ordinance managing the use of artificial light (spotlighting) while night hunting.   With a few changes and edits, it was notated that an application is needed with this Ordinance.  A motion to approve Ordinance 2015-07 was made by Comm. Pearson,seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was unanimous.
Update on the School and Institutional Trust Land Administration (SITLA) Grazing Policy Change.  Comm. Pearson updated the Commission on the meeting she attended last Thursday.  Comm. Pearson shared the changes that were suggested from the Cattleman to SITLA during this meeting. 
Review application for funeral cost assistance for indigent burial.  Motion to authorize payment to Southern Utah Mortuary to pay for the cremation of Mr. Edward Gruber, as an indigent,  was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, vote was unanimous.
Review of Commission Calendar for June and the coming events.
Comm. Dalton discussed with commission the use of a water truck and a county employee for the use at the Fairground Arena.  The arena sprinklers are not working adequately on the arena.  It’s the consensus of the commission to utilize the water truck.  Mr. Mark Nelson and the Beaver County 4H would like to use of the tractor and Black Widow tractor.  It was also the consensus of the commission to authorize the use of this equipment for the 4H.
Review Improvements and Lease options for the Beaver County Auxiliary Services Building.   It was discussed that other businesses would like to use of an area of the Auxiliary Building.  The costs break down for improvements were discussed.   
Chad Booth and Steve Hugh with the County Seat, met with the commission to review the 2014-2015 season and discuss the upcoming 2015-2016 season.
