The Board of County Commissioners met on June 15, 2015 10:00 a.m. for its regular commission work meeting.  In attendance were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner Tammy Pearson; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant; Ginger McMullin Clerk/Auditor, Heidi Eyre, County Attorney’s Office.
Pledge of Allegiance
Review and Approve County Bill.  Motion to approve bills was made by Comm. Pearson, Comm. Whitney seconded and the vote was unanimous.
 Review proposal to hire a videographer for Crusher in the Tushar and other Economic Development Activities.  Mr. Scott Albrecht shared the benefits of a videographer to the County.  Mr. Albrecht has asked Shane Kerksiek for a bid for the use his services.  It was the consensus of the Commission that the County would benefit from this service.
Trout Unlimited, represented by Andy Rasmusse.   Mr. Rasmusse discussed the Public Land Renewable Energy Act before Congress with specific revenue for Counties to the Commission.  
Consider for approval Ordinance 2015-11, an ordinance on Council on Aging.  Jim & Carma Sly, Sharon Griffiths, council members, was present for the discussion on the ordinance.  Motion to approve Ordinance 2015-11 with minor adjustments with the term language, was made by Comm. Whitney, Comm. Pearson seconded the vote was unanimous.
Review of Resolution 2015-10 a resolution supporting the transfer of public lands to willing states and affirming the county’s rights of association.  The resolution was approved unanimous.
Mr. Kyle Blackner met with the Commission to discuss the hire of a new Building Department assistant.  Mr. Blackner presented Mr. Dallon Blackner(no relation) as the new Building Department assistant to the Commission for approval.  He will be starting June 25, 2015.
Review of Wildland Urban Interface Map.  The map was presented and discussed, to the Commission by Mr. Kyle Blackner of the County Building Department.
Mr. Kyle Blackner met with the commission for the consideration and approval of Ordinance 2015-10, an Ordinance amending and modifying sale of lots below minimum space requirements.  Motion to approve Ordinance 2015-10 was made by Comm. Pearson, Comm. Whitney seconded the vote was unanimous.
Thermal Road Culvert Crossing discussion with Road Supervisor Cory Beebe.  Mr. Cory Beebe met with the Commission to discuss the issues and concerns of the Thermal Road Culvert.   It was the consensus of the commission to hire an engineer to review the project and made reconmendations.

Review options for a County Grazing Policy.  The Commission discussed the importance of a County Grazing Policy to our heritage and having a grazing policy.  It was the consensus of the Commission to develop a policy to present at a later date.
Forest Service’s action to reduce grazing on Forest Service Lands.  Comm. Whitney discussed actions of the Forest Service and the grazing in Pine Creek.  Comm. Pearson has been asked to join the RAC board for the Forest Service.
Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor discussed a request for payment to Milford City for back pay of a phone line that was inadvertently billed to Milford City instead of Beaver County.  It was the consensus of the Commission that Milford City can deduct it from the Milford City police contract bill that is owed to the County. 
Consider for approval Ordinance 2015-09 and ordinance for the management of predators within Beaver County.  In attendance were Kevin Whicker, Beaver County Natural Resource Specialist, Cody Black, Beaver County Sheriff Department, Brandon White, DWR, Paul Washburn,  DWR, all contributed to the discussion of the appropriate changes within the Ordinance.   Item was tabled for further changes.
Consider for approval Ordinance 2015-08, an ordinance regarding marriage license and marriage designee.  This ordinance is in relation to SB 297 and the changes in legislation this past legislative session.  Motion to approve Ordinance 2015-08, vote was unanimous.
Discussion with Commission regarding an interlocal agreement between Beaver County and Milford City regarding equipment.   The Commission declined the agreement.
