The Milford City Council convened in Public Hearing session on Tuesday, June 16, 2015, in the Council Chambers, hearing commenced at 6:17 pm.

MILFORD CITY WATER SYSTEM MASTER PLAN 2015 PROJECT DESCRIPTION
Milford City has identified a need for a current evaluation of the existing culinary water system in order to identify existing shortfalls and to plan for future growth. The City has not had a Master Plan performed in the past 20 years, and does not have any planning documents on file for the water system. 

Although the City has experienced modest growth in recent years, the influx if industrial, mining, and energy projects in the vicinity of Milford presents the possibility of increased growth. In order to identify the capacity and limitations of the existing system, and plan for future growth, the City intends to develop a Culinary Water Master Plan.The Milford City Water System Master Plan 2015 will provide Milford City with a complete planning document, including an analysis of the existing system and a capital improvements plan for future system improvement projects. The Water System Master Plan will include the collection of the water system features with GPS map-grade equipment, and the development of maps, map books, and GIS files for the future use of Milford City. A Hydraulic Model will be developed based on the GIS data and other existing system documentation, and will also be provided to Milford City for their future use. A detailed 5 point analysis of the existing culinary water system will be performed, which will specifically evaluate Milford City’s source, water rights, treatment, storage, and distribution system. The water system’s demands will be projected over a 20 year study period to estimate the future demands and required improvements for the system. A Capital Improvements Plan, including a recommended improvement schedule and estimated costs, will be developed based on the findings of the system 

The costs associated with this project are as follows:
Funding Assistance $2,500; Water System Master Plan $38,000; and Water Management & Conservation Plan $2,000 Total $42,500. The proposed funding is simply 50/50, meaning that the City will pay $21,250 and the CIB will pay $21,250 in grant.

Application has been filed, scheduled to go before the funding board September 3, 2015.
