Meeting called to order at 7:28.  Bills were signed.  Minutes were read.  Todd made a motion to approve minutes as read. Marlow seconded the motion.  Minutes approved.

Karl said we have received $35,000.00 from Magnum for use of water.  He spoke with Magnum about the possibility of them using some of our water for this project and they would not commit to using more but said we may get another $35,000.00.  They are still working on storage for butane and propane but not at this time for natural gas.  He said they would like to meet with the town council and would be willing to take anyone who would like on a tour of their facility.  

It was discussed if the Magnum water could be used in the General Account for capital projects.  If a notice is placed in the water bill informing water users that this transfer would be taking place the money can be transferred.  

Nepotism Policy, GRAMA Policy and Conflict of Interest were discussed.  Copies were distributed of examples and will be discussed next meeting. 

The six county meeting is coming up on January 27, 2015.  What would the town like to list as community projects?  Post Office was suggested, improvements to the town hall, carpet, and other flooring, and storage for water department.

A job description needs to be put together for the Town Maintenance person.  The hours for the Town Maintenance person were discussed.  Annually 210 hours for Parks, 105 hours for Hall, 36 hours for cemetery, 41.5 hours for roads.  The Water department is separate from the Town Maintenance job.  Todd will be checking up on hours for the Water department.  The town maintenance person cannot do things that a licensed contractor needs to do like electrical and plumbing.  We need to hire out on those types of jobs.  

Matthew Kolste was able to attend at 8:33 and the keys to the fuel tanks were discussed.  He feels that Dave Frandsen needs a key to access fuel for the fire department.  A log for the fuel could be left in the back door of the fire house.  Karl needs to have a key as the Mayor.  They were concerned about too many keys going out.  Matthew wondered if we were going to put a chain link fence around the gas tanks.  

Departments:
Town Hall:  Marlow said when it rained water came into the basement even with the preventative measures taken with the down spout.  He will also get bids for the roofing project.  The swamp cooler was also discussed that it is leaking water and may cause problems with the foundation.  He is also concerned about the house on the corner of town as being a hazard.  Marlow wonders what can be done Todd suggested checking with the county to see who owns it. 

Water:  Karl was concerned that if we pay out the precision people that the fencing of the project will not get done.  Water Samples will be done in the spring.

Fire Department:  Matthew said his main concern is for the tanks in town for fuel for the fire trucks.  The credit application needs to be filled out.  Fence for the tanks need to be thought about until next month.  

Russ Finlinson came into the meeting at 9:06 p.m.

The Robert Wright family would like to have the bushes removed that are on the town side.  Perhaps they could be sprayed out or removed some way. 

Russ wanted to make sure that the problems with home on the corner of town are being addressed.  Marlow will look into who owns it currently.  

Matt made a motion to adjourn. Russell Seconded. Adjourned 9:19 p.m.
