Bills were approved and signed.

Meeting was called to order and began with Mr. Emery Polelonema.  
Marlow said he has received a bid from Jones & Demille for an analogy of the town hall. They estimate it will take 1 million dollars to bring the building back to its original state.  They also seem positive that six counties would grant us half of the money and give us a loan for the other half.  
Emery proposed that our first step would be to have the analogy done.  The cost is $7,000 but he is sure that $3,500 would be covered by six counties.  
Marlow has set up a second engineering firm to look at the building on March 20 at 10:00a.m.  Kelly Crane from Ensign Engineering will give us a second bid.  They just finished doing a similar analysis for the town of Hanksville.  Susie Hatch of Hanksville first went to the Historical Society for help and received $50,000 she also received $30,000 from another source and the CIB gave them a grant for $305,000.  
Mr. Emery said he would put the Town Hall renovation on their hit list, which needs to be done in order for any CIB funding.  We will receive a breakdown of upgrades and we will need to prioritize them.  Such as first - roof, second - kitchen, third - bathrooms, etc.  The analogy of the building will breakdown these costs and let us know if the building can support other additions to it or if we should abandon it and move to build a new structure for city offices.
The city of Piute ended up demolishing their town hall which Mr. Emery felt sure they would get in trouble with the Historical Society for but CIB granted them $850,000 to build a new town hall.  Savage Engineering took on this project.  They might be good to go to for a third bid.
A planning grand application must be in by June 1st if we want to be considered this year for money.  There is a 2 hour training scheduled for May 12th at 2:00 p.m. at the six county building on how to fill out a planning application.  Decisions will be made and money given in October and February.
A motion was made by Russ to use at least part of the Magnum money to pay for this survey.  Todd and Marlow seconded the motion.  Motion passes.

Amiee and Mike Ferrell talked to us about the internet service.  They wish to have a list of 20 people to start.  Then add another 20 and so forth.  There should be no overload on the system.  Marlow, Todd, Karl, Russ, Dave all wish to be on the list.  Aimee said she has about 4 or 5 others on the list now.  Others wish to be on it but must wait for frontier contracts to end.  

Minutes from last month were read by Marlow.

Departments

Town Hall:  Marlow said that Kay wished to quit the town unless given a raise.  Last week she decided she would stay, even if there were no raise.  It was proposed to increase her wage by 1) getting rid of summer help, and 2) using money from town hall rentals.  Russ is in favor of getting rid of summer help but wishes to use part of that money which we thought was $1,000.00 for prisoners to come and clean up cemetery and grounds for Leamarado Days.  Cost is $350.00 for a full day.  Marlow is against getting rid of summer help.  He will see who is available for this job.  Marlow proposed Kay not being in charge of the summer help since it is too stressful for her.  We will wait and see what she will do.  Her complaints are noted and no raise will be given at this time.
The weeds at the Wrights home will be ripped out and then the ground sprayed to keep them from growing back.  Call Blue Stakes first to make sure not lines go through this section.  Todd doesn’t believe any water lines are located there although he thinks it was once an irrigation ditch.  Russ seconded this proposal.

Water:  Well recharge renewal form has been mail to Todd he received it just today from Candice Katie.  We will now renew every 10 years.  It is a lot easier testing now. We were an experiment.  They liked what we do.  Our way will be adopted by them for future cities.  We still have Chloroform in our system, but the level we have has been approved as acceptable as long as we get no e-coli in the system.  We will flush our lines and then hook up to the springs.  We will test once a month for problems.  Project:  We will re-pipe to chlorinator and refurbish the chlorinator house.  It was suggested by Jones and Demille to have this done by a local contractor.  Two to Three bids will be needed:  Scott Johnson, Terry Messersmith, and Todd Tolley.

Roads & Cemetery:  Contacted railroad for permission to burn the weeds on south side of the tracks and from one end of the town to other.  Kay will be in charge.  We must have traffic control and use of the brush truck.  This will happen in the next week or so.
Russ told Marlow that Denise is still the owner of her home on the corner of town.

Fire Department:  Fire money has already been disbursed. Training is being done on Wednesdays.  This Saturday is the EMP Class for the General Public form 1-3 p.m.  Fuel is in tanks and locks are on, vents as well as hose.  Keys to vents will remain with the city.  Matt, Marlow, Kay and Dave will have a key to tanks.  Log book will be housed in a locked circuit box for use.

Russ made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Todd seconded.  The meeting closed at 9:15p.m.
