Meeting called to order at 7:29 p.m.  Bills were signed.  No Minutes read.  
Town Maintenance Job was discussed.  Marlow thinks that we should discuss this now so we can establish a job description.  Discussion about keeping track of hours.  There was also discussion of allowing Kay to keep the summer job hours instead of hiring some summer work.  Karl would like to have the town advertise for the summer job. They will put it out for applications and see if we have any response.  Marlow will post a notice.

Cemetery and Roads:  Russ says that Devin Finlinson will be working on the mapping and Kiosk for the cemetery in May.  April 15 Russ will attend the meeting with the DOT.  Fence along the main road by the cemetery was damaged by a sleepy driver who ran off the road.  Russ will check on that with the insurance company of the driver. They will also work on burning the borrow pits along roads.

Water:  Chlorinator and Air vent projects out for bid. Bid $37,508.88 Precision Pipeline, Marks Backhoe bid $36,741.87, and TNT General Contractors bid $58,800.00.  The Bid from Precision was withdrawn because of a busy schedule.  The PITF for the Water project says we have a balance of $33,344.56 on our loan.  The bids are higher than this amount.  They will have to look at what to do on the bids. We will need to do some more research on bids and amounts.  Three Samples are being done 1 at the chlorinator and 2 tests in town.  They are still working on checking the springs for bugs and debris.  They will keep working on cleaning them out.  The recharge permit has been sent to the state and should be approved in mid-April.   John Finlinson said we are collecting a large amount of water.  It is 245GPM today.  That is a big improvement.

Town Hall:  Brook Pace to contact the church about restoration help.  Andrea will work on donations.  Marlow will talk with engineer and state Historical party.  N. Jack Nielson, Don Neilsen, Dan Bradfield will work on getting the word out.  Matthew Kolste will write a grant bid for new park in Leamington as part of a Technical writing class at school.  How would we pay for a loan?  Is there any money to do that?  How would we maintain a new building?  There are 71 houses in town and it would be about $14,000.00 per household if we did this project at $1 million dollars.  They will need to discuss it further.  Easter Egg Hunts will be separate in the towns of Lynndyl and Leamington.  

Fire Department:  We had our first fire 3 weeks ago.  Wild fires are exploding – 36 so far already this season.  Landon Rowley is the new fire warden.  Papers were signed for the state and turned in.  Don Watts wondered about the meter by the fire house being moved onto the building.  Matthew Kolste said that he reported all of the meters that are not working in Leamington.

Lynndyl would like to combine efforts in animal control.  

Karl attended a meeting with Magnum Resources and they announced that they have sold their caverns near the power plants.  They will continue to look for caverns that they will hollow out.  They are talking more water in the future if they can find some good projects.  Karl talked to them about compressed air for electricity.  The power they are using to compress the air will be cheap.  The temperatures at 3,000 feet under the earth are around 200 (180) degrees.  He also attended the 6 county meeting and they would like to take over the Federal Lands in Utah.  They feel they would be able to manage the lands better than the Federal Government.  They would pay for it with the mineral taxes.  

Russ made a motion to adjourn.  Todd seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 9:02p.m.  
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
