Meeting called to order at 8:15 p.m.  Bills were signed.  Change in agenda – put fire dept. first so Dave could leave. 

         Fire Department –
	*Had fire on Sunday – control burn got out of control, jumped a fence and burned onto neighbor’s property. There was a problem with keys to the fuel tank that day.  There is a new rule in effect that makes this fire a paid fire by the federal government.  Rule state any fire in the county outside of our city limits are now paid fires, even on private property.  Dave wants to pay volunteer fighters $10.00/hour for hours spent on these paid fires.  Dave will keep track on hours and volunteers.  Dave has okay from the fire district to go ahead with this.  Dan has never been paid for fighting fires as volunteer for 23 years. 
	*Dave needs a new computer for fire dept. Their desk top will not turn on, the laptop is hopefully getting fixed.  All fire reporting is now done online.  He will need access to the internet.  Maybe we can get Fool Creek Wireless to help the town out with a wireless internet connection.
	*Dave is ordering steel for the tank.  We now have two video cameras for monitoring the fuel at the fire house, Todd may have a box that could be used to mount the cameras in.  Haven’t had any more fuel lost that Dave is aware of.  There was discussion on padlocks and key access.  Dan suggested using a changeable combination lock and change it periodically.
	*Dave left meeting at 8:27 p.m.  Dan left at same time.

 Minutes were read from May Town Council Meeting.  Russ made a motion to approve minutes as read.  Todd seconded the motion. Minutes were approved as read for the May Town Council Meeting.

4.  Amend 2015 Fiscal Year Budget:  
	*On licensing and permits we need to decrease to $1,000
	*General budget needs to be adjusted by $7,000.
	*Auditor suggested we move $10,000 from General Fund to Capital Projects Fund to come into compliance with State.
   
   Russ made a motion to approve the amended 2015 FY Budget. Todd seconded the motion.  The amended 2015 FY Budget has been approved.

5.  Approve 2016 Fiscal Year Budget:
	*Russ wondering about what part of budget can be used to replace town hall maintenance equipment.  It comes out of recreation under parks budget - leave as is.
	*Dan returned to the meeting at 8:42.
   
   Russ made motion to approve the 2016 budget.   Matt seconded the motion.  2016 FY Budget approved.

6.  Staffing:
   Summer Employees – Holli Flemming has expressed an interest in this position.  Sondra said she thinks the government would prefer we advertise this on the government site.  Karl stated we need to get it advertised properly on the Utah.gov site.  Marlow will advertise this job which consists of 20 hrs/month for 3 months and pays $7.25/hour for two people.
   Town Hall Maintenance – After the May town council meeting, Kay Shurtz gave her two week notice for the town hall maintenance position.  Marlow has advertised this position on the government website.  Jenny Flemming has expressed an interest in this position.  Marlow would like to interview Jenny for the position.  Russ would like to check with Gene Lovell as well.  Karl will talk with Gene to see if he has an interest.  Marlow would like to complete interviews in the next couple of days so we can get someone hired.  This job entails 35 hours/month paid $385/month.  Equipment to be used would be a riding lawn mower and a tractor.  They would clean and maintain the building, irrigate the grounds, mow the lawns.  Marlow and Russ will explain the job requirements to Jenny.
    Meter Reader – Scott Wilcken has informed Karl he will resign as the meter reader effective August 1, 2015.  Sondra presented the idea to roll this job into the water operator’s job.  Todd will talk to Kay Shurtz to see if she would take on this job along with the water operator job.  If not, it will need to be advertised on the Utah.gov website.

7.  Pelorus software for town:
	*Danette to arrange for demonstration with Pelorus.  Preferred time would be during the day on Monday or Wednesday – June 8, 10, 15 or 17.  Those interested in attending:  Karl Nielson, Danette Houston, Judi Plumb, and Russ Finlinson.

Town Council for July – Danette may be gone first two weeks of July, Russ will be gone June 21 to 28.  Danette will let town board know when she knows for sure if she will be here the first two weeks of July.

8.  Leamarado Day:
      * Donations – We need a letter requesting Rocky Mountain Power be a sponsor – Danette will write this up.  They will donate money with a letter request and if we will acknowledge their sponsorship, include a copy of the talent show with their letter.

