Commissioner Chair, Rick Blackwell, opened the County Commission meeting. Commissioner Blackwell offered an opening prayer, followed by the pledge of allegiance.
Travis Kennedy with the Road Department requested hiring some part time help to operate equipment.  The person would work 3 days a week.  He wants the commission to consider it.  The commission agreed.  Kali will post a job opening for a part time helper.  Kali and Travis will get a job description together.  It will be an hourly rate of $11 or $12
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to hire a part-time county road employee that would work up to 29 hours a week with a starting wage of $12.00.  The end date would be the first of October.   Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion
UNANIMOUS MOTION


CAT lease agreement-  The Commission is discussing the lease agreement and the option of buying the grader instead of leasing.  Travis voiced the concern that if they do buy after five years he strongly suggests trading it off anyway.  Commissioner Blackwell would prefer going with the lease for three years.  Commissioner Bushman suggests calling Don Smith at CAT and discussing the options and prices with him further.  Travis said the walk and roller will hook to a different grader.  Travis will call him and schedule a conference call with him at 1:00 today during commission.  Travis asked about the forest service road agreement. 
Maintenance Road Agreement between Piute County and the Forest Service was discussed with the commission and Travis.  Valley roads would be B roads.  Forest service roads would be C roads.  Travis informed the commission that they would need a contract with forest service before doing any work or the County will not get reimbursed the money.  Commissioner Talbot said the permittee usually calls the forest service and then if they can’t do it they will contract it out.  Commissioner Talbot asked about the road crew filling in pot holes.  Travis said it is on their agenda.  Kali pulled the 2014 agreement to compare numbers.  On the agreement we need to change the Commissioner chair and insert Kali’s name instead of Valeen.  Travis will be questioning some of the roads left out.  He will then coordinate with Kali.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to approve the Cooperative Road Agreement between Piute County and the Forest Service agreement with the modifications of Kali as administrative contact and Commissioner Blackwell as the chair with the dollar amount the same.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Kristi presented her report to the commission.  She informed them that she received a recall on one of the ambulances.  She got that taken care of.  Kristi also went to a director’s conference. She mentioned that SB 172, concerning Medicaid, went into effect with a base rate of $696.00 for an ambulance transport will now be charged to Medicaid.  The entire state has to pay an assessment every quarter.  The state will bill for every transport.  If 5.8% of runs are Medicaid we will make money.  Out of 100 runs last year 28 were Medicaid.  Piute County’s first assessment will be due in October. It will be about $31 per run.  We will get our first reimbursement in July.  We need to make sure our licensure containing agreements with bordering counties is up to date.  Kristi commented on how Piute County has a good relationship between Sevier and Garfield.  Kristi has also been in contact with Don Morelli who is on the competitive grant committee.  Piute County’s per capita is $4600. Last year we received less than $2000.  He is purposing to take away competitive grants on June 10th.  He wants to double our per capita.  We would have to spend our per capita every year, cannot carry over to next year.  
Jeff Knowles was present.  He told the commission that the brochure that was paid for by economic development, are almost out.  He presented the commission a bid from Paradise Press. They would like to obtain some more.  
Commissioner Bushman would like to figure out what the steps are to raise our TRT tax.  We are currently at 8.9%.  All surrounding Chambers are for raising the tax. Commissioner Bushman wants to max out our TRT tax.  Kali will be research the steps to do this.  Jeff Knowles also informed the commission that he is the new Republican county chair.
The County Seat- Chad Booth  was not present
Marysvale Canyon Homeowners Association with Ken Castles was discussed.  He is still having issues with the subdivision and the river guy Don Faulkenberg.  Don is now launching off property to the south of the bridge with the ATV repair shop.  The County issued the ATV repair business a business license.  There is a covenant that precludes commercial use.  However, if it is within the county zone we have to give a business license.  Attorney Burns said yes, it is zoned commercial, but if it is in a homeowners association they would have to enforce the rules.  Sheriff Gleave says whether he is loading from the right or left doesn’t matter, he has been told not to do it.  
Kendall Allan with the GIS Program presented to the commission his idea on map stories.  He would like to put in some time to create some map stories on the website.  He would need some assistance possibly from the interns.  Local businesses could put data on website.  This could be part of the bear surveys the interns are participating in.  Shane Millett said they would have to prioritize what is most important. Kendall would like to have a business side and trail side.  He would also like to put parcels on the website.
