5. Call to Order - The regularly scheduled meeting of the Monticello City Council was called to Order by Mayor Tim Young, at 7:12 p.m. The following persons were present for all, or portions of the meeting.

6. Invocation/Opening Remarks - Mayor Tim Young invited anyone in the audience or the governing body to offer a prayer or opening remarks.  A prayer was given by Mayor Tim Young. 

7. Minutes Review/Approval - The minutes were mailed with the agendas. 


MOTION was made by Councilman Rick Clark to approve the minutes of the Monticello City Council meeting held on June 9, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Councilman George Rice and passed unanimously.  

8. Public Comment





Tom Wigginton discussed the advertising rack for the Welcome Center. He was concerned that there would not be a section for free advertising and that all business should have an opportunity to be represented by the Welcome Center that is paid for by tax money.  He also thinks one year is too long for a contract and may not give ample opportunity for business to do some special advertising. Visitor Center Manager Dorothy Pipkin-Padilla said the free bulletin board will still be available and that those interested in advertising on the protected bulletin board will have the option of a one-year plan or a prorated plan for a shorter duration. Councilman George Rice asked if the Welcome Center really needs the revenue from the bulletin board or if this is something the City could offer to help support the businesses. Manager Bailey said this is a trial to learn how many businesses are interested in the dedicated space and if space is offered for free, the whole wall would be needed for advertising. 


Chris Baird was concerned that a lot of children have been running around on motorcycles, long boards, and 4-wheelers without helmets and no safety precautions. There was discussion about the long boarders wearing black clothes and not paying attention. Mayor Young asked for a notice or statement from the Police Department to be released. 


9. Payment of Bills - Questions and answers were directed to the following bills:




There was discussion about Main Street lighting, vehicle gas purchases, and River Canyon Wireless.

10. Consider Amendments to Public Health & Safety Ordinance

Chief Adair said there is not currently an ordinance on file to prevent someone from filling up someone else’s dumpster. 

MOTION was made by Councilman George Rice to adopt amendments to the Public Health and Safety Ordinance as presented. The motion was seconded by Councilman Rick Clark and opened for discussion.

11. Police Department Report



Police Chief Kent Adair provided copies of a report for the City Council to review. Theft is down since the last report. Councilman Wells asked if there is a way to get a report monthly that shows a breakdown of the officers involved. Chief Adair said he reports to the Mayor on a monthly basis. Mayor Young said it would be advantageous to schedule a work meeting to discuss reporting expectations. Councilman Wells said the report breakdown could help inform the public. Councilman Clark said he agreed that a work meeting would be the place to decide on different reporting. Manager Bailey said the decision for reporting needs to be decided in a Council meeting where it can be voted on of necessary. Manager Bailey said he just wants the new administration ordinance, job, lines of communications, and duties to be clear. 

Chief Adair said there are some serious IT issues which need to be resolved. Mayor Young directed Manager Bailey to try to find a local IT professional to help get things fixed. Manager Bailey agreed that someone local would be beneficial. He would like to submit a request for proposal. Councilman Clark suggested Mike Thomason. Councilman Wells suggested Travis Sonderegger. 

12. Consider Business License for 97 W Center

This address is located on Center Street. Jennifer Redd discussed the types of patients who would be admitted. The maximum capacity would be about four residents with around the clock staff. The department of physical disabilities will be over seeing the facility. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Monte Wells to approve the business license for 97 W Center pending all necessary inspections. The motion was seconded by Councilman Rick Clark and opened for discussion.
