1. OPENING REMARKS were offered by Councilmember Barnett.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was led by Councilmember Christensen.

3. ROLL CALL was answered by Mayor Dave Ogden, Councilmembers Kevin Arrington, Richard Barnett, Bryan Burrows, Kathy Christensen, City Manager Matthew Creamer, City Finance Director Mike Langston and City Recorder Michele Jolley.  Mayor Ogden excused Councilmember Connie Nielson.

4. MINUTES APPROVED.  7:18:26 PM The Council reviewed the minutes of the meeting held April 14, 2015.  Because the Council had not received their packets, Councilmember Barnett moved to table the matter until the Council was able to review the minutes.  Councilmember Burrows moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye.
5. PUBLIC HEARING - CURTIS ANNEXATION. 7:18:53 PM  At 7:18 p.m., Mayor Ogden opened a public hearing to receive comments on a proposed annexation for property located at approximately 1450 S Hwy 118 owned by D. Curtis Enterprises, Ltd.  Hearing no comments, Mayor Ogden closed the hearing at 7:20 p.m. 7:20:24 PM
6. CONTRACT FOR MAINTENANCE OF CITY-WIDE FIRE EXTINGUISHERS TABLED. 7:20:30 PM  Mayor Ogden stated that it was thought that this was a 3-year agreement, but after some research he found that the agreement is for 5 years so there is no need to discuss an extension at this time.  
7. IMPROVEMENTS PAYBACK AGREEMENT APPROVED.  The Council reviewed a payback agreement with Richfield Development Group, LLC.  7:20:48 PM Mr. Creamer explained that this agreement is for some of the improvements made by Tractor Supply to 100 East and the sewer line.  Further, if the property across the street develops within the next 10 years, they will be required to reimburse Tractor Supply for some of the costs of the road and the sewer line.  The City Attorney has worked rather long and hard Tractor Supply’s attorneys and he felt that it is appropriate now to be adopted.  
Councilmember Burrows asked what is going to happen with the road just to the north of Tractor Supply to Larsen’s Ace Hardware.  7:22:28 PM  Mr. Creamer stated that he has talked with Larsens and they have an agreement with the City that they will make that improvement.  They would like the Council to consider an alternative.  They are prepared to put in the curb, gutter, sidewalk and road in the area where there is not any, but they do not want to tear out their entire parking lot and put in new curb and gutter.  

Mayor Ogden was concerned about the drainage.  Mr. Creamer stated that Tractor Supply had to change some of the drainage ditches on their own property to get the drainage to the east side of the property.  7:24:29 PM  
Councilmember Christensen moved to approve the Improvements Payback agreement with Richfield Development Company.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 
8. ORDINANCE 2015-3 TO ALLOW BEE KEEPING APPROVED.  Mayor Ogden stated that the Council has already discussed this and a public hearing was held.  Councilmember Burrows moved to adopt Ordinance 2015-3 to allow the keeping of bees in residential zones.  Councilmember Christensen moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.   
9. AGREEMENT WITH THE RIGHT OF WAY GROUP, LLC, APPROVED.  7:26:46 PM  Mr. Creamer explained that the City is in the process of beginning the second phase of the100 East improvement project.  Construction will either happen this fall or early next spring.  UDOT is requiring that the City get a temporary construction easement on some of the properties because we are not just going on the properties to make the improvements.  We are actually changing the property due to the height of sidewalk, etc. so that we have to slope the property to make it fit.  UDOT is requiring us to hire an authorized agent from their list to work with the 6 property owners that will be affected.  7:29:20 PM  The Right of Way Group will be responsible for completing an administrative compensation estimate for each property so that the property owners will know what will happen in the process.  The other 19 properties will only be required to have a right to enter and construct, but they will not have any compensation associated with them.  Mr. Creamer noted that all four of the consultants listed on UDOT’s list were contacted and gave us a bid.  The bid from The Right of Way Group was the most reasonable as well as available to do the project immediately.  7:30:07 PM 
Councilmember Barnett moved to approve the agreement with The Right of Way Group for right of way worked needed for the 100 East project.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 
OTHER BUSINESS.  7:30:29 PM  Councilmember Barnett mentioned that he received a call about the flowers on his wife’s grave and he indicated that the flowers had been there for about a month now.  There was some discussion about how long the flowers stay on the graves and who removes.  It was thought that there was something in our cemetery policies about this.  7:33:26 PM  Councilmember Burrows stated that the ATF is requiring the City to have a fireworks vault.  EC Source has a vault and they would like to negotiate something with the City such as maybe reducing their rent payment by the price of the vault.  Councilmember Burrows wondered if would be okay to do it this way or if it would be better for the City to just pay EC Source for the vault.  Mr. Creamer did not see it would be a problem to negotiate something.  7:38:48 PM
Councilmember Burrows has gotten a committee together of mostly employees to review the cemetery policies and procedures.  He just wants to review what we have and make sure we are meeting the needs.  7:39:51 PM  

Councilmember Arrington reported that the electronic sign at the City Park is down again.  It only stays up for a few hours at a time.  The only solution the company can come up with is to replace all of the computer hardware in the sign which is quite expensive.  He is going to get a bid from the company for that.  7:41:18 PM  

Councilmember Arrington reported that KJAZZ Radio will be at the golf course in a couple of weeks to do their Tony and Jake Radio Show.  This will be a great opportunity to promote the course.  7:41:52 PM
Next Wednesday, the Fourth of July theme winner will be on the radio with Councilmember Arrington to announce the theme for this year.  

Councilmember Christensen stated that she had a tree committee meeting with the forester and he told them that one of the trees in our City won an award for being the best Ash tree in the whole State.  It is located on 380 East 200 South.  

Councilmember Christensen reported that she has had a few people comment that they have never seen the golf course look as nice as it does this year.  She wanted to let the staff know this.

Mr. Creamer stated that we are going to have an Arbor Day program toward the end of May as part of our commitment to Tree City USA.  We are going to plant a few trees at the cemetery as part of that celebration.

May 18 thru June 1 the City will we be hosting a City-wide cleanup.  In the water and the paper will be an article and advertisement encouraging people to get out and clean up their yards and challenging volunteer and church groups to find someone that needs help and help them.  White’s Sanitation is going to provide 4 large dumpsters that we are going to place around town for people to take items that they could not get rid such as larger unbundled limbs.
