
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JULY 06, 2015 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, Mike Casper with Public Works, Library Director Daniel Mauchley, and Commissioner Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Introduction To Library Director Daniel Mauchley

Director Mauchley stated that he moved here from Ogden and is married with a four month old daughter.  Both sides of the family are from the Ogden/Layton area.  Everyone has been extremely nice since they moved here.  All commissioners welcomed Director Mauchley.  
Public Works/Landfill Update
Mr. Casper stated that the Road Department is working at the Event Center and will be there all month.  Director Murphy presented a contract with the Forest Service for work on the Moon Lake Road and stated that they will do the graveling and rotomilling. 
Director Murphy reported that there is a Landfill meeting on August 20, 2015 at 12:00 p.m.

Consideration Of A Cooperative Agreement For Weed Control With Utah Department Of Transportation FY 2016

Weed Department Supervisor Ron Johnson joined the meeting at 9:33 A.M…
Supervisor Johnson stated that he is fine with the contract.  It’s the same as it has been the last few years and so is the amount of seven thousand dollars ($7,000).  He is concerned with the liability and stated that if they have to have a pilot car when they are spraying state roads, it’s not feasible.  Attorney Allred stated that the liability is covered under UCIP.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve the Cooperative Agreement with UDOT for weed control.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Authorizing Carbon County To Acquire Ownership Of A Parcel Of Land In Nine Mile Canyon, Within Duchesne County, For Construction Of A Road Maintenance Shed
County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 9:48 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that EnerVest is providing a 1.5 acre parcel of property for the shed.  The minor subdivision was approved by the Duchesne County Planning Commission on June 4, 2015.  Chairman Winterton stated that he is fine with this as long as there is an MOU establishing the joint use.  Commissioner Todd motioned that the Commission authorize the sale of land in Duchesne County to Carbon County for a road maintenance shed, with the understanding that an agreement will be developed establishing joint use of the facility by both counties.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Chairman Winterton excused himself at 10:03 A.M…

Discussion Of Property Taxes

Deputy Assessor Brandi Moon joined the meeting at 10:04 A.M…
Deputy Assessor Moon stated that personnel property forms are to be returned by May 15th each year.  If we don’t get a response, we do an estimate.  We haven’t received an itemized statement from Tim Ahrend yet so she did an estimate and $153.09 is what he owes; $25 is the penalty and $1.23 is interest.  She sends the paperwork in January so he has had plenty of time to return it.  He did return it in a prior year and since he was under $10,200 he was exempt.  
Tim Ahrend joined the meeting via telephone at 10:11 A.M…
Mr. Ahrend stated that he is looking for leniency because he has had health problems for the last three months, but he does understand the process.  He did receive his notice and he doesn’t have an excuse for not returning it.  Commissioner Todd stated that once the time frame has passed, we can’t dismiss it.  We can adjust the penalty and interest, but it sets precedence. We can waive the fees, but we strongly encourage you to turn in your paperwork in the future. Deputy Assessor Moon stated that if Mr. Ahrend needs them to go to his business and help him fill out the form and go through your personal property taxes they will.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to forgive the penalty and interest fees in the amount of $26.23 with the understanding that if it’s not paid by September 1, 2015, interest will start to accrue.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:21 A.M…
The commission reviewed vouchers # 132113 through 132143 dated June 29, 2015, in the amount of five hundred seventeen thousand five hundred forty nine dollars and eight five cents ($517,549.85) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve the vouchers as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
