	Advisory Board & Membership Report
	Laura said they are still working on getting the Mental Health Professional slot filled.  She introduced Nate Curtis as the new Sheriff’s representative replacing Frank Park.  Nate is the Sheriff of Sevier County.

	CJC Program Administrator’s Report
	--- Both the Chapter Grant and Victim Advocacy Project were fully funded.   Tracey said that the Grants are a very important part of the program and without the money it would be hard to help the CJC’s.
--- Every July we put new contracts in place for the CJC’s.  This year Tracey is overhauling the scope of work for the centers.  She stated that the program is trying to streamline the scope of work.  Susanne asked that the contracts be sent out with the edited version along with the clean version, as her attorneys would like to screen everything and that would make the process easier.  Tracey said that would be an easy add-on.
--- Tracey said they have also been working with DCFS on some medical contracts that DCFS has historically managed that are affiliated to the program.  DCFS is going to shift those over to the CJC program so that the medical services can be consolidated and administered through the CJC Program.
--- Tracey wanted to also tell the Board that the “One With Courage” Program will be rolled out and launched on April 28, 2015; the Board will get an invitation so those who would like to attend can.  The plan is for 9:00 am on the 28th of April, at Jordan Commons in Sandy.  The Miller Group offered a theatre so that the campaign could screen all of the PSA’s and a mini documentary that is part of the campaign.  The goal is to fill the theatre and get everyone excited about the campaign launch.  Tracey showed the website to the Directors and asked that if they felt they could lend their voices in writing a letter to the editor and an article regarding the One with Courage program and website to help spread the word.

	Legislative Session Recap and Discussion
	Tracey said that she added a Summary of the 2015 Session to the packet today.  She said that one of the questions she gets a lot is if Representative Christensen pushed the HB 176 on the parental viewing of child interviews.  Once he backed off on it there was no further action on that bill.  Tracey suggested we be more proactive this Summer in educating legislators about what we do specifically around the interviews of the children.
Tracey discussed the various bills that passed the Legislature this year and those that did not.  She also passed around thank you cards for Senator Okerland and Representative Noel for sponsoring the legislation to get Beaver and Kane CJC’s up and going.  There was also a big thank you for Francis Gibson, House Majority Whip.  He managed to come up with $350,000 in on-going funding for our Centers and our program.  She would like them to know how grateful we are for their support.
