COMMERCIAL SUBDIVISION DEVELOPMENT 
The LUA discussed Arthur Taylor’s Preliminary Plat for a commercial subdivision at 63 West 3700 North.  The proposal is for 3 lots on 4.78 acres.   Mark Lynne said that the notes on the plat do not reflect what was agreed upon.  He noted that a 20’ setback will only be allowed on 200 West.  The setback on 3700 North may not be reduced on a modified 66’ ROW.  It was noted that this is all pending approval from the City Council to reduce the right-of-way.

Note 3 states that improvements will not be done until lot 3 is developed.  The LUA told Arthur that the project may be phased, but the infrastructure must be put in as each phase is developed.  Reed said that he thinks lots 1 and 2 should be phase 1, since there is already an existing building and business on lot 2.  This would include curb, gutter, sidewalk, stormwater and utilities. 

Reed told Arthur that he was ultimately responsible to make sure the infrastructure was completed since he is the developer, but it didn’t matter who paid for the improvements. 

Arthur will need to note on a revised plat that: 
1. All improvements on lots 1 and 2 will be done as it is phased;
2. Designate how stormwater retention will be designed, either on lot 3 or per parcel;
3. Correct setbacks for 3700 North, Highway 91 and 200 West.

Jay Downs told Arthur that he must have access to a fire hydrant every 400 feet. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Arthur asked that it be noted in the meeting that he gave the City 3 feet and he didn’t complain too much.

Mark Lynne made a motion to recommend that Planning and Zoning and City Council approve this plat with a modified 66’ ROW, with Arthur providing a corrected preliminary plat noting improvements required above.  Reed Elder seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Bret Randall, Darrin Hancey, Reed Elder, Jay Downs and Susan Balls voted in favor. 

PROPOSED ANNEXATION AND DEVELOPMENT IN NORTH LOGAN
The Land Use Authority had a discussion on a proposed development in North Logan, just south of the Jordan Acres Subdivision.  The Land Use Authority will send a letter to the City Council asking them to oppose the development as currently proposed for the following reasons:
1. Access – There is only one access, which is from Hyde Park to the property.  North Logan should be encouraged to create ingress and egress for the proposed development.
2. Safety – There are concerns that this will have a North Logan address, but the only entrance will be from Hyde Park.
