The Ogden City Council will be accepting public input regarding the Community Plan for the Mount Lewis Community on November 16, 2010.  Formerly known as the Lincoln Edison Community, the Mount Lewis Community (see map) encompasses the northeastern part of the City bounded by Washington Boulevard and the mountain front, and North Street (1500 North).  The City Council received the Plan from the Planning Commission on August 25, 2010. Since that time, the City Council has met with both Planning Staff and the Planning Commission to review and discuss the contents of the Plan.

During the past year, the Planning Staff and Planning Commission have completed a tremendous amount of work and research to create the Plan.  A community task force group identified a variety of topics of concern to the community - rebranding the community, transportation, land use, open space, development history, housing styles, rental occupancy, etc. – which were ultimately addressed in the Plan.  The proposed Plan contains a vision for the community and objectives for implementing that vision.  After receiving input from the community, the City Council may approve the Planning Commission’s recommendation, approve the recommendation with changes, deny the plan amendment, or table the request to a future date.
