APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Commission Chair Bourne said it’s taken the Planning Commission so long to get the parking ordinance done that the Town Council has taken it over.  So, there’s been a lot of discussion in our meetings, but we didn’t finish it.

Regular Meeting of June 1, 2015
Commission Member DeGroot moved that we approve the minutes as presented of June 3, 2015.  Commission Member Argyle seconded the motion.  All in favor and the motion carried.

Public Hearing of June 1, 2015
Commission Member Argyle made the motion to approve the minutes of the Public Hearing of June 3, 2015.  Commission Member DeGroot seconded the motion.  All in favor and the motion carried.

ORDINANCES
#15-22
Jim Hanzelka said he listened to the Town Council meeting and they thought we had made some funny changes to the ordinance, but they were already in the ordinance.  There was discussion about what to leave in or take out of the ordinance.

Commission Member DeGroot made the motion to approve #11C-910 with the changes of taking out “ventilating fans” and adding “heating, venting and air conditioning”, taking out “skylights, towers, smoke stacks and theatre lofts”, otherwise approve as written.  Commission Member House seconded the motion.  All in favor and the motion carried.
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The Planning Commission took a break for 5 minutes.

REVIEW OF ORDINANCES
There was discussion about some current ordinances about nuisances, etc. and some parking concerns.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT,  Conestoga Off-Premise Sign, Tom Hedges
Mr. Hedges said the off-premise sign for Conestoga will be at the north end of 300 W.  All the other signs have been approved.  There are no other off-premise signs on the property.  Commission Member DeGroot asked how temporary the sign will be?  Mr. Hedges said probably for this year.  The sign will say “Grand Opening 2015.”  He would like to have a permanent sign there.  Code Enforcement Officer Bob Peterson asked if this approval could be for a permanent sign, not just temporary.  Commission Member DeGroot talked about off –premise signs and that it shouldn’t be for a permanent sign.  After discussion, Mr. Hedges said they will be closing October 15th.

Commission Member Gifford made the motion to approve the sign with the stipulation that it’s taken down by October 15th.  This will be erected on the corner of 300 W. and Bear Lake Blvd. on said property for Conestoga Ranch.  Commission Member DeGroot seconded the motion.  All in favor and the motion carried.

Commission Member Gifford said the Conestoga plans don’t look like what was presented to the Commission.  He asked about how the EMT’s are going to get up there.  Commission Member House asked about fixing the paths to help strollers and handicapped people going up there.  Tom said he’s working on making it better.  They’re going to put in a hardening agent.

#15-23
Commission Member DeGroot moved as written with the distinction that 1 acre would be the smallest use and anything less than 5 would be a Conditional Use Permit.  Commission Member Gifford seconded the motion.  All in favor and the motion carried.

#15-24
There was discussion about signs for Short-Term Rentals.  Most of the business owners don’t want signs advertising that they’re a short-term rental.  There was discussion about conforming signs vs. non-conforming signs to different areas in town, also discussion about signs for rental businesses vs. hotels.

Commission Member Gifford made the motion to approve just as we talked about.  Motion died for lack of second.

Commission Member Gifford made the motion that we approve Ordinance #15-24 as written with the exception keeping nonconforming signs as “A” and no signs advertising short term rentals be “M”.  Commission Member DeGroot seconded the motion.  All in favor and the motion carried.

REVIEW OF ZONING MAP
Commission Member Argyle showed the zoning map.  She showed that we changed the zone above the canal to hillside estates.  It’s messed up.  After looking at the map, everything looked good.  The map was an old map.

REVIEW OF NUISANCE, GARBAGE, ETC. ORDINANCES
The Planning Commission became aware of the ordinances and reviewed them.  They discussed the garbage can ordinance and the foundation in Harbor Village being a nuisance/public safety problem.
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There was discussion about air space regulations being regulated by the FAA and unlicensed cars being licensed.					

STAFF MISCELLANEOUS
Commission Member Gifford said that darkness invites evil.  Light invites family.  He doesn’t like the lack of lighting here in town.  He feels it’s a safety issue.  After discussion, the Planning Commission agreed that more light creates more crime.	

Anita Weston had been to a county commission meeting and showed a list of the crimes in each town for last month.  Garden City had about half of the citations for the whole county.  			

ADJOURNMENT
Commission Chair Argyle made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Commission Member DeGroot seconded the motion.  All in favor and the meeting closed at 7:05 p.m.
