The Board of County Commissioners met on July 6, 2015, 10:00 a.m. for its regular Commission
Meeting.   Attending were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner; Tammy Pearson; Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant and Von Christiansen, County Attorney.

Prayer was offered by Marty Flood, representing Faith for Life.
Pledge of Allegiance
Approval of previous minutes, by Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor.  With minor adjustments and edits, motion to authorize minutes made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.
Review and Approval of County Bills.  Motion to approve bills was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.
Report on the Lana Chadburn Barrel Racing Event held at the Fairgrounds.  Comm. Dalton made mention that the Barrel racing event was a great success.
Discussion on Campaign Donation to Utah Association of Counties.  Mr. Christiansen presented state code for donating to nonprofit entities.  A motion to authorize up to $500 to UAC to assist in electing a Utah official to the Board of National Association of Counties, finding that the donation contributes to the prosperity and convenience of county residents. Commission voted unanimously to authorize payment to Utah Association of  Counties.

Finding that the donation contributes to the prosperity and convenience of county resident’s, motion to authorize payment was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.

Motion to leave Public Hearing was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.
Motion to approve RES 2015-11 and RES 2015-12 was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.

Convene as the Beaver County Commission
Review and approve Ordinance 2015-12, an ordinance adopting the project area plan for the Milford II Solar community development project area.  Motion to approve ORD 2015-12 was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was made unanimous.
Review and approve Resolution 2015-13, a resolution adopting an interlocal agreement between the County and the Beaver County Community Development and Renewal Agency authorizing payment to the Agency of the portion of the County tax levy within the Milford Solar II community development project area.  Motion to approve RES 2015-13 was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was unanimous.
Update on PILT funding and State Correction Contact funds adjustment.
Consider request from Milford City to waive back taxes on condemned property.  Motion to waive or cancel back taxes by Comm. Whitney, seconded Comm. Pearson,  the vote was unanimous.
Kary Monroe with Jones & DeMille Engineering, Cory Beebe from Beaver County Road Department met and discussed North Creek Loop Road improvement options with Commission.  Mr. Beebe also discussed the options on the Thermal Road culvert and the pricing options.  Ms. Margaret Wellman with BRAVE also voiced concerns of some of the residents in the North Creek Loop Road area.

Skip McDonald and Greg Gliory with Electrical Consultants, Inc. met with the commission to discuss the advantages of their business.  They are a power delivering firm. 
Tony Fusco met with the commission to report Animal Boarding Services.  It is the consensus of the commission to continue boarding animals and the commission also authorized Mr. Fusco to advertise this service.
Mr. Brent Blackner, Beaver City Manager met with commission and requested the purchase of two tents for the use at events within the County.  A motion to authorize the purchase of two tents was granted, the vote was unanimous.
Consider for approval a contract for services with Mark Ward to assist in the drafting of the County Resource Management Plan.  Motion to authorize a signature of draft document was voted unanimously

Whitney ,the  vote was unanimous,   for the purpose of discussing the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; discuss strategy for pending or reasonably imminent litigation; discuss strategy regarding the purchase, exchange, or lease of real property.
