COUNCIL MEETING

JULY 21, 2015

     The Nephi City Council met in regular session in the Council Chambers of the City Hall located at 21 East 100 North at 7:30 p.m. Tuesday July 21, 2015.

     Mayor Jones called the meeting to order and welcomed all present.  

     Council Member Justin Seely offered the invocation.

    The minutes of the council meeting held on July 7, 2015 were presented for approval.   Council Member Park made the motion that the minutes for the July 7, 1015 city council meeting be approved as written.  Council Member Gee seconded the motion, which passed on a unanimous vote.

[bookmark: _GoBack]    City Administrator, J. Randy McKnight updated the council on the current water supply conditions.  The need for conservative water use continues even with the recent cooler weather. Time-of-day watering restrictions are in place year round and will be enforced.  The city is exploring the purchase of an electric motor that can serve as a back-up replacement for the two city's well pumps that have been used extensively this watering season.  Work continues on the feasibility study examining the possibility of extending the pressurized secondary irrigation system to serve all of the community.  Mr. McKnight cited statistics that showed that Utah uses more water per capita/day that the national average and Nephi uses more water per capita/day than the Utah average.  Possible reasons for this high water use are that many users are not metered and that water prices are very low and act as a disincentive for conservation.

     The council discussed the results of recent exploration of recycling alternatives.  Nephi City is a member of and participates in the Recycling Coalition of Utah. The coalition recognizes the challenges of recycling in rural Utah.   Some of these challenges include population density, transportation costs, market prices and demand for recycled materials, proximity to commercial recycling entities and the willingness to pay for recycling services.  Nephi residents were fortunate to have paper recycling available in our area during a time when it was sustainable to collect paper in our valley and haul it north for processing.  Now that the market is different, this service has ended. Mr. McKnight summarized that recycling is generally not free and it comes at a cost, but if it is a high enough priority, there are attractive possibilities for re-establishing paper recycling here and to expand the types of recycling that are available.

    City Administrator, J. Randy McKnight updated the council in this year’s airport improvement project.  The FAA has consented to the award of the contract to Staker Parsons Companies, and a notice of award has been given to the contractor.  The FAA has formalized the grant offer to the city for the project, and the city will execute the grant agreement.  The contractor will obtain the required performance and payment bonds and will sign a project contract.  A pre-construction meeting will be held next week, and a notice to proceed will be given to the contractor.   Because of a change in the federal guidelines for the project, some re-design work was required to bring the project into compliance.  The re-design work necessitated a change in the engineer’s scope of work, and then engineering contract has also been amended.

    Council Member Justin Seely made the motion to ratify the hiring of Patrick Saez as a seasonal parks and cemeteries’ employee.  Council Member Gee seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous.

   A business license application was presented for approval.  Council Member Seely made the motion to approve a business license for Shopko Stores Operating Co. dba Shopko Hometown #557 at 1174 North Main Street.  Council Member Gee seconded the motion.  Voting on the motion was unanimous in favor.

     Council Member Seely made a motion to approve the sale of two burial rights to Neal and Jacque Fausett and two burial rights to John A. and Vernadene Robu in the Vine Bluff Cemetery. Council Member Gee seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous in favor.

     A list of claims against the city was presented on two warrant registers.  Council Member Seely made the motion to pay claims #15-2548 thru 15-2566 with funds appropriated from fiscal year 2015, and to pay claims 16-23 thru 16-67 with funds appropriated from fiscal year 2016.  Council Member Gee seconded the motion. Voting on the motion to approve both sets of claims was unanimous in favor.

     The council discussed that there will be not be a work session held next Tuesday, July 28, 2015 and the next council meeting will be held Tuesday, August 4, 2015.

     Council Member Park made the motion to adjourn into executive session to discuss personnel matters and property acquisition and disposal.  Council Member Gee seconded the motion.  Voting on the motion was unanimous in favor.
     The council meeting adjourned a 8:40 p.m. and did not reconvene.
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
