Findings of Fact:

1. The Davis County Health Department created the State of Utah’s first tanning facility regulation in 2006.  

2. The Utah legislature subsequently passed a bill to regulate indoor tanning facilities and the Utah Department of Health promulgated the Indoor Tanning Bed and Sanitation Rule.            

3. The proposed changes to the Board of Health Regulation formally adopt and incorporate by reference the Utah Indoor Tanning Bed Sanitation Rule (R392-700) and makes minor formatting changes.  
4. The proposed changes to the Regulation are not in conflict with Federal Law, State Statute or Rule.

5. The Board of Health provided a public hearing as required by law.  The hearing was held on April 21, 2015 and comments were received until April 28, 2015.
