Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law
Davis County Board of Health Regulations

Proposed Changes to the Public Pools Regulation
Scott Zigich, Chairman

Findings of Fact:

1. Pursuant to authority granted in Title 26A of the Utah Code, the Davis County Health Department created one of the state’s first swimming pool regulations in 1964.  The Board has updated that Regulation as necessary.  The last update was in November 2011.
2. The Utah Department of Health recently upgraded the Design, Construction, and Operation of Public Pools Rule (R392-302).  
3. The proposed changes to the Board of Health regulation formally adopt and incorporate by reference the Utah Design, Construction, and Operation of Public Pools Rule (R392-302).  The proposed changes also include minor formatting changes, removing “private swim schools”, adding a new definition and fee for hydrotherapy pools, requiring additional plan submittals, and fee updates.  
4. The proposed changes to the regulation are not in conflict with Federal Law, State Statute or Rule.

5. The Board of Health provided a public hearing as required by law.  The hearing was held on June 16, 2015 and comments were received until June 23, 2015.

Conclusions of Law:
