NOTICE OF PROPOSED ANNEXATION 

OF ADDITIONAL AREA TO THE 

CANYON LAND IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT
Pursuant to Utah Code Ann. § 17B-1-406, the Board of Trustees (“Board”) of the Canyon Land Improvement District (“District”) hereby gives notice of its intent to annex additional area to the District.  Pursuant to Utah Code Ann. § 17B-1-413(1)(a)(ii), the normal hearing, notice, and protest provisions of sections 17B-1-409, 17B-1-410, and 17B-1-412 of the Utah Code do not apply because the annexation process was initiated by a petition signed by the owners of private real property located within the area proposed to be annexed, covering at least 75% of the total private land area, and equal in assessed value to at least 75% of the assessed value of all private real property within the entire area proposed to be annexed and within each applicable area. In fact, the proposed annexation area is a single parcel and therefore 100% of the owners have signed the petition for annexation.
The Board has, however, determined to hold a public hearing on the proposed annexation even though a public hearing is not required. The public hearing will be held on December 14, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. MST, or as soon thereafter as feasible, at the Work Force Services Conference Room located at 486 East 300 South, Kanab Utah, 84741. The public is welcome to attend and provide comment at the public hearing. 
The proposed annexation area is located entirely within the unincorporated area of Kane County, south of Big Water on the southwest side of Highway 89, and is a part of the Canyon Land Resort, a Planned Unit Development.  As of the date of this petition, no official mailing address for the property has been assigned, except the U.S. Postal Service has approved a “last line address” for the combined area known as “Canyon Point, Utah.” A plat of the proposed annexation area is attached to this notice.
The District is authorized to provide and will provide sewer collection and treatment service, and other services as authorized, to the owners of property located within the District. If annexed, it is estimated that the property owners within the proposed annexation area will pay approximately $80.00 annually in additional property tax revenues to the District.
