1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

3. Discussion:

Mayor Dunlavy announced that Emma Penrod left employment with the Transcript. The Mayor introduced Jessica Henry as the new reporter that will cover the City.
Rachelle Custer explained that Paul Hansen was handling a water issue and would join the meeting when he is available.
· Ordinance 2015-20 An Ordinance of Tooele City Amending Tooele City Code Chapter 9-2 Regarding Utilities Billing  
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Baker stated that this item was discussed in a previous meeting.  He reminded the Council that this ordinance provides that utility accounts can only be opened by property owners, not property renters.  This ordinance also applies to business owners when they are leasing a property to a business.  Mr. Baker stated that there is nothing punitive about this ordinance, it simply puts the responsibility where it belongs, on the property owners, not the renters.  Property owners will not be able to leave a balance owing when leaving a property.

· Resolution 2015-30 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Encouraging the Tooele County Commission to Submit to Voters in November 2015 the HB362 (2015) – Authorized 0.25% Local Option General Sales Tax Dedicated to Transportation

Mr. Baker stated that this item had been discussed at prior meetings.  This resolution does not require the Council to commit to the tax itself, but says that this is a decision that should be made by the voters.  It give the voters a say about whether they want to maintain roads by funds that the City doesn't currently have.  Councilman Pruden stated that the majority of the cities in the state have passed similar resolutions.  Councilman Wardle stated that citizens should have the right to vote on this issue.  Mayor Dunlavy said that he told Commissioners Bateman and Bitner that the City was passing this resolution tonight.  They welcomed it.  Mayor Dunlavy went on to say that Grantsville is unsure whether they are going to pass a similar resolution.  Chairman Pratt agreed that it was important that taxpayers get to weigh-in on the tax issue.  Councilman Pruden stated that this tax was comparable to the PAR tax, because it is such a small amount that is collected, but alot of good comes from it.  Councilman McCall felt that citizens would welcome the item on the ballot.  He said that the school board and the county raise taxes, without citizen input.  This time citizens would be able to vote on it.  The Mayor stated that the League of Cities and Towns will put together a packet on what can and can't be done during the election regarding this issue.  

· Strawberry Subdivision Bond Extension Request 
Presented by Rachelle Custer
Ms. Custer said that in January 2015 Strawberry Water Users Association brought a plat to the Council requesting an extension for public improvements.  At that time, the request was granted, but the extension expires today.  Strawberry Water Users Association has secured Broken Arrow to complete the public improvements, but they are requesting an extension to September 15, 2015. Councilman Pruden said the he would like to help them get this built.  

· Resolution 2015-32 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Horrocks Engineers for Third-Party Inspections of the Overlake 1L Subdivision
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Baker stated that the settlement agreement with Tooele Associates and Perry Homes provides that the City's inspectors not do the inspections for their projects.  Instead, a third-party inspection firm will do the inspections.  An engineering firm was jointly selected to do the inspections, which is Horrocks Engineers.  Perrys have paid $38,000 to the City towards the inspections, and the City will then pay Horrocks Engineers.  Councilwoman Winn asked how the firm was chosen.  Mr. Baker replied that Perry chose a couple of contractors and submitted the names to the City.  Both the City and Perrys felt good about Horrocks.  

· Resolution 2015-33 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Kilgore Contracting for Repair of the Roadway and Storm Drainage System Located at Approximately 2100 North and 400 West
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Baker stated that in the process of completing 400 West, as part of the Tooele Associates settlement agreement, the City noticed additional damage to the roadway and storm drainage system.  The damage is not part of the settlement agreement, so it is under separate contract.  The City asked Kilgore, who was already on site, to give an estimate to do the repair.  
Randy Sant joined the meeting.
· Resolution 2015-34 Consideration for Adoption of a Resolution of the City Council of Tooele City, Utah Authorizing the Issuance and Sale of not more than $5,315,000 Aggregate Principal Amount of Sales Tax Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2015, and Related Matters

· Resolution 2015-35 Consideration for Adoption of a Resolution of the City Council of Tooele City, Utah Authorizing the issuance and Sale of not more than $5,015,000 Aggregate Principal Amount of Franchise Tax Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2015, and Related Matters

Presented by Jason Burningham

Mr. Burningham handed out a presentation and discussed both resolutions at the same time.  He explained that he has been working with Glenn Caldwell and Mayor Dunlavy to evaluate the City's outstanding bonds, rates, interest rates, and other specifics.  Mr. Burningham advised pursuing these restructures or refunding.  Mr. Burningham felt that the City could see some good economic savings through the refunding.  

Mr. Burningham summarized his handout, pointing out that the City would save approximately $21,000 annually by refunding one of the bonds, and $29,000 on the other.  The maturity dates would stay the same.  
The City would close on these bonds August 18th.  The franchise tax bond doesn't require a public hearing, but the sales tax bond does.  Mr. Burningham suggested the public hearing be held at the next City Council meeting on August 5th. 
Paul Hansen joined the meeting.  

Councilman Wardle stated that the City would average a savings of  approximately $45,000 per year.   

Mayor Dunlavy said that another thing that he and Mr. Burningham have been working on is a long range plan for the City.  The Mayor stated that it is imperative that the Council see the long range plan that has been put together.  The City will invite Mr. Burningham to another work session so that he can present the plan to the Council.  Mr. Burningham stated that the 0.25% transportation tax (Resolution 2015-30, as referenced above) is important to the City’s long range plan.  He pointed out that roads have been deferred due to lack of resources and the City’s reluctance to raise taxes.  Mr. Burningham went on to say that the City has done well with water and sewer, but roads is an area where the City is getting behind.  
· Main Street Project Update

Mr. Hansen stated that as they were making the last connection as part of the Main Street waterline project, they learned that there was one home at 577 South Main that was without water.  It was assumed that this home was connected to another adjacent City waterline, and not the old 12” line which was just abandoned this afternoon.  The City is providing them with temporary water tonight, and will reconnect them tomorrow to the City line.  
Mr. Hansen said that UDOT has begun removing additional asphalt as far south as Skyline.  UDOT is looking at bringing up to four additional utility crews to help them stay on schedule.  Paving is in process from 1000 North to the viaduct.  Councilman McCall asked if crews were going to start working more at night, instead of only during the day.  Mr. Hansen answered that they were not working much at night yet, but will look at that with more added resources as they get them.  UDOT still anticipates that they should have substantial completion by December 31st to Skyline Drive.  Chairman Pratt stated that UDOT removed curb, gutter, and the park strip in front of the Sears building, and asked if they would be doing more of that downtown.  Mr. Hansen answered that in parts of the road, UDOT will be tearing out curb, gutter and park strips.  Mr. Hansen was told that it was done in front of Sears to help move the traffic further to the west, and to provide for utility access. 

4. Close Meeting to Discuss Property Acquisition and Litigation
Councilman Pruden moved to close the meeting.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, and Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.  The meeting closed at 5:57 p.m.

Councilman Pruden to reopen the meeting.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion. 
The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, and Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.  The meeting reopened at 6:54  p.m.

5. Adjourn
Councilman Pruden moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, and Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.  The meeting adjourned at 6:57 p.m.
