Mayor Charlie Strebel Jr. called meeting to order at 6:12 p.m. 
John Breakfield makes motion to accept June minutes as written, Dalas Jones seconds the motion
Max and Veola Gines would like to purchase two water hook-ups for their family to build homes on their property. Council and Mayor agree that as long as they upgrade their private line to accommodate the two homes that the Town of Tabiona would sale them two water hook-ups. 
Jed Fabrizio makes a motion to sell two water hook-ups to the Gines family Dalas Jones seconds the motion.
Discussion took place on Parkhurst Subdivision. Brock Parkhurst is going to meet with engineer Saturday and come and propose to the Town Council what he would like to do annex his subdivision.
Town Council reviewed issues with Tabiona Public School secondary water system. Council agreed that Mayor Strebel would contact Dave Brotherson and inform him that they would not be allowed to use pump on the secondary water system and would need to evaluate and upgrade their system.
Town Council would like to review water shares and acreage for all secondary water users. A print out will be provided to the Mayor and Council in the regular September board meeting for review.
CIB project discussion was tabled until need for annexations takes place.
Cemetery policies where reviewed and Council agrees that all opening and closing of graves will be done by our contracted cemetery service which is Leon and Sons Excavating  or one of the Town Councilmen only. If one of those persons would like to donate their services of opening and closing the graves that would be permitted but the resident is still responsible to pay the Town of Tabiona 150.00 which is the Town’s portion of open and closing of the graves.
John Breakfield makes motion that we adopt the donation of opening and closing graves into our cemetery polices and Jed Fabrizio seconds the motion.
Jan Rhoades reports that the events committee had 170.00 left over from the 4th of July parade. Town Council agrees that the remainder will be used for the Easter egg hunt.
