Consideration Of A Contract With Myton City Regarding Public Defender Services
Attorney Tingey stated that according to Morrison and Morrison, they have not defended any cases out of Myton within the past year.  Myton City’s Attorney Amy Hughey only wants serious crimes investigated.  Sheriff Boren stated that his concerns are that he doesn’t want our officers working for Tim Mellor who is Myton City’s Marshall.  If Myton says that they want us to handle certain cases we will. Attorney Tingey stated that there needs to be no question of who starts and ends it. We are going to do three agreements.  They are between Myton City and the Sheriff’s Office, Attorney’s Office and Commission.  We will need to make sure that all citations given in Myton City clearly states Myton on it, so the fees can go back to Myton. Sheriff Boren stated that he doesn’t like the idea of the fines and fees going back to Myton, but if it’s a small amount, he is okay with it.  Chairman Winterton suggested having Katy Russell at the Sheriff’s Office track the fines and fees are through the end of the year to get an idea of how much it would be. We don’t want Myton City Council to think that we are making money off of this.  Deputy Sheriff Tucker stated that they have a meeting with Myton City on the 13th.
