
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD AUGUST 10, 2015 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Duchesne City Mayor RoJean Rowley, Landfill Director Hal Giles, Public Works Departments Mike Casper, Roosevelt City Manager Ryan Snow and Commissioner Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works Department Update
Mindy Sims with the Uintah Basin Standard joined the meeting at 9:14 A.M…
Mayor Rowley stated that a consultant for EP Energy approached her about a dirt road by the Surveyor’s Building.  EP Energy has a well on the east side.  Director Murphy stated that they would like EP Energy to oil it.  Chairman Winterton stated that he feels with the road being so close to town, it’s appropriate to have it oiled.  There are homes there and the Justice Center so this will be a good thing.  

Director Giles stated that the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) has bid openings for disposal of 3,000 to 4,000 tons of contaminated soil and he feels that they will get it.  He also reported that the monitor wells were tested last week.  They get tested quarterly. 
Discussion Of Crystal Ranch Road
No discussion was held.
Discussion Of Asphalt Mix Designs For County Roads
Commissioner Burdick stated that on 200 North in Roosevelt, bids were awarded for super pave which is modified mixed designs.  We don’t need this on our county roads because we don’t have the traffic for it.  It’s too late to do anything about it now, but it’s something that we need to watch and be aware of.  Two years ago, the bid tabulations for Bluebell Road Project Phase 1 were $72 a ton and Phase 2 was $74 a ton.  This is what is recommended by State and Federal highways.
Consideration Of Vouchers

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 9:36 A.M…
The commission reviewed voucher # 132454 dated August 04, 2015, in the amount of two hundred dollars ($200.00) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. The commission also reviewed vouchers # 132455 through 132565 dated August 10, 2015, in the amount of three hundred sixty nine thousand five hundred forty nine dollars and thirty five cents ($369,549.35) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve the vouchers as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Tax Adjustments – Assessor

Consideration Of Special Council For Project Snowboard

Chairman Winterton stated that we are writing up a contract for specialized agreements concerning a pipeline in conjunction with Carbon County.  We will be a partner in those agreements and we are seeking special council who can work with all parties.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve seeking special council for Project Snowboard.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.  
Consideration Of A Municipal Advisory Agreement With Zions Public Finance

Alex Buxton And Marcus Keller with Zions Bank Public Finance, Treasurer Stephen Potter, Assessor Greg Garff & Clerk Auditor JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 9:45 A.M…
Mr. Buxton stated that they act as municipal advisors to many counties throughout the state.  Over the past five years, Duchesne County has had steady growth.  He hasn’t seen that in any other county.  Duchesne County hasn’t ever done a general obligation bond, which has to be approved by voters.  Currently you could issue a 65 million dollar bond if voters approved you to do so.  The agreement would only come into play if a bond is needed.  Mr. Keller stated that the 2004 general obligation bond will be off of the books in 2016.  If you have a project that want to issue a bond for, that would be the time.  Attorney Allred stated that he has read the agreement and is fine with it.  Chairman Winterton stated that we want to make sure that we are doing things correctly and we appreciate Zions.  Mr. Keller stated that they want to be the go to for information and help in anyway.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the Municipal Advisory Agreement with Zions Public Finance.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of A Parcel Swap For The Victory Pipeline Project

Mike Hawley & Jared Hansen with Jones & DeMille Engineering joined the meeting at 10:30 A.M…
Mr. Hansen presented an agreement and stated that the property is in Arcadia. We are trying to establish a right of way for the project. Mr. Hawley stated that this is for the road and the pipeline.  If this is agreeable to the county, we can move forward. Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the swap for a right of way for the Victory Pipeline Project with Duchesne County Special Service District #2.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Discussion Of A Fire Bill And Property Taxes With Tonya Fabrizio
Property Owner Tonya Fabrizio, Deputy Clerk Auditor Nicole Uasila’a, Assessor Greg Todd & Emergency Management Director Mike Lefler joined the meeting at 11:03 A.M…
Assessor Garff stated that they did the reappraisal last year on businesses.  The Fabrizio Saw Mill burned down the day before Thanksgiving last year so we are trying to work out the value and determine what we can do.  He would like to look this over and have a recommendation next week.  Mrs. Fabrizio stated that in regards to the fire, they haven’t had a settlement with the insurance company and it’s currently in litigation.  She is requesting an extension to pay the bill.  Deputy Clerk Auditor Uasila’s suggested that Mrs. Fabrizio keep her updated on what’s happening and they will not continue to add interest fees.  Commissioner Todd motioned to waive the interest fees in the amount of seven hundred forty dollars and thirty four cents ($740.34) due to the situation.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Proposed Changes To The Policy & Procedures Manual
Human Resource Director Interim Melissa Yergensen joined the meeting at 11:18 A.M…
Director Yergensen stated that she would like to get rid of the red line manual and get a copy out to employees.  In regards to internships and performance evaluations, she has spoken to Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey and he recommends taking these portions out of the manual for now.  She would like to the wording changed from occupational to benefit and Personnel Office to Human Resource.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the suggested changes to our Policy and Procedures Manual.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Commissioner Burdick motioned to adopt all changes made in the Policy and Procedures Manual reflecting all changes made today.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
