Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda. 

No one came forward. 

Agenda Item 2 - Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Minutes  

Mayor Powell asked everyone to join her in the Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Powell asked if the Council has reviewed the minutes provided.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from May 20, 2015. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson Wells, and Yakovich in favor.
	
Agenda Item 3. Public Hearing for the Amending the Budget for Fiscal Year 2015 for All Funds

At 7:02 p.m. Councilman Yakovich made a motion to move into a public hearing. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor. 

No audience members came forward for the Public Hearing.

At 7:03 p.m. Councilman Tatton made a motion to move out of the public hearing. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.


Agenda Item 4. Resolution 2015-03. A Resolution Setting the Proposed Receipts and Expenditures of Wellington City for Fiscal Year 2016. 

The City Recorder Glenna Etzel came before the City Council to discuss the 2015/2016 Tentative Budget. Etzel discussed potential tax changes, including Truth in Taxation and the Local Option Motor Fuel Sales Tax. Also discussed was the Capital Projects Fund. If possibly the City Recorder would like to begin setting funds aside for a new Utility Department Vehicle. The City Recorder also discussed increased the amount transferred from the General Fund to the Municipal Building Fund. In the upcoming year Wellington City will lose a portion of its Headstart revenue. After discussing minor changes to the upcoming budget, the City Recorder presented the Tentative Budget Appendix A. This document analyzes the costs of an additional full time officer. 

Finally the City Recorder discussed the upcoming Health Insurance Renewal. The City’s current insurance plan came back with a 20% renewal. Therefore the City looked into other health insurance plans. Etzel presented the different options to the City Council. Currently all employees are paying 5% of their premium payment. Councilmembers agreed to maintain that 5%, unless an employee is able to and willing to purchase a better policy. Councilman Tatton made a motion to move forward with PEHP, allow employees to either pay 5% of their premiums for the higher deductible plan, or pay 10% of their premium for a lower deductible plan. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

Councilmembers agreed to hold a work meeting on June 11, 2015 at 5:00 P.M. to continue discussing the tentative budget. Councilman Yakovich made a motion to table resolution 2015-003, a resolution setting the proposed receipts and expenditures of Wellington City for fiscal year 2016. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.
 
Agenda Item 5. Resolution 2015-04. A Resolution Certifying the Contribution Rates of the Utah Retirement Systems for Fiscal Year 2016.

City Recorder, Glenna Etzel introduced Resolution 2015-04 to certify the contribution rates of the Utah Retirement System for the Fiscal Year 2016. Councilman Tatton made a motion to accept Resolution 2015-06. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor of the motion.  
	
Agenda Item 6. Resolution 2015-05. A Resolution Supporting the 0.25% Local Option General Sales Tax, Encouraging Carbon County to Submit the Proposal to Voters in November 2015, and Encouraging Voters to Support the Proposal. 

Mayor Powell asked Carbon County Commissioner Jake Mellor to come before the Council to discuss the Local Option Transportation Sales Tax (HB 362). Mellor explained that the County recently agreed to support the HB 362. This tax option allows counties to enact a 0.25% general sales tax for transportation subject to voter approval. If all 29 counties were to pass the option, Wellington City could earn an additional $22k per year. Councilman Yakovich made a motion to approved Resolution 2015-05, a resolution supporting the 0.25% local option general sales tax, encouraging Carbon County to submit the proposal to voters in the November 2015 general election, and encourage voters to support the proposal. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.  

Agenda Item 7. Truth in Taxation. The Discussion of Raising Property Taxes to increase the City’s General Fund. 

Councilman Yakovich discussed his concerns with Wellington City’s previous tax rate. In Yakovich’s opinion the City would benefit from increasing its tax rate. These benefits include additional personal, the ability to set money aside from projects, and meeting bond obligations. Councilman Yakovich asked Councilmembers to consider an increase and to prepare for a discussion on the topic at the upcoming work meeting. 

Agenda Item. 9 Ordinance 2015-002. An Ordinance Amending and Setting Forth a Schedule for Use of Secondary and Culinary Water for Purposes of Outside Watering and to Promote Water Use Efficiency in Amenity Landscape Irrigation. 

Councilman Yakovich presented Ordinance 2015-002, an ordinance amending and setting forth a schedule for use of secondary and culinary water for purposes of outside watering and to promote water use efficiency in amenity landscape irrigation. Councilmembers discussed defining drought conditions in the third section of the ordinance to protect residence from unnecessary enforcement of the ordinance. Councilman Tatton also suggested removing the watering schedule from the ordinance, thus allowing it to be set as needed.  Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-002 with the amended changes. Councilman Willson seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

Agenda Item. 9. Pioneer Days, a Discussion of a Theme and Grand Marshall from the Event. 

Councilman Sanslow provided the theme “Communities Make It Happen”, for the upcoming Pioneer Days Celebration. Robert and Gayla Powell have accepted the offer to be Grand Marshalls for the Parade. Councilman Willson is currently looking for someone to spearhead the parade. 

Agenda Item 10. City Business

a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Yakovich made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

d. Planning and Zoning 

The Council discussed the Transient Jerky Business off Highway 6. Owners of the business have yet to apply for a Peddlers/Transient Business License. The City will send an officer to close down the business until all licensing is complete. 
	
Councilman Tatton informed the council that both the previous PRWID and Planning and Zoning meetings were canceled. 

e. Council Reports 

Mayor Powell discussed proposed Fire Contract between Wellington City and Carbon County, which was presented earlier in the day. Carbon County has agreed to increase the contract by $10k. Wellington City could also earn an addition $5k with extrication billings. Councilman Wells and Mayor Powell stressed the importance of completing these billings within a 24 hour period. Councilman Tatton suggested the department create an itemized billing steps checklist. Mayor Powell mentioned that East Carbon City Mayor, Price City Mayor, and Helper City Mayor also attended the meeting. Mayor Piccolo of Price City suggested the cities and county consider a Fire Coalition. 

Mayor Powell informed the council that Arrowhead Construction has begun repairing the Water Tank. Johansen and Tuttle will perform weekly inspections on the project. Mayor Powell also received water wise posters from Price City to hang around the office. Councilmembers agreed Wellington City should hold contest to create its own “water wise” poster. The contest will take place during Pioneer Days. Councilman Tatton plans to ask Bowie for prize donations. 

Councilman Sanslow reminded the council that the Pee Wee Baseball has begun. The first game was held June 1st. Sanslow also mentioned possible grants the City could receive from DWR for the Knight Ideal Pond. The City could receive anywhere from $10k - $15K, which could be spent on a bucket rail fence.

Councilman Wells suggested the city continue to water the cemetery and park. Wells also gave the Public Works Department permission to add water to the pond. 

Councilman Yakovich requested an updated Hydrant Map from the Public Works Department.

Agenda Item 12. Adjourn

Councilman Tatton made a motion to adjourn. Councilman Wells seconded the motion, and motion carried with Wells, Yakovich, Sanslow, Willson and Tatton in favor. 

Meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
