Councilman Tatton made a motion to accept Ordinance 2015-001: Knight Ideal Pond Ordinance. Agenda Item 5. City Business

a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Tatton made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

d. Planning and Zoning 

Councilman Tatton stated nothing to discuss for Planning and Zoning.

e. Council Reports 

Councilman Tatton discussed PRWID’s efforts to work on a feasibility study. Councilman Tatton and Councilman Wells discussed the Fire Contract Meeting between Wellington City and Carbon County. One topic discuss was the need to reduce training outside of the area. A community calendar will be posted for the local departments to attend. The County is working on a contract, they recognize it will increase, however it will not increase to the extent the Fire Department originally hoped. Carbon County is meeting in two weeks to decide on the contract. The City can approve the contract falling that meeting. Tatton also discussed the efforts to create a Unified County Fire Department. Overall Tatton felt the meeting was proactive and functional. 

Councilman Sanslow discussed the free fishing day on June 6, 2015 from 8 a.m. to 11 a.m. Sanslow requested for an announcement in the upcoming City Newsletter. 

Councilman Sanslow also discussed the Pee-Wee Baseball. Games will begin on June 1. 

Councilman Yakovich is working on an ordinance for Culinary and secondary watering outdoors. Yakovich will work with City Attorney John Schindler. Councilman Sanslow spoke with Price and found that the “Water Wise” Banner is $300/each.  

Councilman Wells discussed the bleak water outlook, which is more promising than the prior year.

Yakovich discussed the use of volunteers within Wellington City. It was suggested the administrative staff maintain a list of those who want to volunteer, and when they would be able to volunteer.
