Agenda Item 2 – Truth-In-Taxation

The Council began the work meeting with discussing Truth-In-Taxation. Councilman Yakovich presented figures illustrating how an increase in taxes would affect taxpayers. Councilman Wells, Councilman Willson, Councilman Sanslow, and Councilman Tatton expressed concerns with increasing the tax rate, including the additional financial strain it would put on the residents. Councilmembers agreed to leave the tax rate at the Auditor’s Certified Tax Rate of 0.001748. Instead the Council expressed a desire to bring new business and new residents into the city through annexation. City Recorder, Glenna Etzel presented the Council with an Annexation Map. Discussions turned to determining how annexation would benefit everyone involved. All Councilmembers and the Mayor agreed to move forward with annexation. 

Agenda Item 1. 2015/16 Tentative Budget

Mayor Powell presented some requests for the Tentative Budget. Police Officers have requested additional funds for Uniform Allowance. Price City Police Officers each receive $900/year. Currently Wellington City Police Officers each receive $700/year. Councilmembers reviewed uniform purchases for 2014/15 for both the Police Department and Public Works Department. Councilmembers agreed to leave the Police Department’s uniform allowance at $700/year, but to add additional funds for fire arms and fire arm accessories. The Councilmembers requested the Public Works Department receive $550 each per year, which is an increase of $150/employee. 

Councilman Sanslow requested the City only allocate $10,000 in Capital Projects towards the Knight Ideal Pond. Councilmembers agreed to remove funds set aside for Carbon County Future payments.
