Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda. 

No one came forward. 

Agenda Item 2 - Pledge of Allegiance and Roll Call

Mayor Powell asked everyone present to join her for the Pledge of Allegiance. The Mayor noted that Councilman Wells was the only absent councilmember.

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from June 3, 2015. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, and Wells in favor.

Agenda Item 3. City Business

a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Wells made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, and Wells in favor. 





d. Planning and Zoning 

Mayor Powell mentioned the urgency to replace Ron Thayn as a Planning and Zoning Commissioner. The Council gave the Mayor permission to assign/appoint a new individual. Mayor Powell will ask Robert Powell to join Planning and Zoning.

e. Council Reports 

Councilman Sanslow informed the Council that the Pee-Wee Baseball season came to an end on June 30th. Sanslow also discussed the ATV rider who was illegally riding near the City’s Pond. The rider received a citation, and could have to pay $840 fine. Sanslow received confirmation that Wellington City will receive assistance from the Division of Wildlife Resources and Blue Ribbon Fishery in the amount of $48k. This money can help make the pond ADA accessible. Mayor Powell and Sanslow discussed their unsuccessful visit with the USU Eastern Chancellor to ask for assistance in grant writing. Therefore, the Mayor and Sanslow spoke with Nick Tatton of Price City, who provided them with great insight. Nick Tatton also offered to review any grants the City does write. 

Councilmembers and the Mayor discussed replacing the port-a-johns in the Cemetery and Knight Ideal Pond. Currently the City has Waste & Water Logistics manage these facilities. The Council agreed to keep it local and give Loy’s Port-A-Potty the opportunity to maintain the facilities. 	

Councilman Wells discussed a recent water violation. The resident in question is continually watering and ignoring the new ordinance. Both Wells and city employees have spoken with the resident. Further action is required. 

Mayor Powell has asked Councilman Wells to attend a Price River Water Users Association meeting with her on July 13th. The Mayor stressed the importance of the City having a voice at the important meeting.
