A. EMPLOYEE OF THE MONTH FOR JULY 2015 - POLICE OFFICER BRADY ROBINSON

Petitioner Dennis Cluff, Bill Chilson

C. PRESENTATION OF GOOD CITIZEN AWARD

Petitioner Dennis Cluff

Fire Chief David Olsen reported that on 7/28/15 the Fire Department was called to a

Discussion structure fire near 3200 W 1400 N. Upon arrival there was smoke showing on the eastside
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of a large detached garage. This garage is bigger than some people’s houses and sits a
couple hundred feet back off the street. Once Fire crews reached the east side of the
structure it was apparent the chicken coop had been on fire and the fire was trying to
extend into the exterior wall of the garage. At that time there were a couple of citizens
using garden hoses and extinguishers to help put out the fire. The fire was pretty much
out and all the Fire Department really had to do was some salvage and overhaul work to
the structure, looking for fire extension and hot spots.

During the fire cause and origin investigation, Chief Olsen had the opportunity to meet a bright 8
year old young man by the name of Bennett Vaterlaus. Bennett was instrumental in reporting the
fire to the neighbors in a timely matter before the fire was able to do more damage than it did. He
was playing on a computer at his Grandpa’s house and saw a crop duster plane flying low in the
area. The next thing he saw was smoke coming up by the neighbor’s detached garage. In Bennett’s
mind he had thought “maybe the plane crashed.” Bennett jumped on his bike and rode towards the
smoke. Once he got to the neighbor’s house where the smoke was coming from, he saw fire in the
chicken’s coop, but no one was around. He ran over to the neighbor’s house and barged in yelling
“FIRE, FIRE”. This alerted Mrs. Stefanie Thomas who was home at the time to look outside off
her balcony and see that the chicken coop was on fire next to her garage. Mrs. Thomas called 911.
Bennett then ran to grab his Grandpa’s fire extinguisher and gave it to the neighbor’s to help fight
the fire.

Chief Olsen, Mayor Adams and the City Council congratulated Bennett on his quick thinking and
actions. Chief Olsen presented him with a “challenge coin” and Mayor Adams presented him with
an Outstanding Citizen Award.

D. ORDINANC

E 15-05, AMENDING CHAPTER 6 OF TITLE 27, CONTROL OF BACKFLOW AND

CROSS CONNECTIONS

Petitioner Dennis Cluff, Mike Child, Bryce Wilcox
Mr. Cluff explained that since there have been so many changes to the existing Chapter 6
of Title 27 (Water Ordinance); it is easiest to rescind the existing Chapter 6 and replace it
with this new language. The Ordinance is stated in this manner.
The new Chapter 6 provides: definitions; clarifications of water service termination
policies; and, legal ramifications for violations of this Chapter. These changes reflect the
Discussion requirements of the Utah DEQ.
Councilmember M. Petersen asked for clarification if this needs to be approved through
the Stated before being adopted.
Mr. Child confirmed he is asking for direction to submit the document to the State for
approval.
Councilmember Mitchell moved to send the draft of Chapter 6 Title 27 Control
of Backflow and Cross Connections to the State prior to adoption by the City
Council:
27-6-1 Definitions
27-6-2 Purpose of Ordinance
27-6-3 Responsibilities
27-6-4 Water Service Termination Policy
27-6-5 Public Education
27-6-6 Training and Reporting
CONCLUSION 27-6-7 Violations of this Policy

27-6-1 Definitions

(1) Administrative Authority shall mean the individual, official, board, department, or agency
established and authorized by a state, county, city, or other political subdivision created by law to
administer and enforce the provisions of the cross connection control program and/or the plumbing
code.

(2) Backflow shall mean the undesirable reversal of flow of water or mixtures of water and other

liquids, gases, or other substances into the distribution pipes of the potable (culinary) water supply
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from any source.

(3) Backpressure shall mean the phenomenon that occurs when the customer's pressure is higher than
the supply pressure. This could be caused by an unprotected cross connection between a drinking water
supply and a pressurized irrigation connection, a boiler, a pressurized industrial process, elevation
differences, air or steam pressure, use of booster pumps or any other source of pressure.

