Approval of minutes:   Motion to approve minutes of April 2nd 2015 council meeting C. Chylene Whipple; Second C. Celeste Sellers.    Aye:  All in attendance
Report of Officers:
Councilmember Chylene Whipple:  
	The stove was replaced in Apt #3 and the old stove is on the dock at Bull Mountain Market and needs to be stored for future use.  The thermostat is what needs to be replace and then could be used as backup; maintenance will get the stove moved.
Councilmember Celeste Sellers: 
	Nothing to report.  The arsenic samples are still above the amount required so that continues to be an issue.  Eventually the method that the water is mixed between the wells is no going to be sufficient and Jeff Pei gave the possibility of a new well drilled or the bigger storage tank, as Ensign Engineering recommended as a solution.  The State is recommending that we pipe the water from the well that is below the arsenic level directly into a tank.
	Maintenance will put up the flags at the cemetery for Memorial Day as the Mayor will be out of town.  They will also drag the roads at the cemetery.
Councilmember Dennis Ekker:
	Outlined plans for the 4th of July.  Tentative schedule of events:  Boy Scout Breakfast, Parade, Softball, Lunch, Horse Shoe Tournament, Games at the park, Mud Bog and Dance all on the 4th with the Gymkhana held on the 3rd of July.  Dennis would like to add break-away roping and ribbon roping and he will make final plans by next council meeting.
Councilmember Charity Jackson:
	Charity has plans to clean up the cemetery with youth that need service hours for school.  
Mayor Dale Sellers:
	The Mayor would like to clear off the right-of-way on the town streets and have maintenance drag it with the equipment so the streets will be clean and clear of debris.  The clerk will but a notice on the billing invoice asking people to clean up the right-of-way and also a reminder of the dog ordinance.  The County Sherriff will no longer be responding to dog nuisance calls. Citizens need to police themselves. 
	Stan Alvey has a water well right directly behind the Community Center, Stan owns about a 15’ wide piece of land that angles out behind the community center and his pressure tank for that well is located in the town building.  That pressure tank is provided power by the Town and Stan has been issued a key in case of emergency to access his pressure tank.  The verbal arrangement that was made at the time was Stan’s well would water the trees surrounding the town building.  Council agreed to consider this item and be ready to discuss recommendations regarding this situation at the next meeting.
	Council agreed not to sell the town tractor because maintenance still has a use for the tractor.
	There was a request from a citizen to the Mayor to purchase town property next to the Affordable Housing units; council agreed that no Town property is not for sell.
	Mayor is pursuing grant money from Wayne County SSD for the veteran’s memorial.  There is a possibility of including the Veteran’s from Caineville on the monument as well if Caineville citizens agree to that.

	The mini excavator is still in for repairs and it will be returned next Tuesday, the repairs are covered under warranty.  Maintenance will be working on clean-up around the old church this next week
