	A.	DISCUSS BINGHAM JUNCTION PARK IMPROVEMENTS
Annaliese Eichelberger discussed the improvements planned for the Bingham Junction Park along with a timeline for approval. She introduced Dave Harris, Logan Simpson to discuss the plans further.

Dave Harris, Logan Simpson, said the park was themed as Silicon Park. He showed an overall master plan vision to continue this area down to the Jordan River. He discussed the wetland areas. The first phase involves grass, baseball field and drainage. He discussed the planned sport court. He reviewed the proposed costs of the project and timeline.

Danny Walz said Phase 1 should be completed sometime between this year and next year. Then he will see if the County will provide funding for the rest of the park.  

The Board asked why there was only one baseball field. 

Danny Walz said there wasn't enough room with the required drainage needed to have more than one baseball field. 

Annaliese Eichelberger said the venues may be in future phases of the park or putting them out as future art pieces.
