


BOARD OF HEALTH MEETING
July 28, 2015
Green River City Offices
Green River, Utah
5:00 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Roxanne Jensen, at 5:00 p.m.  The Chair asked for any corrections to the minutes.  Sam Cunningham stated on page 5, in the 6th sentence from the bottom of the page, the word “alterior” is incorrect and should be “ulterior” motive.
Commissioner Brady stated on page 6, 4th sentence from the bottom, the sentence “Commissioner Brady stated It really wasn’t Southeast Health District that let it go;” should not be Brady.  It will be corrected to read “it was stated” since it was not from the Commissioner.
Councilwoman Liz Tubbs had a question on Page 7, 2nd sentence (highlighted) regarding the quote “little conversation”.  This needs to be changed to “another conversation later” regarding the Children with Special Needs Clinics.
The Chair stated she had a question on page2, 4th paragraph down, the sentence that reads “Page 5, #6801, “the Chair questioned a rolling travel bag” was questioned by Roxanne.  The words “was questioned by Roxanne” need to be taken out.
Sam Cunningham made the motion to approve the minutes with corrections.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Brady.  Kathi Reaves abstained from voting; she was not present at the previous meeting.  None opposed; motion approved.
The Chair suggested reviewing the vouchers page by page for approval.  The Chair asked for any questions on Page 1.   Debbie Peet questioned voucher #6979 for “moving the grave”. Tracy stated that was gravel.  The computer cut the last letter off when it printed.
Dr. Martinez questioned voucher #6982 on page 3.   The voucher was for a mini grant for the Emery High School graduation party.  One of the programs helped sponsor this night through a mini grant.  Debbie Marvidikis sends out letters offering the mini grant funding.  Our department must have a request from the school or entity to sponsor an event with funding for the mini grants.
A voucher for secretary gifts was questioned by the Chair on page 3.  Tracy explained that the department gives a small gift for Administrative Professional’s Day; Boss’s Day; Nurse’s Day.
Kathi Reaves questioned the gravel and road base for trailer storage.  She asked where the storage is located.  Dave stated it is on Airport Road by the Animal Hospital.
Debbie Peet asked on voucher #7012 for $5000 for lip balm.  These are given out as promotional items.  This is at least one year supply or more.
Kathi Reaves questioned voucher to Walmart, voucher #7116 for antacid.  It was explained the antacid is for employees who need it periodically.  It is stored in a file cabinet in Becky’s office.
Debbie Peet wanted clarification on voucher # 7032 on Page 5 for the back hoe rental for road base.  Debbie questioned if this was also for the trailer storage and Dave confirmed it was.
The Chair questioned voucher #7087 on Page11 to Castleview Hospital for $1000 for Women’s Services.  Tracy wasn’t sure what the mini-grant was for.  More discussion followed with some confusion.  The voucher states it was for Kids Day; not Women’s Services.  Tracy went on to explain how the process works for the mini grants and the funding in full is $4000, but is divided into separate grants.
Commissioner Brady questioned voucher #7074 on Page 8 to Sign Edge for $1300 for no smoking signs for CVH (Castleview Hospital).  Tracy stated those were the new signs for the housing authority in Price and discussion followed.
On page 12 and 13, Commissioner Brady questioned vouchers #7144 and 7155.  He question a refund for CPO course.  Tracy explained that Brady Bradford had a Certified Pool Operator Course scheduled and only 2 people signed up.  Brady has to have more than 2 in order to run the class, so their registration fee was refunded and they took the course somewhere else.
Debbie Peet once again questioned #7074 on page 8 (discussed earlier).  She stated that CVH was typed for the no-smoking signs.  Discussion followed and Debbie questioned why we would supply the hospital with no-smoking signs since they have funding to pay for their own.  Tracy texted both Diane Lodeserto and Debbie Marvidikis for clarification on where the no-smoking signs were used.
The Chair asked about voucher #7039 on page 14 to Kiwanis for car seats.  Tracy stated this was correct.  (Kiwanis partners with the department on car seats at Kids Day.)
The Chair asked for a motion to approve the vouchers with clarification later about the no smoking signs.  Commissioner Brady made the motion to approve the vouchers; seconded by Kathi Reaves. The motion was approved; none opposed.
BUDGET
Tracy stated the first page shows the changes to the contracts after losing San Juan County.  She reviewed the two contracts and amounts listed.