      * Organization – Karl and Kathy Nielson will not be here for Leamarado Day.

9.  Election Filings – Deadline is June 8, 2015.  
	*Russ Finlinson has filed for 4 year Councilman term.  We have until Monday to get one more person to fill the vacancy that will be left by Todd Tolley. Some suggestions were made.  Todd Tolley said he would be willing to come back after he retires from his full-time job.
	*Matt will see if he can find the password for the town email account so we can use it.

Lynndyl Mayor, Andrew Dutson, talked to Karl about joining forces with Lynndyl for dog control.  Andrew suggested we provide two dog catchers if they provide the facility.  Matt would volunteer to be a dog catcher.  Matt is frustrated that it took six people getting bit by a certain dog before something was done about it.  We need to do something sooner to protect the citizens.  If we have a dog catcher we will need an ordinance.  Matt thinks dog catcher needs to pick up problem dogs not all dogs that are roaming.  Todd thinks it would be good to have dog catcher we can call for a problem dog.  Marlow would like to not have to get officials involved, would prefer to talk these issues out.  Karl doesn’t think we have a problem.  Sondra said the town has a dog ordinance already, it just has never been enforced.  Marlow asked Dan for his opinion.  Dan doesn’t want a dog catcher, thinks dog issues should be brought to the town council and taken care of on the first incidence.  Russ is in favor of a type of mediation. Russ thinks the problem is on the hill and those people should get together to resolve it.  Matt said the sheriff won’t come out unless it is the Mayor that calls it in.  People should talk to the neighbor/offender first and then go to a council member.  In the ordinance there is a kennel rule for how many dogs one person can have.  Somebody would have to manage the ordinance.  Karl will let Lynndyl know of our discussion.

10.  Departments:
        Roads/Cemetery –
	*Karl’s father commented that he has never seen the Leamington Cemetery look so good.  Russ said there is a lot more that could be done to make the cemetery look even better with the right equipment.  Karl commented on the Memorial Day program at the cemetery stating Russ did a fantastic job.

        Water –
         * Chlorinator Building upgrades – Will be rebuilt as soon as all the material shows up.  Todd said it will be done in June and will request it be done by June 22nd so all the bills can be paid in June.
         * Progress report on spring project – The fence will be moved by Todd and Fool Creek residents.  It will be volunteer work and will not be part of the springs project.
	*Denise McCoy has found out she still owns her home here and wanted to know how much it would cost to turn utilities back on.  Judi told her it would be about $500.  The town will not forgive the debt she owes to the town.  Dan said there is a standing order for the fire department to not enter that house if there is a fire there because of the potential health hazard.
	*Joe Pruitt is redoing his sprinkler system and has requested to have his meter replaced.  The cost will run around $1500.  Todd will order the parts.

        Town Hall/Parks/Planning and Zoning –
          * Discussion of town hall renovation -  
               Results of town meeting – decided to go ahead and fix the problem part of the roof.  The town will wait to see if FEMA will donate some funds to help with the project.  An account has been set up at Zions Bank to collect funds for this project.  To date $1,000 has been donated.  Consensus at the town meeting seemed to Marlow to be that we would pursue restoring the building.  Not all are in favor of this.  Marlow has contacted several roofing contractors to get three bids for the roof project.  Marlow said Andrea Nielson suggested setting up a Facebook page to raise funds for building restoration.  Marlow set up a Facebook page and is keeping it updated, the page has a couple hundred friends.  We don’t have the money to cover a loan for even half of the cost.  We would need a very large loan to be able to do this.  Matt wasn’t at the meeting, he asked if there are other options?  Only other option is to continue as we have.  Todd said every year we wait, it will cost 6% more with each additional year.  Todd is waiting for a bid on a 60 X 40 building that would meet code.  It was suggested at the town meeting that we could sell the property next door to raise money for a new building.

         Fire Department –
	*Matt - Bushes by Wright’s house that were torn out are growing back, they need to be sprayed.  Matt and Marlow will take care of it.  Dan might still have some spray that kills that type of vine.