He also presented the idea of Frisbee golf in the County.  The main issue would be the land.  Businesses would donate the cage at the hole.  This would be free marketing for them.  He has considered two places.  One would be along the west side of the reservoir.  Another place would be up city creek or bullion.  Commissioner Bushman had a conversation with Bob Stager on this topic and he thinks we would have to have an EA.  Kendall explained what disc Frisbee is.  He doesn’t know how to continue from here.  Commissioner Bushman will continue pursuing this.
Kendall also said the Scanner- Plotter opportunity was missed.  He thinks a plotter would benefit us.  Kendall got a quote for a stand-alone scanner which would be $3895,  $9000 to get combo, with a  trade in value of $3000. The commission suggested putting this in the budget for next year in Capital plan.  
MOTION:	Commissioner Daring Bushman made the motion to approve the 2016 State Court Contract.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Kali was told by our auditors Kimball and Roberts to discuss outstanding Loan Balances.  They come to a total of a little over $12000.  The auditors would like the commission to clean this up.  They need to make a decision on whether to pursue collecting from the individuals or writing the amount off.  No payments have been made for several years.  Commissioner Darin Bushman suggested that the County Attorney send a letter to the individuals first, to collect some of the funds.  Scott will handle this.  Kali will get a copy of amounts to Scott.
Conference call with Don Smith regarding the option concerning the CAT grader. Leasing versus Buying.   The commission asked Don if we bought it what would it cost, and what it is  going to be worth five years from now.  Don thinks ownership is the cheaper way to go.  They also asked him what the purchase price is and what the financing options are.  Don will look into this and get the finance position.  Governmental agencies have certain places that can be financed.   The total cost, if the county went with the buy option, would be $280,850.00.   Usually you can finance five to six years.  Don Smith will submit the financing to CAT on ownership.  Purchase option is the lowest cost according to Don.  He did discuss taking our John Deere grader on trade.    With a lease he can’t take in a trade, but is willing to buy it direct.  He evaluated one in September and it had a trade in value of $145,000 for.  Warranty on the lease was included for three year full machine warranty.
Transfer of Public Lands Support Resolution was discussed.  Commissioner Bushman read the resolution on record, and a copy will be attached to these minutes.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to approve the Transfer of Public Lands Resolution for Piute County.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion
UNANIMOUS MOTION
County Resource management plan-Draft was due by the first of June.  Commissioner Darin Bushman wrote a letter saying we didn’t have a planning commission and so Piute County would not be submitting one and please advise.  House bill 323 was passed in legislature.  Logging, grazing, mineral, and water are all included along with several other points.  All of the federal agencies have a requirement that they have to comply with local plans.  Kane and Garfield Counties created county resource plans in place for certain topics.  It was mentioned to Commissioner Bushman to go hire Zions Public Policy to help Piute County do this.  Commissioner Bushman says this would be an outrageous amount.  County Attorney Scott Burns would like to get a copy of surrounding counties plans.  He will check into this.  Energy, air, and water all need to be considerations.  Scott recommends waiting until next meeting to see what UAC does with Mark Wards solution and Scott will report back.

MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to hire the top three applicants for the Summer Internship.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion.

Amended motion to add buying two lap tops and camera.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman amended the motion to hire the top three applicants for the Summer Internship, by also adding to buy two laptops and one camera for their use.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion.

Commissioner Bushman will apply for the bear money and submit that application.
Commissioner Bushman felt like the offer on the saw mill equipment was pretty low.  He is still talking to the school district to possibly give the equipment there instead.  The commission agreed to check with the school before selling anything.

MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to hire a part-time deputy for 20 hours a week at $14.00 an hour, making a budget adjustment if needed.  The job will have a review in 6 months with an annualized renewal.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion.

MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to adjourn to an executive meeting to discuss personnel issues.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion.