(4) Back-siphonage shall mean a form of backflow due to a reduction in system pressure which causes a
sub-atmospheric pressure to exist at a site in the water system.

(5) Certified Backflow Technician shall mean an individual that has successfully completed a Division
of Drinking Water approved backflow certification course with a written and practical examination,
and has maintained this certification in accordance with R309-305, Certification Rules for Backflow
Technicians.

(6) Consumer/Customer shall mean the owner or operator of a privately or publicly owned plumbing
system(s) having a service connection from the public drinking water system.

(7) Containment (Meter or Point of Connection Protection) shall mean the practice of installing
approved backflow prevention assemblies/devices at the service connection of consumers in order to
protect the public drinking water system from any backflow from the consumers plumbing system.

(8) Contaminant shall mean any substance introduced into the public drinking water system which
creates a threat to the public health such as poisoning, pathogenic organisms or any other public health
concern.

(9) Cross Connection shall mean any actual or potential connection between a potable (culinary) water
system and any other source or system through which it is possible to introduce into the public
drinking water system any used water, industrial fluid, gas or substance other then the intended
potable water.

(10) Degree of Hazard shall mean either a pollutant (non-health) or contaminant (health) hazard that
may be introduced into the public drinking water system through a cross connection. Through an
evaluation of the consumers plumbing system, the threat to public health (the degree of hazard) will be
determined. In the past these terms have been referred to as high hazard for health and low hazard for
non-health.

(112) Isolation (Plumbing Code Compliance) shall mean the practice of installing approved backflow
prevention assemblies/devices at each point of cross connection or system outlet as required by
Plumbing Code as adopted by the State and its amendments.

(12) Pollutant shall mean any substance introduced into the public drinking water system which does
not create a threat to the public health but which does adversely and unreasonably affect the aesthetic
quality of the water.

(13) Public Drinking Water System shall mean a water system that is either publicly or privately
owned, that provides water for human consumption and other domestic uses, which: has at least 15
service connections, and/or serves an average of at least 25 individuals at least 60 days out of the year.
(14) Plumbing Official shall mean the City’s Chief Building Inspector.

(15) Service Connection shall mean the terminal end of the public drinking water system where the
water purveyor transfers jurisdiction and sanitary control of the water. If a water meter is present then
the service connection exists at the downstream end of the meter.

(16) Water Purveyor shall mean the public or private owner or responsible party of a public drinking
water system.

27-6-2  Purpose of Ordinance:

(1) To protect the Public drinking water supply of Clinton City from the possibility of contamination
or pollution by requiring compliance with the Utah Public Drinking Water Rules (UPDWR) and the
Plumbing Code, as adopted by the State of Utah. Compliance with these minimum safety codes will be
considered reasonable diligence for the prevention of contaminants or pollutants which could backflow
into the public drinking water system; and,

(2) To promote the reasonable elimination or control of cross connections in the plumbing fixtures and
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industrial piping system(s) of the consumer, as required by the state regulations and plumbing code to
assure water system safety; and,

(3) To provide for the administration of a program for backflow prevention; which will systematically
examine risk and reduce the possibility of contamination of the drinking water system.

27-6-3  Responsibilities:
(1) Responsibility: Drinking Water Purveyor

(a) The city shall be responsible for the protection of the drinking water distribution system from the
foreseeable conditions leading to the possible contamination or pollution of the drinking water system
due to the backflow of contaminants or pollutants into the drinking water supply.

(b) The city will assess the degree of hazard at all existing service connections. All existing service
connections will be surveyed at least once every 5 years or as often as may be necessary. Accounts are
currently classified as Residential or Commercial. Many assessments will be completed based solely on
the account classification. Commercial accounts will be surveyed through a mailed or hand delivered
questionnaire. A determination of which sites are in need of an onsite inspection will be made by
reviewing the survey results. Survey records shall indicate compliance with the State of Utah
Regulations. All such records will be maintained by the city.