The “Explanation for the Expenses” sheet was inserted in some board packets under the wrong tab (in error).  This should have been in the tab with the minutes and vouchers.  This explanation was just for information purposes to educate board members on different expenses under different categories.
Dave reviewed the letter from the State Health Department about the new funding formula.  Dave explained the 6 grants the Health Officers included in the funding formula change.  Dave stated which health departments gained money through the formula change and which departments lost funding.  The decrease in funding for Southeast Health will be spread out over a 5 year period.  By year 5 we will be losing some of our staff due to retirement, so we will not have to lay off any employees.  Dave stated these losses will be absorbed through attrition.  He reviewed past employees we have lost and current employees carrying the load.  Over 5 years, some of the grants will be up and down with changes.  The Preparedness Grant always seems to change a little; the Preventive Block Grant does too, and also Immunizations.
The Chair asked for a motion on revenue changes presented by Tracy.    The motion was made by Kathi Reaves to approve the revenue changes; seconded by Debbie Peet.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carried.
POLICY & PROCEDURES
Tracy reviewed the Substance Abuse and Drug Free Policy.  Tracy stated this policy was taken from the State of Utah policy.  The Chair asked about the policy and what would happen if someone tested positive and how many times they can test positive.  Dave stated there would be only one test and the employee dealt with after that.  Discussion followed.  Commissioner Brady made the motion to approve the changes to the policy; seconded by Kathi Reaves.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carried.
BYLAWS
Dave stated that these changes have been made and reviewed at previous meetings.   This copy is the final result with the changes made.  Dave asked the board to briefly review the changes and approve them as typed.  Commissioner Brady made the motion to approve the changes to the bylaws. The motion was seconded by Debbie Peet.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carried.
The Chair explained a slight adjustment to the agenda.  She stated that she would have Orion speak on Gray Water, and that the San Juan Update would be skipped to go on to Environmental Health, since Orion Rogers had to do his presentation and be back in Moab at a designated time.
GRAY WATER
Dave introduced Orion Rogers, who was covering for Brady Bradford in his absence.  Orion stated the letter in the packet under Gray Water has actually been updated.  He spoke about the MAWP group (Moab Area Watershed Partnership).  The MAWP group decided to strike the last sentence in the 4th paragraph in the letter that states “The ADEQ states that there has never been a reported case of illness or any impact to public health caused by contact with graywater”.  There have never been any studies done to either support this or prove the statement wrong.  Orion stated MAWP is a very diverse group, but they are all in favor of this letter.
Orion proceeded to present a power point on gray water.  There are gray water systems in place in the Moab area.  Gray water is possibly or relatively safe.  Gray water can only come from your shower; bath; washing machines, and bathroom sink.  The water from the kitchen sink has too much bacteria and is not considered gray water.  There are many illegal systems.  Several systems have gone in legally that have been approved by the building authority.  
Commissioner Mellor asked what has to change in order for gray water use to be legal, and Orion stated basically it would be the state code.  There are safe but simple systems.  Residents are mostly pushing for external irrigation systems; not recycling back into the house for toilets.  What they want is to have a valve to allow the gray water to go to the external irrigation or turn the valve for the gray water to go directly into the black water system (during winter when freezing).  Many people are pushing to take the Arizona system and using it in our area. (Moab).  The client would use the gray water only on landscaping and not let it run off into the neighbor’s yard.  Gray water is not to be used to water any produce to be consumed.  It has been brought up to CLEHA (or other Environmental Health groups) to have SEUHD as a guinea pig for a gray water system similar to those in Arizona.  We would follow similar guidelines, but still regulate what people design.  Our department would issue a permit.  Debbie Peet asked Orion a question of not approving a system because permission was not asked first; or the system was built incorrectly.  Orion stated approval would be denied for both of those reasons and more discussion followed.
Dr. Martinez asked about sprinklers being used for the gray water.  Orion stated no gray water can be air-born. The Chair asked about charging a fee for this permit and Orion stated our department would probably charge a fee.  Dave stated it would probably require a public hearing for approval of charging a fee.
Kathi Reaves asked about anticipating any liability on the part of the health department, as being the guinea pig for this process.  Orion stated it would be extremely hard to pinpoint and prove that a gray water system would be the cause of a particular problem.  Dave stated as long as the system would be a non-aerosolized system and not allowed to run into a neighbor’s yard, there really shouldn’t be any problem. The problem would be that a neighbor might state it is taking away from their water rights. A question was asked about rain barrels and Orion stated rain barrels are legal up to the limit of 2500 lbs. of water.  The Chair asked if this process will increase the work load for the current Environmental Health employees and whether more people would need to be hired.  Orion did not feel it would increase the work load that much.  There might be an influx at first.  Dave stated the process for change is already written up and any change in the rule is questioned by the State.  The State likes using the best science, and using Southeast Health as a test case would provide the best science.