(c) Selection of an approved backflow prevention assembly for containment control required at the
service entrance shall be determined from the results of the system survey in (b).

(2) Responsibility: Consumer

(a) Compliance with this ordinance is required as a term and condition of receiving water service. The
consumer's acceptance of service is admittance of his/her awareness of his/her responsibilities as a
water system user.

(b) 1t shall be the responsibility of the consumer to purchase, install, and arrange testing and
maintenance of any backflow prevention device/assembly required to comply with this ordinance.
Failure to comply with this ordinance shall constitute grounds for discontinuation of service and a
penalty as outlined in 27-6-7.

(3) Responsibility: Plumbing Official

(a) The plumbing official’s responsibility to enforce the applicable sections of the plumbing code begins
at the point of service (downstream or consumer side of the meter) and continues throughout the length
of the consumer's water system.

(b) The plumbing official will review all plans to ensure that unprotected cross connections are not an
integral part of the consumer's water system. If a cross connection cannot be eliminated, it must be
protected by the installation of an air gap or an approved backflow prevention device/assembly, in
accordance with the adopted Plumbing Code.

(4) Responsibility: Certified Backflow Technician, Surveyor, or Repair Person
(a) Whether employed by the consumer or the city to survey, test, repair, or maintain backflow
prevention assemblies the Certified Backflow Technician, Surveyor, or Repair Person will have the

following responsibilities:

(b) Insuring that acceptable testing equipment and procedures are used for testing, repairing or
overhauling backflow prevention assemblies.

(c) Make reports of such testing and/or repairs to the consumer and the water purveyor on form
approved for such use by the water purveyor within time frames as described by the Division of
Drinking Water.

(d) Include the list of materials or replacement parts being used on the reports.

(e) Insuring that replacement parts are equal in quality to parts originally supplied by the
manufacturer of the assembly being repaired.
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(f) Not changing the design, material or operational characteristics of the assembly during testing,
repair or maintenance.

(9) Performing all test of the mechanical devices/assemblies and shall be responsible for the
competence and accuracy of all test and reports.

(h) Insuring that his/her license is current, the testing equipment being used is acceptable to the State
of Utah, and is in proper operating condition.

(i) Being equipped with, and competent to use, all necessary tools, gauges, and other equipment
necessary to properly test, and maintain backflow prevention assemblies.

(I) Tagging each double check valve, pressure vacuum breaker, reduced pressure backflow assembly
and high hazard air gap, showing the serial number, date tested and by whom. The certified
technician's license number must also be on the tag.

(5) Responsibility: Repair of backflow assemblies

In the case of a consumer requiring an assembly to be tested, any currently Certified
Backflow Technician is authorized to make the test and report the results to the consumer
and the water purveyor. The installation, replacement or repair of assemblies must be made
by a Certified Backflow Technician having appropriate licensure from the Department of
Commerce, Division of Occupational and Professional Licensing, except when the Backflow
Technician is an agent of the assembly owner.

27-6-4 Water Service Termination Policy:

(1) No water service connection to any premises shall be installed or maintained by the Water
Purveyor unless the water supply is protected as required by State laws, regulations, codes, and this
ordinance.

(2) The customer's system shall be open for inspection at all reasonable times to authorized
representatives of the water purveyor to determine whether cross connections or other structural or
sanitary hazards, including violation of this ordinance exist and to audit the results of the required
survey (R309-400 of the Utah Administrative Code).

(3) Whenever the public water purveyor deems a service connection's water usage contributes a
sufficient hazard to the water supply, an approved backflow prevention assembly shall be installed on
the service line of the identified consumer's water system, at or near the property line or immediately
inside the building being served; but, in all cases, before the first branch line leading off the service line.

(4) The type of protective assembly required under subsection 27-6-3.3, shall depend upon the degree
of hazard which exist at the point of cross connection (whether direct or indirect), applicable to local
and state requirements or resulting from the required survey.