Debbie Peet asked if the public would be educated about the process during the public meetings.  Dave explained it is in black & white for people to read before the hearing and sometimes the hearing is during a board of health meeting.  Education is provided by Brady and Orion within their offices all the time.  The Chair asked if we would receive any state funding for this test case but Dave doubts there is any funding available.
At this time, Commissioner Brady asked to be excused from the meeting.  Before leaving, the Commissioner brought up the issue regarding San Juan County and the lack of action on the sale of the building.  Commissioner Brady thought the sale agreement was a done deal and was surprised that Southeast Health Department heard from San Juan County’s lawyer.  Commissioner Brady liked the reply letter from SEUHD to San Juan County.  
Commissioner Brady felt the annual audit was pretty standard.  The commissioner was excused from meeting at 5:52 p.m.
ENVIRONMENT HEALTH
Orion talked about the Szechuan Chinese restaurant and the owners being non-compliant with the rules for an eating establishment.  On July 6-17 the restaurant was closed.  Orion allowed the restaurant to re-open after some compliance.  Orion went on to review the violations in 2013.  There is an extreme language barrier issue which adds to the problem.  The restaurant scored 46% in 2013; 61% in 2014; and 45% on July 3, 2015.  Dr. Martinez mentioned that the public really needs to be made aware of these types of issues.  He has spoken with owners that are proud to have a high score.  Some care; some do not.  He asked if there are fines that need to be imposed on those who continue with violations at eating establishments and Orion stated he does not see this happening again in Moab because all the others want to keep a high standard.  Debbie Peet asked about the 59% scored in Thompson at the service station.  Orion stated with the new scoring method, they probably would have scored 80.    
[bookmark: _GoBack]Discussion followed about posting scores on the health department website for public awareness of good and bad scores.  More discussion followed about posting the score in the window or in front of the restaurant. Councilwoman Tubbs stated a letter grade in a window would not be acceptable in the Moab community. However, Dr. Martinez is in favor of it.  Dr. Martinez asked about a timeline for the new restaurant inspection forms, and the Chair asked if the old forms can be shredded (to speed up moving on to the new form).  More explanation followed regarding pass scores currently used for day cares/preschools.  The Chair asked if we are trying to make a recommendation to get this new scoring in place and violations/repeat offenses be addressed. Dave felt it would be good to have a follow up fee for repeat inspections.   Brady could check with other health departments and report back to this board on ways to address this issue and present recommendations.  Debbie Peet asked that Brady’s research be geared toward rural areas and not just following protocol for large cities.  
Orion was excused to leave the meeting at 6:20 p.m.
SAN JUAN UPDATE
Dave stated the letter from San Juan County is included in this tab, and the proposed reply from our health department which was drafted by the Carbon County Attorney, Christian Bryner.  Dave reviewed the state code and what needs to be provided by a county as agreed upon in the interlocal agreement.  He explained that San Juan County contributed about 2% to the Health Department’s total budget.  We purchased the building and paid for it; they claim 25% ownership of everything.  He explained he almost put a For Sale sign in the window because San Juan Health Department has not paid for the building since they formed their own health department.  The auditor for Carbon County suggested we give them the building and that we keep the 2 vehicles.  The County Attorney also suggested to do this and cut our ties.  Christian Bryner will send the letter now that the board has seen the letter and discussed the situation.
AUDIT
Tracy reviewed the letters stating what the auditors were going to do, and the letter stating we had fulfilled our obligation as set out in the first letter.  Dave explained (for the new Board of Health members) that a multi-county district is audited with the Carbon County Audit.  
They have not sent a complete follow-up auditor’s letter yet, but no issues were noted this year during the audit of our department.
PUBLIC HEALTH 
Dottie reviewed the information.  She reviewed seasonal issues that pertain to public health such as melanoma, and the other topics included in the tab.   The Chair asked about someone contacting our office if they are suicidal and what the Hope Squad does if they receive a call.  Dottie explained we provide information for those who feel suicidal and refer them to the suicidal hot-line and mental health agencies.  Dottie suggested a presentation on the QPR information (for suicide prevention).  Dottie also reviewed immunization exemptions and new laws passed that push immunizations and try to decrease personal exemptions. 