(5) All presently installed backflow prevention assemblies which do not meet the requirements of this
section but were approved assemblies for the purposes described herein at the time of installation and
which have been properly maintained, shall, except for the inspection and maintenance requirements
under subsection 27-6-3.6, be excluded from the requirements of these rules so long as the water
purveyor is assured that they will satisfactorily protect the public water system. Whenever the existing
is moved from the present location or, requires more than minimum maintenance or, when the water
purveyor finds that the operation or of this assembly constitutes a hazard to health, the unit shall be
replaced by an approved backflow prevention assembly meeting all local and state requirements.

(6) It shall be the responsibility of the consumer at any premises where backflow prevention
assemblies are installed to have certified surveys/inspections, and operational test made at
least once per year at the consumer's expense. In those instances where the Public Water
Purveyor deems the hazard to be great, he may require certified surveys/inspections and test
at a more frequent interval. It shall be the duty of the purveyor to see that these tests are
made according to the standards set forth by the State Department of Environmental
Quality, Division of Drinking Water.

(7) All backflow prevention assemblies shall be tested within ten (10) working days of initial
installation.

(8) No backflow prevention assemblies shall be installed so as to create a safety hazard.
Example: Installed over an electrical panel, steam pipes, boilers, or above ceiling level.
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(9) If the city becomes aware of a clear and immediate hazard to its public water system and
the hazard cannot be immediately abated, the city may institute proceedings to discontinue
water service to the premises at which the hazard exists.

(10) Conditions or water uses that shall be deemed an immediate hazard which create a basis for water
service termination. These shall include, but are not limited to, the following:

(a) Refusal to, immediately install a required backflow prevention assembly.

(b) Refusal to, immediately upon notice, test a backflow prevention assembly.

(c) Refusal to, immediately upon notice, repair a faulty backflow prevention assembly.

(d) Refusal to, immediately upon notice, replace a faulty backflow prevention assembly.

(e) A direct or indirect connection between the public water system and a sewer line.

(f) An unprotected direct or indirect connection between the public water system and a system or
equipment containing contaminants.

(9) Any direct or indirect connection between the public water system, and an auxiliary water
system, and/or secondary water irrigation system.

(h) Any other situation which the water system operator or his designee reasonably determines
presents an immediate health hazard to the public water system.

(i) Refusal to complete or allow periodic system survey.

() Service will not be restored until such conditions or defects are corrected and any
applicable fees or penalties paid.

(11) Procedures for water service termination are as follows:

(a) The city may terminate service to a customer's premise after two written notices have
been sent specifying violation of item (a), (b), (c) or (d) of subsection (2) above.

(b) For violations of items (e), (), (9), or (h), as set forth in subsection (2) above the city may
take the following action:

(i) The city may make a reasonable effort to advise the water user of intent to terminate
water service.

(ii) The city may terminate water supply and lock the service valve.

27-6-5 Public Education:

(1) The city will establish a public education program to inform water operators and users on
operating dual potable and non-potable water systems. The public education program will be
identified in the Standard Operating Procedures.

27-6-6 Training And Reporting:
(1) The city will have on staff personnel certified as Backflow Technician Class I, Program
Administrator by April 30, 2016.

(2) Cross connection training for public works staff, building officials, canal company staff, etc. will be
held as identified in the Standard Operating Procedures.

(3) Quarterly reports documenting the system progress with the Compliance Agreement/Enforcement
Order will be submitted to the Division of Drinking Water beginning the 3" quarter of 2015 and
ending the 2" quarter of 2018.

27-6-7 Violations of this Policy:
(1) The violation of any provision of this Chapter shall be considered a Class B Misdemeanor
and punishable by fines and imprisonment according to state law.

(2) Every day any violation of this Chapter shall constitute a separate offense.

(3) In addition to other fines and punishments, all costs reasonably related to the violation
incurred by the City, or any other agent working on its behalf, shall be allowed in a claim for
restitution to the courts including but not limited to, labor and materials for flushing,
disinfecting, sampling, alternative meter supply any subsequent claims and litigation as well
as all other legal remedies that are available.