Dave stated the International Days in Price has a medical tent set up that we have helped supply.  Dave invited the board to go in and see the tent and how well it is equipped.  Dr. Martinez asked if our department is able to test for diabetes and refer them to be treated.  Dottie stated we are able to do that.
HEALTH EDUCATION
Dave reviewed the health education information and explained that Debbie Marvidikis is our Health Educator who assembled the information for this tab.  Dave reviewed the EPICC grant and 1305 Grant and explained how we partner with pharmacists regarding diabetes.  There were no questions or discussion.
MEDIA
Dave reviewed the media and newspaper articles.  He discussed Immunization Month and the ads included in the newspapers for this.  He also reviewed the progress made over the past year with the Housing Authority of Carbon County going Smoke Free in their housing units.  
Dave discussed other topics under this tab regarding West Nile Virus, swimming pools, and cryptosporidium.    There were no questions or issues.
ON-GOING TRAINING
Dave asked Tracy to review the new e-clinical program that will be implemented sometime during October for the nurses and clerks for charting and billing.  Tracy stated there will be a period of time when nothing can be entered into the computer while the transition is happening.  
The Chair reminded the board members about the upcoming UALBOH (Utah Association of Local Boards of Health) and NALBOH (National Association of Local Boards of Health) symposiums.  The Chair stated that she, Debbie Peet, and Dottie will be attending NALBOH (The National Association of Local Boards of Health) conference in Louisville, Kentucky August 5-8.  The UALBOH Symposium will be at Daniel’s Summit on September 11.  There is still time to register for this meeting.
The Chair thanked Becky for listing all the action items first on the current agenda as the Chair had requested.  It helped the meeting flow much better.
The Chair questioned an issue that was mentioned in the Manager Minutes about someone selling AVON in Boyd’s Pharmacy in Castle Dale.  Tracy responded and discussion followed.  The Chair asked if it is a not allowed, but since Boyd pays rent and he allowed it, we have no say over the matter.  
 Dave asked if everyone knew the building in Castle Dale had been hit by a client with her car.  The client jumped the curb and ran directly into the building, breaking some of the bricks.  Discussion followed.  
BOARD SELF EVALUATION 
The Chair asked about setting a date for another meeting for the board evaluation.  Discussion followed about the number of members needed on the committee.  Sam Cunningham asked about volunteers from each county to be on the committee.  Sam stated she works on weekends and asked about having a meeting in the evening at 5:30 or 6:00 pm.  Sam feels the committee needs to start again from the beginning since San Juan County is no longer with us.  The committee will start with the first meeting and see how much progress they make.  The committee will schedule more meetings after that.  The Chair and Sam stated Wednesday is good for them to meet.  Debbie stated Tuesdays or Thursdays are good for her. It was decided to meet on Tuesday, Aug. 11 at 5:30 pm.  Becky will check with Green River City to see if their building is available on that date. Sam asked if there were any pressing issues the board wanted the evaluation committee to address first.  Dr. Martinez asked for work on the restaurant inspections and alerting the public on their ratings.  
Dave asked if anyone had any questions about the Southeast Health Department’s Annual Report.  There were none.  Debbie felt the report was good.  
Dave passed around the picture of the proposed logo for the new name of Southeast Utah Health Department.  
Discussion followed with Councilwoman Tubbs and others on the board about the Special Needs Health Clinic in Moab and Price.  Dave has been in contact with the State Health Department several times.  The State Health Department still oversees the Special Needs Clinic, even though the University Hospital is doing the clinic.  The State Health Department has asked that people give their input on how the clinic runs under the University Hospital and to give any suggestions.
Dr. Martinez stated the board at one time talked about a dental clinic.  (Councilwoman Tubbs reminded him he was the one who suggested a dental clinic at one time.)  Dr. Martinez stated he attended a meeting recently with Behavioral Health and partnering with dental providers.  He suggested partnering with behavioral health and looking at that possibility.  Kathi Reaves asked how people get referred to the clinic.  Dave thanked Dr. Martinez for doing this project.
Kathi Reaves would like to thank the secretary in our Castle Dale Office.  She related a story and stated that Lori Hardee went to the health department at night and printed the immunization record and delivered them to the mother of a young adult who was at the hospital with kidney failure.
The meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.  The motion to adjourn was made by Kathi Reaves.  All in favor; none opposed.