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E. REVISED CITY WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES

Mr. Child explained these are minimum standards, in some instances the City may
exercise stricter practices.

Bryce Wilcox said that JUB has a strap on temporary meter that is fairly accurate to test
the levels.
Councilmember M. Petersen moved to approve the Revised City Water Distribution System Standard
Operating Procedures and send them off to the State.
CLINTON CITY WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM
STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES
The Clinton City water distribution system shall at all times be operated in accordance with
all state and federal guidelines. Utah Division of Drinking Water Rules Governing Public
Water Systems will be followed at all times.
The Clinton City water distribution system is required by R309-300-5(10) to inform the
Division of Water Supply If the Distribution Manager or Direct Responsible Charge Operator
is changed or leaves the water system, the water system management must notify the Division
of Drinking Water in writing of the change.
All personnel working in the water distribution system shall at all times adhere to the
following guidelines. While these guidelines do not cover all of the rules they do cover many
of the circumstances, which may arise on a daily basis.
Training
1) A staff member will be dedicated to cross connection control and certified as a Backflow
Technician Class 1 Program Administrator. Other relevant staff members including the Meter
Reader and the Building Code Official will attend periodic training.
Treatment
1) The free chlorine residual at the point of treatment (1800 N 550 W) should be maintained at no less
CONCLUSION AT L

2) The distribution system shall be flushed as needed. Dead-end lines may need to be flushed
monthly or more often to maintain adequate free chlorine residuals. A record of all
flushing will be kept.

Sampling
1) Twenty five samples should be sent to an approved laboratory for microbiological examination

each month. Each sample should be taken in accordance with the Clinton City bacteriological
sampling plan.

Public Education
1) Provide Public Education to consumers explaining the dangers of a cross connection in the
following ways:
a) Provide a pamphlet to hand out at new water sign ups.
b) Provide cross connection information on the City Web site.
¢) Provide semi yearly water bill information spots (March and September).
d) Provide two newsletter articles during the secondary watering season.
e) Encourage customers to paint all pressure irrigation stand pipes and hose bibs
purple to identify them as a non-potable source. The City will provide purple
identification tape to customers as a substitute for the paint.

Dual Checks
1) Create and maintain an inventory of the location of existing dual checks and record on a GIS
database.

2) Service 10% of existing dual checks yearly by replacing the internal plastic parts and keep a
record on GIS database.

3) Install Dual Checks in all remaining unprotected service connections at a rate of 5% per year....
Approximately 150 per year over a 20 year period. Notify customers of the potential problems of a
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closed system at each residence where a new dual check installation takes place.

Backflow Assemblies and Hazard Assessments

1) The Backflow Technician Program Administrator will re-assess the degree of hazard at all existing
service connections. Accounts are currently classified as Residential or Commercial. Many
assessments will be completed based solely on the account classification. Commercial accounts will
be surveyed through a mailed or hand delivered questionnaire. A determination of which sites are
in need an onsite inspection will be made by reviewing the survey results. A record of the
assessment will be kept on a GIS database.

All existing service connections will be re-surveyed as may be necessary at least once
every 5 years.

2) Maintain a current inventory of all required backflow assemblies and all
associated records. Examples include copies of hazard assessment reports, copies
of backflow prevention assembly field test reports, copies of enforcement or
correspondence documents (including dates performed).

Disinfection of Impacted Areas

1) In the event that a water sample indicates contamination in the system the following
steps should be followed for disinfection:

a) Determine the chlorine residual level through testing.

b) Increase the chlorine residual level as necessary through portable injection
pumps and or increasing the feed rate at the main system chlorinator.

c) Flush the area contaminated thoroughly following a new procedure for
unidirectional flushing.

d) Take investigative samples to determine if the contamination has been
removed.

e) Continue the process until the sample results are good.

2) Develop a procedure for Unidirectional Flushing to be used whenever there is
a water quality issue or after repairs, alterations or additions to the system.

3) Newly constructed or repaired water mains in the distribution system should be
disinfected in accordance with American Water Works Association standard i.e.
Disinfecting Water Mains. If a repair requires that the main be dewatered or
depressurized see Sec. 4.7 of the American Water Works Association Standards.
A Leak Repair Log should be completed following each leak and recorded.

4) New service taps on existing mains will be flushed and the free chlorine residual
measured and recorded before connecting the service line.

Accounting of Water Produced vs. Water

1) An end of the year report of water purchased from the water supplier (Weber Basin
Water) combined with water pumped locally (Clinton Well) both metered sources, will
be compared to water delivered. Water delivered will include metered sales to customers
and an estimated total for unmetered sources in parks, city buildings, construction use
and system flushing.

2) Billing and utility personnel will review meter readings and immediately report any
reverse or abnormally low readings to the Backflow Technician Program Administrator
for further investigation.

Development Standard Specifications and Drawings

1) Clinton City Development Standard Specifications and Drawings will be submitted to
the Division of Drinking Water for an initial review. Further review of the Water System
Development Standards will be made as needed at least once every 5 years with any
changes also being submitted to the division for review.

System Hydraulic Model Report
1) An updated hydraulic model report of the Clinton City Drinking Water system will be
sent to the Division of Drinking Water prior to September 28, 2015 and as updated.

Other Procedures
1) Prior to the startup of the secondary water system and following the shut down of the
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secondary water system, have trained personnel do a drive through survey of the entire
city looking for evidence of sprinkling systems that are in operation which could possibly
be cross connected to the culinary system. Records of the survey are to be kept on file.

2) A complete record of all water meter work orders will be kept.

3) All system personnel should immediately report any cross-connections or
concerns found to the Program Administrator.

At any time that a distribution system worker does not completely understand these
guidelines or any of the rules, which govern this system, he/she should contact the
operator in direct charge for clarification. Any operator, who feels that he/she cannot
comply with the SOP’s, should contact the operator in direct charge.

Mr. Vinzant explained that the existing ordinance does not allow corner lots to have access to the rear
yard even though it has been a practice in the past. This would not change restrictions established on
Discussion lots on Collectors and Arterial streets. This will correct the ordinance.

Mayor Adams opened the public hearing at 9:47 p.m. and asked for public comment, there
was none, therefore he closed the public hearing at 9:48 p.m.

CONCLUSION

Councilmember Stanton Moved to adopt Ordinance 15-05Z a request to amend the
Clinton City Zoning Ordinance 28-4-15, Access to Residential Property including
four or less dwellings, § (4)(b)(iii) to Allow Corner Lot Access. Councilmember
Patterson seconded the motion.

RECOMMENDATION FROM THE PLANNING COMMISSION FOR APPROVAL OF THE FINAL
PLAT OF STONE SUBDIVISION PHASE 1, LOCATED AT APPROXIMATELY 3420 WEST ON THE
SOUTH WIDE OF 2300 NORTH.

Petitioner Jeffrey Kuhn, Stone Family Trust and Alan Cottle, Capital Group
Jeffrey Kuhn introduced Michael Staten to answer any technical questions.
Mr. Staten stated that all engineering and staff comments have been reviewed and
complied with; the plans are ready to submit.
Councilmember K. Peterson asked if the drainage concerns identified during the Planning
Commission meeting for the existing property owners have been addressed.
Mr. Staten responded the neighbor to the east has a storm drain issue. As the property
Discussion owner, it is his responsibility to initiate discussion for a potential storm drain connection

with the developer. It is technically feasible but is not currently part of the scope of this
development. His property is adjacent to phase 3 which could take years to develop.

Councilmember K. Peterson then expressed a concern for flooding and asked if the homes
in this subdivision will have basements.

Mr. Staten responded a land drain system has been proposed with the lowest possible
elevation for the lots in phase 1, proper engineering procedures have been followed. The
land drain system will be gravity operated with no lift station. Without a land drain
system, basements would not be feasible.
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Mr. Wright informed the Council that the final plans will be reviewed once they are
submitted. Staff and the Planning Commission felt confident the changes and
requirements recommended could be easily resolved. The City Council approval should
be subject to all the requirements being met.

Mayor Adams asked if surface water is allowed to be drained into the storm drain.

Mr. Vinzant responded that every lot has a public utility and drainage easement. The lots
can drain into the street. The building code specifies the requirements. It is not the
City’s responsibility to consider the drainage of the private property to the east.

Mayor Adams opened the public hearing at 8:00 p.m.
Mr. Cluff asked for clarification that the land drains will drain into the street.

Mr. Staten replied that land drains drain into the public utility easement in the street. The
land drain lines are similar to sewer lines with laterals to each lot. Land drains are
installed at a more shallow depth. The storm drain connects into the storm drain
connection at 2300 N. The storm drain is installed at a deeper depth. There is a storm
drain system throughout the entire project that homeowners could negotiate to connect in
to. All the drains are gravity operated. The requirements of the ordinances and sound
engineering for street design have been met.

Mayor Adams closed the public hearing at 8:07 p.m.

Councilmember M. Petersen asked about the fiscal impact for crossing the Davis County
Storm Channel.

Mr. Vinzant replied the subdivision requires a second exit. Because it is a
disproportionate exaction, his recommendation is to use impact fees to become compliant
with the requirements of Davis County to access the 2050 North Davis County Storm
Channel for connection with the culinary water main. This is to include acquisition of a
right-of-way for utilities and future street for half of the width of the County Channel. He
suggested using a corrugated culvert and asking the County to install it. He said it could
be installed, filled in and then left until the asphalt is ready to be installed. The water
lines need to go underneath the culvert. It would be a huge advantage to the City to have
the access from 1800 N to 2300 N. He clarified he is not recommending doing the
crossings or the acquisition. The asphalt should be installed with the last subdivision.
There are impact fees available for roads and storm drain.

Mr. Kuhn stated initially the project design had the exit going to the west following the
sewer line, Clinton City asked for it to be changed to the south which they complied with.
They have not had any conversations or requirements with the county explained to them
as of yet.

Mr. Vinzant clarified approval should be contingent upon the ability to cross the County
Storm Drain Channel.

Jeffrey Kuhn stated that the Developer would like the subdivision referred to as Stone
Gate Subdivision from this time forward.

Mr. Vinzant clarified the Developer will need to verify with the County that the name is
available.

Mr. Vinzant reviewed the Preliminary Plat with the Council.
Mr. Kuhn said the intent of the Developer is to move forward as quickly as possible with

the infrastructure. They are in communication with Chris Looke, the developer of the
adjacent subdivision.
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Councilmember Stanton said she is still concerned about drainage issues for the existing
property owners.

The following information was included in the staff report regarding the Preliminary Plat
as reviewed by the Planning Commission:

lateral.

Streetlights to be located per preliminary plat.

curb with curb inlet boxes, remove combo boxes. Manhole at south end of
phase 1 will have to be removed unless you install a curb box at the point of
tangent and run the storm drain diagonal to the point of curvature.

e Drawings are to be submitted to Davis Weber County Canal Company.
Review comments from DWCC shall be from DWCC and shall be complied

with.

e Recommend you run laterals into future lot 16 to having to repair road and
curb.

I. TABLED ITEM - OPEN PUBLIC HEARING - FROM JULY 28, 2015 - SUBDIVISION FINAL PLAT

APPROVAL OF FENWAY ESTATES

Petitioner Uintah Land Investments, LLC, Dennis Hepworth
Mr. Hepworth representing Uintah Land Investments stated that the Preliminary Plat has
been approved for the entire project. It has 134 lots and approximately 500 feet of
commercial property along 2000 West. He clarified that the correct address has two
coordinates, the first is 2475 W 800 N and the second coordinate is 1000 N and 2000 W.
The first phase has 27 lots. All staff’s comments have been complied with. The new
plans submitted include a land drain.
Mr. Vinzant clarified the requirement of the Preliminary Plat is that the road go all the
way through to 2000 West. The location of the road can be determined by the commercial
development. The Fire Chief’s comments stated that because of the fire load an
additional water line may be required going out to 2000 West.
Mr. Vinzant then reviewed the following information included in the staff report: This

Discussion subdivision can not be constructed without the 1300 North detention basin being

constructed. The Council needs to discuss with the petitioner the process for this
construction. The City Engineer estimates that the construction will cost $240,000 for
construction and another $230,000 for landscaping. The landscaping is not required for
the detention basin to function; it will be required when it is to be used as a park.

At the end of FY 2015 there was a balance of $127,979 in impact funds in the storm water fund.
Phase 1 of this subdivision has 27 lots with an available impact fee amount of $69,579. There are a
total of 134 lots in the entire subdivision.

Staff recommends that the Council go to bid for construction of the detention pond utilizing the impact
funds in the account. In July the City issued 9 residential permits ($23,193) and anticipates the issue
of two commercial projects bringing in approximately $70,000 in impact fees. With the anticipation
of more house permits for the year than anticipated, due to the high number in July and the increased
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interest in residential subdivisions the impact funds are anticipated to cover the construction. If the
landscaping is to be accomplished, park impact fees would need to be used. At the end of last FY the
park impact fee balance was $263, 719. The landscaping could be phased with the sprinkler system
being installed to establish native grasses after construction during construction of the pond and the
park grasses, trees, etc. being installed at a later date when there is a need for the park.

The subdivision is installing oversized storm water pipelines within the subdivision to carry water
from other areas of the City, 800 North and a portion of the Church Farm at 800 N and 2000 W.

Staff recommends that the Council enter into a payback agreement with the developer for the
oversized pipelines. The cost breakdown will need to be calculated when the developer’s engineer’s
estimate is turned in for escrow development. Payback should be from the lots in the entire
subdivision until fully refunded.

Mr. Vinzant then reported to the Council that the adjacent property the City purchased is encumbered
upon by the neighbors to the north. The City purchased the property with the requirement that Erik
Craythorne resolve any disputes concerning the property line. Mr. Craythorne has indicated that he is
willing to buy back the portion of property in question; the City Engineer has indicated that there will
be enough area remaining to construct the pond. Staff recommends that the Council sell back to Mr.
Craythorne the land in question and that those funds go back into the storm drain impact fee fund for
development of the pond. With direction from the Council staff will have the legal description
developed, figure the amount and go through the sale process.

The City already has a contract with JUB Engineer’s for the design of the detention pond,

work is in progress.

1. Preliminary Plat Approval was granted for this subdivision May 5, 2015. Corrected copies of the
Preliminary Plat have not been received.

2. Phase 1, meets the requirements of the R-1-15 Zone. The Developer has designed this phase with
Y2 acre lots on the west site to buffer the acre lots to the west of the subdivision. This has been a
standard requirement of a residential development adjacent to an acre lot subdivision. This is one
of the advantages of having an averaging zone.

3. Staff has reviewed the drawings and provided corrective comments.

4. There are significant corrections required on these drawings; however the zoning aspects are in
compliance with the ordinance.

A preconstruction meeting will not take place until all drawings meet the requirements of
the City.

The conclusion from the discussion and the staff report resulted in the following direction
from the City Council:
e Contact Mr. Craythorne to square off the property behind the two houses off
1300 N adjacent to the proposed detention basin property making the north
property line straight;

e Go out to bid for the detention basin with the adjusted property lines as
directed by the Council;

e Require the landscaping to be seeded with native grasses with no irrigation.
Mayor Adams stated the public hearing remained open from the July 28, 2015 City

Council meeting and asked for public comment, there was none therefore he closed the
public hearing at 9:40 p.m.

CONCLUSION

Councilmember Mitchell moved to adopt Resolution 20-15 approving the Final Plat of
Fenway Estates Subdivision located at approximately 2475 W 800 N and 1000 North on 2000
West with the following conditions and stipulations identified in the Resolution.
